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W hat Shonld be Done with the $600,0007

Tha Senate Committen on Forelgn Rela-
tons recommends nn amendment to the
Diplamatie and Consular bill approprinting
600,000 for the maintenance of Americnn
interonts in Samon,  The expenditure ‘nl'
800,000 of thiasum ls left to the diseretion
of the DProaldent; 100,000 18 gpecilically np-
propriated for the improvement of our coil-
tng sintion in the harbor of Pago-Pago.

This 18 ona of the finest landlocked har-
bors In the worll, The right to usoitns n
pavnl statlon waa secured to the United
Btates for all timo by our treaty of 1878 with
Bamon, The appropriation is likewlso urgoed
upon the Houso by Secretdry WHITNEY.
There 1ano doubl about its wigdom and ne-
eessity. It I tho first step toward the
proper assertlon of our rights In Bamon,

Just whnt will bo done or just what can bo
done with the £500,000 appropriated *for the
execution of our obligntions nnd the pro-
tection of the Intorests of the United States
existing under the treaty between the
United States and the Government of the
Bamonn Islands*’ 8 not yet quite apparent.
I £500,000 or even $5,000,000 could buy up
and wipo out the whole record of Mr, CLRVE-
LAND'S negotiations with Prince BIsSMARCK'S
Government concerning the Bamoan ques-
tion during tho past three yvears, the pur-
chase would bo worth the money. Unfor-
tunately, that eannot be done.

Nevertheless, the vote of $500,000 will ghow
that the Government of the Unlted Btates
means business, and, therefore, the appro-
priation should pass without opposition.
Congress s now awake to the gravity of the
sltuation. The American policy will ba de-
fined, a8 Mr. OLEVELAND desires, and politi-
enl partisanship should go to the rear for a
time. Republicanism and Democracy should
eombine and blend In genuine Ameriean pa-
triotiam until the Samoan affafr ia settled.

We can suggost how at least part of the
$500,000- might be spent with advantage to
the Amarican cauge. The nearest telegraph
station to Apia Bay I8 at Auckland in New
Zonland, That is about fourteen hundred
miles from Samoa. Part of tho $500,000
might be spent in cabling to Auckland, and
forwarding from that point to Samoa by a
specinlly chartered steamor a new set of
instroctions to moet Admiral KIMBERLY on
his arrival at Apin Bay.

The instructions now In the hands of that
gullant and discreet officer are altegether
inadequate. They have been published to
the whole world, ineluding Germany. Thoy
ars practically the same as those under
which the commanders of the Adams and
the Nipsle have chafed while Gerfnan ag-
gression, outrage, and insult have steadily
proceeded from bad to worse.

That Immigration Bill.

The changes in our Immigration laws pro-
posed by Ar. Forp are naturally scanned
with interest, not to say anxiety, by tho
agents of transatiantie steamship compa-
nies and trunk rallway lines. There is hand-
ly any feature of the bill introduced the
other day which is rogarded with approval
On the other hand, tho mensuraon the wholo
s viowed with fuvor by the Emigration Com-
missloners, who are no less qualltied than
the steamship sand railroad men to offer ex-
pert testimony, but who are perhaps not un-
inflyenced by the prospect of wdministering
the fund that might acerue from the In-

. crensed head maney.

There seems to be some difference of opin-
ton with regard to tho offect of the proposed
law on tha volume of immigration. Some of
tho steamship sgents think that the Fonp
bill, If passed, will entirely shut off the in-
flow of wage eqrners from Europo, Others
assort that the streanm of newcomers will
simply be diverted from the ports of the
United Btates to those of the Dominion, and
that they who scek homes in this country
will easlly moke thelr way across the Cana-
dian border. Accordiog to these critics, tho
Forp measure should be denominated a bill
to impoverish the city of New York, Strange
to say, no apprehensions on that score are
entertalned by the joint agemt of the
trunk railrond 'lines at Castls Garden.
His notlon is that the traffic of tho
lines converging here  will  not  be
poriously affected.  The extra head tax
would gearcely cheek, he says, the Beandl-
navians, who never leave home without suf-
ficlent resources fora falr start in the New
World, He admits, however, that the tax of
£ por capita would put an almost entire
stop to the emigration from Ttaly., To us it
sooms evident, after a review of the évidence
collected, that the steamships wonld be
forced to land thoir steerngo passongers at
Bt, Johns, N. F,, or Halifax, For this rea-
son the restrictlon of the number of passen-
gera to one for every five tous of the ves-
gel’s reglster (lnstend of the present reguln-
tion, which allots one hundred cubie feet to
every passenger) would signally reduce a
ship's carrylug  capacity—a fact which,
coupled with the hend tax of $5, would ecom-
pel the compuanies Lo muke the prico of n

" stesrage tickot to New York almost equal to
«ghe present cost of a second-cabin paseage,

Noarly all the expert witnesses concur In
doclaring that nelther the existing law nor
the Forp bl provides effectunl safeguarids
sgainst the importation of eriminels. The
most dangerous Innmigrants como over, it
geams, not in the steernge, but In the second
cabln, for the purpose of escaping detention
and Inspection at Castle Garden,  All the
elaborate provisions now proposed for ex-
amining the personal history of prospective
fmmigrants would, 1tis averred, prove futile,
owing to the pauvity of American Consuls In
any glven foreign country, unless the Come
missloners at this port are empowared to in-
spect the second-cluss ns well as stecrago
passengers, It s wlso suggested thot n
bureau of Inspection should be sttached (o
the Consulates at the principal ports of emn-
barkation, Tho cost of maintaining such
burenus, however, would hove to ba defrayed
out of the houd tax, which at present is in-
suficlent for such & purpose, but which,
wecording to the stemiuship eompanies, ean-.
pot be much inorcased without serlously
diminishing the flow of immigration.

Up to the present time, speaking gener-
ally, slander has not been an indletablo
offenco elther In England or in the Unlted
States, Thero are a few esceptions to this
rulo, as in cases of high treason and eedi-
tious langungo; but with these excoptions
Mr. Jonus Towssaesp of Lhis elty, in his
well-known work on Slander and Libel, snys
that no preeedent of any criminal proceetl-
Ing for unwritten Imputations upon  the
characters of individunls can be found. In
Foukann's treatfas upon the Law of Slander
and Libel, 0 modern English authority based
upon the famous work ol Stanxie, It is
stated that “an lodletment will not lie for
mero words not raduesd into writing, unless
they be seditious, blasphemons, grossly lin-
mornl, or addresasd to & maglsteate while In
the executlon of the duties of his offiee, or
with reference to thoso duties; or uttered
na o challenge to  light o dduel, or
with an intention to provoke nnother
to send a challenge.”  Mr. Opogns, tho
author of another text book on Likel ana
Slander which has been republished in this
country, and which s often referrod to by
the courts, says that, ns a rule, no spoken
words are treated as o erimo.

There are good reasons for the distine-
tlon which the law thus makes between
writton defamation and spoken defamn-
tlon, making the former indictablo and
the latter not.  Written words assume
a permanent character and may be
widely diffusad. Spoken words are evanes-
cent, and usually affect only those who
happen to hear them. The Injury produced
by written defamatlon Is usually more wide-
aproad and lasting than any which can pos-
slbly flow from oral defamation. Livel is,
therefore, ns o rule, a more serious injury
than slander ean possibly be, and hence may
more properly be punishable as o ¢rime.

The ablest writers upon the law of defama-
tion have generally agreed that the refusal
of law makers toregard slander as ncrime
5 justified on two grounds. 1f a criminal
proceedlng could be Instituted for spoken
words, vexatiousprosecutions would bocorme
innumerable. A person would hardly dare
to tell the truth about adishonest servant
who had been in his employ, for fear that ho
might be arraigned the next dayin some
petty police court upon a charge of criminal
glander. Then, ngain, the uncertain and
unsatisfactory natuwre  of  the  proof
in slander guits I8 a sorious objec-
tion to making mere spoken words tho
basis of a eriminal action. Inlibel therecan
be no doubt as to what has been written or
printed; but in cases of alleged slander the
{ntent and meaning of the speaker often
depend wholly upon his manner and the
surroundlpg circumstances, - So true Is this
that words apparently most defamatory may
really have an Innocent meaning, aud be so
understood by all who hear them,

There Is no oceasion for any such chiangs
in the law of glander as is proposed by My,
Baxron, and his amendment should be
promptly defeated.

Pews to Rent and at Auction.

Tho two most popular preachers of this
vicinity are the Rev. Dr. HALL of New York
and tho Rev. Dr, Taryaor of Brooklyn,
both of the Presbyterinn communion, They
ara the two men who by the sheer force of
their individual abllity and reputation as
pulpit orators are most suceessful in draw-
Ing large sudiences to thelr churches,

1t might besupposed that churches having
such preachers would not need to Jdepend
for thelr pecuninry support upon the annunl
renting of pews, but would obtaln n sufli-
clent income from the voluntary contribu-
tions of their crowded congrogations,
Yet both of them secm to find It necessary
to adhere to the old pew system, and probn-
bly for the very reason that thelr pastors
are 50 popular as preachers, The cost of
maintaining pulpit orators of such renown Is
verylgreat, for they must recelve handsome
salaries, and spaclous cliurches must be pro-
vided for them, with expenstve musle and
other nccessorles. The greater the andienees
the more must be the wear and tear il
the outlny for attendance. As Dr, TaLmaci
remarked ab the auction saloof the Brooklyn
Tubernaele pews on Monday evenlng, *tho
expense of keeping up un institation likp
this, what with wnrn:in::. lighting, repaiy-
Ing, payiog sulavies, and maony other out-
gooes, Is slinply immense,”

The surestjund the most businessilko way
of ralsing the necessnry income for soch o
churchls unquestionably by the ronting of
pews on yearly lenses. The Brooklyn Tih-
ernacle also follows the custom introdueed
by Plymouth Chureh In the days of My
Bercuer, and obtaing an inerease of fnvome
from putting up pews ab auction, where they
are Uid in at praminms for the privilege of
choloe, Thug, at the auetion on Mopday
nightthe premlum bid for the fivet eholee wis
$500 In addition tosdhe regular price of the
pew, which Is €50. At Dr. Haru's Fifth
avenue church this plan of an nuction sale
Is not followed, but pews are sold outright,
with a yearly nssessmont chargeubls on
them; or they aro rented nunually ol prices
detormined by the mecessitics of the chinreh,
tho rent for the moreeligible of them being
very high.

Yetthere Is no otherway of valsing mopry
for these churches whieh 18 5o generally eoat-
Isfactory to those who can best be pelled
upen to give it, The plan of salling and
ronting pows assures them n flxed pluco in
the chareh, and It ggves them from constant
Importunity for ald in keoplig up the public
worship, Thoy say, too, that by paying for
thelr own privileges they make 16 possilile
for others Lo enjoy the preaching without
cost. They go further, and argue that the
prime object of o chureh 18 to afford religious
privileges to those who support it, not to the
world In general, except thropgh the gond
fnfluence which these exert becausa of their
spiritual education under the tamous preach-
ers cmployed by them, If they admit other
people to the church it I8 a8 an act of gra-
clous bospitality, not bacause the outslders
have saright to come in,

towing o disabled West Shoro ferrybont ran
into the masts of the sunken Atlas, snap-
ping thom oll like pipe stems, The neei-
dent happenod ot o thme of day and under
cireumstances that made it a wnrning and an
escape rather than n torrible ealamity.
