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PROPOSED ART OONFVENTION.

Mr, Tnmure's Plan to Bring Represeats
tiven of All Branchen of Ari Together,

The plan has been suggeated by Mr, Ar-
thur B, Turnure, editor of the Art Age. to in-
stitute a serios of annunl convantlons of repre.
gontatives of the art nssooistions of the United
Btatoas, It is proposed to inolude all the archi-
tovtural, educational, socinl, specific, general,
techulenl, and othor art organlzations. It s
nrged that the convontlon Is the disiinetive
Ameriean method of bringing membaerns of slm-
linr organizations together, All partios, traden,
professions, vooatlons, oxeopt those of nrt,
hiave thelr eonventions, Thoy moeet with rep-
resentntives from all parte of the ecountry.
They Interchange fdens, They lenrn what Is
wolni on in thelr respoctive departments. They
got mutunl benelit and onjoyment out of ft,
Thoy bave dinners and specchon and exour-
slons. They stimulate thousht and enterprise,
They moke new mnrkets. They go from elty
to city. nnd earry with them inereasing inter-
est nnd profit.

Many nttoampts have been made to arganize a
nationnl soolety of aris, butl, from one enusa or
anothor, all bave falled, The chisl onunse hos
beien the peronnial biekoerings and jenlousies of
artists. The painters, for [netnnee, are notord-
ously rafractory, Every one thinks bis pleturs
ought t0 be on the line, nad thus esch now as-
#oclation of artiste Is suro to gol many discon-
tented seceders from the old socloties. Mr.
Turnure ndmits that It would be as diffleult to
ot nll theso associatlons to unite In A na-
tionnl scelety as it would be to consolldate the
great citles into one vast munieipal corpora-
tion, Dut ns to tho convention Mr, Turnure
thinka there would not Lo the same objection.
He contomplatoes o gathering that shall include
all branches of art, pulntig seulpture, archi-
teeture, engraving, house decoration, cornmie
art, textile art, artistie furniture—In short,
m;i;n'!hlns that perinins to art.

anrge prizos eould bo securod by small nssess-
monls on the members of ench aocioty, Itls
rrupuhml to have art questions disoussed so as

The firat auestlion would be how to eall auch
n conveution,  Mr, Turoure's idea is to let it be
controlled ut Airst by representative mon Irom
varlous wulks, Ho would bring u‘ wealth
muot of taste who are patrons of urt.  He woul
fucludo the lending men &u the bust art soole-
ties of all thoe States, He would have repra-
sentitives of |h1-frcu: flrma who manufacture
artistic things, Ho would not forget the men
who know how to talk nbout arr,

Aunothor guoestion would be the sslectlon of a
plava tor the [frst meeting, He boldly ex-
prosses hls vroleronce for Chlengo, on the

round that there they waste no time and
wave the brains and the money to give the
convention ldon a fnlr sturt. He has come to
the conelusion that thery 8 some doubit as 1o
the existence in Now York of the nbility to
mnnage such an undertaking. DBut of course
both these points are open to discusalon,

The wiy to bring the convention about, Mr,
Turnure thinks, {4 to have the press talk 1t up,
to have the mattor ngitated In the meotings of
the various soeieties, to get the men of wealth
and the artists and the manufacturers inter-
ested indt, so a8 to start the ball, and when the
ball 15 once started he hins no doubt it will roll
on, The plaues, the quarrels, the jenlousies of
art{sts have boen tuken into account, Tt {8
proposed to organize the conventlon in see-
tions, and to give nu opportunity for the lovers
or enthusiusts or students In any department
of wrt to bave their wishes met in their
favorite seetion. In this respect the conven-
tion would be akin to the conventions of thy
Americin Assoclation for the Advancement of
Belenes, Few of the delegates take intorest in
all tho subjscts which aro treated at the seion-
tifle conventlon. Indooed. as the seetions meet
sometimes slmultancously, it would bo im-
‘}Iumslldo for one wewler to attend them all

tut yet all the varlous branclhies of sclencs
unite In the one anunal mestiug of the sootety,
and thelr transactions are published in one
volume, As the sciences ure correlntod it
natura!ly Iollows that they throw lght on one
another, So it is beileved that a joint meatin
of all departments of art will tend to the ad-
vancament of onch, and above all to n wider
popular knowledgs of what hus baen accom-
plighed In our country In tho many flelds of art.

Talking with varlous persons tumllinr with art
subjscty, A Sux reporter found that the idea of

going to Chiengo, to begin with, Is entirely out
of the question in the opinion of many New
Yorkers, Asalndy well known [n wrt _clrcles
snnl, * We woull not think of going to Chicago
for the reception of art Instruction. and I am
egure wo would not cire to go thers to Impnrt
it As o lending architeet said, ™ Where there
is o dollur expended for art thore we hava o
thousand expended Lers.” All lJJl\ srenl citles
would probably contend in turn for the benefit
of such & convention,  As to the abllity of New
Yorkers to conduet tha convention, Mr. Turn-
ure's misglyings are not shored by many of our
{'ubllc-nplntu cltizens, who belleve that evary-
hilng that ean be done nuywhere—and a llttle
more—can be done in New York.

BEN RICHARDSON ALLEGES USURFY.

Saelng to Prevent Foreel e of Mor Ko

Before Hooper C. Van Vorst began hear-
ings yesterday of the sultof Benjamin Rich-
ardaon, the Harlem buflder. against Lawyer
John Davidson of 287 Broadway. The vom-
plaint and afdsvits are a ponderous docu-
mant of 188 page.

soa foraclosed In 1884 Richardson allowed
udgment to go by dpfault.
