The Next Question.

If the Berlin agreement between Grerman‘y
pnd Great Britain to preserve the indepen-
dence of Samoa and the Tonga Islands Is
violated by the consent of both parties, the.
United States standing aslde and surrender--
iog its own Interests, what will come next ?

Germany would take Samoa. Perhaps
Great Britain would take the Tonga group,
If she did not take the Tongas, she would
certalnly recelve compensation for her com-
plalsance In some other shape.

Then, having divided between themselves
all the valuable lslands of tho Paciflo, with
the exception of the Hawallan archipelago,
these two great colonlzing and island-grab-
bing powers would go for that.

Moreover, they would have every encour-
sgement to begin operatlons aguinst the In-
dependence of the Hawallan kingdom. One
br the other of tham will, in all human prob-
ibllity, got the Sandwich Islands If the
Amerlean Adminlstration at the time fol-
lows the example of Mr, CLEVELAND'S Ad-
ministration in the casa of Samoa.

Perhaps we are ready to see Hawall under
the dominion of England or Germany.

oars had ceased running for the day, began
to pull up the rails.

A few of the companies are dolng nothing
but walt for the strike to end, There I8 no
slgn of coneosstons from the compunles that
are In the fight, and no slgns of the end ex-
oept the Incrensed service on the fighting
lnes. Many arrests were mnde yesterday.

The Only Way to Win Strikes.

The Idea that a car strike can be won by
upsetting the cars or slugging the drivers Is
preposterous, When theru is o car to be up-
sot, It shows that the company has been able
to find men to operate it In place of the
strikers. If that is so, tho strikera can assert
no right to interfers which will be recog-
aized by the publilo, And the public has got
to prevall, Violence has never prevalled yet.

Northern Pacifie firsta; and 20
geven per cent, Chleago, Mllwaukee and Bt
Paul firsts, McoKayekepta deposit account
with MorTtoN, RoseE & Co., iuto which the
«wallections of the coupons of thesabonds went,
yvyith other funds, and on which he drew
¢ hecks from Parls, [n 1888, two years before
b e died, McEAYE lodged with Mortox, Huse
& Co. a letter directlng them In the event of
his death to daliver to Magrie Lovise Mo-
K.\YE, & Frenchwoman and his fourth wife,
th p slxty bonds., He died, as we have sald,
in April, 1848, Three weeks thercalter the
wl dow appeared at Moxrox, Rose & Co.'s
an'd demanded the bonds. They were delly-
ercdd to her, and she took them to Parls
and deposited them with her own banker.
