Eaglish Innpector of Prisons,

Major Arthur Grifiths, one of hor Majesty's
Inspectors of Prisons In England, is now in
thia ity on a brief visit, partly for plonsure and
partly for business, So far s timo would pers
mit, he has boon looking at our prison system,
and he kindly consanted to state for Tus Sux
his first fmpressions. Mujor Griflths said:

“Oua of the ohjects of my visit was to inspoot
your prison Institutions. As I am so elosely
{dentiflea with prison admintsteation In my
own country, and, baving boon a rather volus
minous writer on prison subjocts, it was but
natural that Lshoutd soo all [ eould in that
ditection, 1 havo visitod most of the European
prisons, and my lifo for twonty yeurs hns boon
mors or loss Idontitled with prisen matiors.

“Ispent somo timo in 8ing Sing o fow doys
ago, and thoroughly investigntod tho stato of
affuirs thore, If you nsk me what 1 think of
tho presont aystom, or, more oxactly, absonco
of eystem, I must answor that I was perfectly
aghnst nt tho state of affalrs, which, ns 1 am
Informed. has arison out of tho Yates bill, It
was to mo ono of the most monstrous and,
I may say. painful sights, sponking purcly ns n
prison offieinl, to ses that enormous mass of
prison lubor standing absolutely iille,

"The very first principles of vrison monogos
menit centro in the adequate nnd continuous
employment of the eriminals whosa lHhorties
have heen forfeited through their offonoes
ngninst the Inws of the land. At Sing Sing I
#aw over 1.0 prisonors enting the broad of
fdlenoss, making no return to the hanest.
bard-working taxpayers whom they havoe al-
roady hoavily muleted by thelr dopredations,
and who will now have to put their hands doep
in tleir pockots to pay the chargesiof this vast
prison,

“1 am told thot the Yates blll was introduead
and passed in obedlence to the demands of
Inbor committeos, It is not easy, nor would it
be scomly for mo ns & siranger. 10 pUss Loy
opinion upon your politleal [ustitutions, I ean
only sponk of what 1 saw, 1 only saw the ldlo-
noss, Soerious consequencos of that [dionoss
will soon be shinrply folt in tho oxpensos, which
must bo entailed upon the public vurse. ot
what struck mo as espoelnlly painful was the
manifest injury that was being worked upon
thess prison iLmates themselves,

“From what I had read of the Amerlcan
prison system I had alwuys understood that it
wiis Lho proud boast of your prisen administrn-
tion, espoeially yours In New Yourk Btate, that
the labor available from the Inmutes of
your prisons wns directed Into #uch useful
chanpels that tho i{odividunl prisoner was
egormously benefited; thoat the mun himsolf
lenrned sowme hondleraft, from which, on Lis re-
lease, o might earn an honest livellhood ; that
