Poroeny, Indlan Territory, Fob, 13.—Just
porth of tho 1imita of this village the southerly
bank of the Canadian River, on which the
villago stands, rlses Into n blull that towers
800 foot above tlhio yallow sand of the river bed.
Red clay, red sandstone, and red loam, lsyer
on layer, nre plled up, with A erown of faint
groon-gray grass  ovar all-n  pleturesque
knob, the highest polnt for mlles around. It
15 not until tho traveller soes snch blulls ns
this thot he Is fully able to npprecinte the term
broken land which Western people use, It
looks as If it might have been a rldge from
whteh ono sido Ll been ¢ut away and the re-
mainder had then Leen bont around until it
ppllt opon into ehnsma and gnlchos, with pra-
clpitous Wood-rod sldes. The effoct on a
novieo is startling,

Oun the bnek of this bluff tha sod slopes
down eradunlly, Hers lesa trall that winds
around and down to thoe village. It has been
worn through tho grnss by the oft-repeatod
visits of eltizons and strangoers alike who coma
on foot, on ponles, and In vohleles of every
sort to enjcy tho pleture which nature has
gprend out belore this blull,

At tho footof tho ¢liff thore |8 anarrow mead-
ow land. Then comes the broad belt of yel-
low =and, with hore and there patches and
threads ol water, that furms the river bed,
with & fringo of soraggly treea to mark the
further bank. Deyond this [s another narrow
gragsy bottom land, and then beglne the gentlo
slopo that rises and swells In countless undu-
latlons and knolls, leaguo on league, to tho
raggoed line of the timber-covered rldge that
marks the horlzon, Everywhers trees and
slirubs dot the knolls and valleys, or stroteh
away llke hedgerows, or spread ount In elumps
and groves thst look In the hazy distance
almost like oloud shadows Iying on the yallow-
ish brown prairie grars.

Even the stolld Chicknsaw Indlan, who some-
times goes to this blufll on the Canadlan and
gazos on tho sceno sproad out before him, s
eompelled to exprees his admiration. Opening
bis lps, he says:

* Oklahoma "—banutiful land.

This towering bluff on the banks of the Cana-
dian I8 the Mount Nebo©f a mighty host of
homaeseokors' and Oklahoma—the Chlckasaw
term for a pleasing landscape—Is the pname of
thelr Canaan, which lles just beyond the sands
of thelr River Jordan,

For ten yoars tho people of the Unlted States
have been readlug that word Oklahoma In the
pewspapers, They bave read of men ralled
boomaors who trled to enter the land eanllad by
that pame. Tnoy have read thut these boom-
ers wora poople who wers wickedly contriving
by ateulth or force to o In conlrary to law
and rob the Indlan owner of the land of bis In-
heritance, They have read that the soldlers
of the nation had folled these lawloss nttempts,
whoreat tho peoplo Lave rojolead, nnd have
mnide of the word boomoer a term of opprobrium,

Within the past yoor they have wond thut a
bill bus been introduced in Congress muking
of a part of tho Indian Torritory & new Terrl-
tory, to bo enllod Oklalioma, und that this bill
has beon opposed In o most dotermined mannor.

To lonrn the facts and the rights in the Okla-
homn mattor and writo s truthiul history of the
early efforts to open what must, sconer or later,
beeomo u grent Btate in the Amerlean Union,
& BuN reporter wis sent to the Territory itsolf,
wherd tho lodians who clalmed It and the
boomors who wantoed It coulil ho soon, and all
tho contond bz parties could ba heard. A caro-
ful inquiry hins beon mads, Governmaent aa well
as local records consulted, and doubtfal state.
ments invostigated,

The story wlich has thus been obtained ls
not eheerful to contemplute, It I8 astory of
ounnlng decontlon and fraud, It Is o story of
rich mon who lvd poor men into distress to
furthor Inwless sehomes for gnln. It |5 & story
of patlont enduranco of great bardships Ina
cause Lhat, though concelved in frood, was
woll nigh just—perbnps was altogoethor juss,

It tolls turthor of the ouposltion which other
rich men mads to these schomos—moen who
posad as plillanthroplsts and the protectors of
® downtroddon ronco: mon who wore {n Gomo
way able to control adepartment of tho Ameri-
<an Governmont during three ndminlstrotions,
and thus keep the American army ot tholr beok
and call. Worsa yet, It tells of ono life lost
through unnecassary harsh usage, and of four
others that were lost through deliberats mur-
der. Incidentally reference {s made toanov-
elty among the sinful pleasures of life,

The Oklahoma |dea wne born in a rallrond
office, It was wot nursed by a broken-down
politiclan, It was fed by a wang of reckless
real estato spoeulntors. It was borne by a host
whoso ehinrooteriatics must exclte at oncd the
pity and ndmirstion of the render.

It was huntsd down by esttlemen, who had
grown rich by froud, and was tortured until it
woll nigh dipd of oxhmustion. That It has
survived and s now just blooming into matur-

As the render will remambar, the Indian Ter.
ritory was apart of the old Loulalann terri-
tory, that Ineluded 757,000,000 acres of land
purchased from Franes In 1803 undor the Ad-
minlstration of Mr. Jefferson. The publio land
steip known as No Man's Land was endad to
tho United States by Toxas whon she was ad-
mitted to the Unlon, and was therofore origin-
nlly o part of Mexlen, The story of the otrlous
blunders by whish No Man's Land was omittea
from all existing judicial distriets and Inft
nbrolutely without law nead not ho repeated,
espocinlly as no ons worth eonslderation
ohjants to the extonding of natlonnl authority
ovor thntdomnln inu way that will preserve
ordar and protect the actual ecttlers from
wonlthy land thinves,

But becanse n gront part of the land of the
now Toerritory I8 held by Indinns whoso title ls
bovond dispute, and Lechnse anothor part (s
held by the Indians, although elaimod by thon-
ganda of Amorieans ns publio land, with a olear
titlo veated In the Unitod Btates, an nbstraot of
titlo of thoss lands onght to be mads in order
that the rendor may judae of the easo,

The Innd about which thers 18 an Indian dis-

chnse thrown open for settlomont in pinin, he
sayn, for this renson: The Homestand and Pre-
omption lawa sxplicitly provide that no landas
ean be so ontored thint have been lawfully re-
porved, Theso landa having been lawlully ro.
porved, that resorvatlon could not bo sot aside
oxcopt by neloar and expliclt net of tho Inwful
authorlty showing n purposo to opon the landa
for settlomont, 1In the cass of Oklnhoma prop-
or no such act has ever baon made or passosl
Therelors, Oklabomna propor, accorling to the
Justice, Isa not and never hns bLeon open lnw-
fully to asttiement.

It ia Intercsting to note, howavor, that tho
troaty by which this hody of land was reaprvadl
wns made by tho Presldent of tha United
Btates, Judes Parker doelidod that the Proesie
dent was conpatent to resorve the lnnds,  The
President must, thoreloro, be competent to
open the Innds ror sottlement now that the fos
| of the Innids Is in the Unitod States, Therefare,
all that is necessary 1o open Oklalioma for sot-
tlemont is a proolamation by the President or-
doring it to hadone.

It is further of interest to note that immed]-
atoly aftor the purchaso of the land by the
Unitend Statea nnd the gift ot the alternate seo-
tions to thoe Atluntie and Pacille inow tho 'I'ris-
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putoe (s the tract ealled Oklahoma proper. to.
gother with tho Chierokeo outlet, the bounds of
which are shown In the mup. Bince Oklahoma
proper wns the part over which the dispute
Nrat wroso [ts story may Orst be told. Having
boon s purt of the Louisionn purchass thoe title
to the land wos unqguestlonably vestad after
tho purchinss in the United States, und so re-
malned until the United Stntes relinguishad
Its title. By tho aet of Congross of My 23,
1840, the United States beghn to relinguish
this title. That net authorfzed the Prosldent
to sot apart o eertaln tract of eountry which
was to be divided up for tho use of Indisns, aid
the tract so 8ot npart I8 now known ns thoe In-
disn Tarrvitory, This aet was supplomentad by

viclous burgning and trenties, seeording to |

United States Distriet Judge J. O, Parker, who
hins passed on tho title to thesa lands, o8 will
be told further on, by which the groater part of
this Indinn Territory was canveyed to flva na-
tlons—namely, ths  Cherokees, Choetaws,
Clifekasiws, Creaks, and Seminoles, By the
authority of the et numed the Prestdent gave
a cortndn walladeflned traet to ench tribe and
put thae tribs in possession of the tract arsigupd
to it Oklulioman proper was o part of the troet
neslgned to the Creeks fu a treaty which was
concluded with them on Feb, 14, 1833, The
land wns patonted to the Creek Natlon, and,
what s under the elreumstances of  still
mora importance, the treatly exuvressly pro-
vided that the lands thus putented should ba
forever free from Laving the laws of any State
or Torritory extended over tham,

Nobody doubts that the land at that time ba-
eamo tho proverty of the Craek tribe, and It so
remained without dispute until Aug. 7, 1856,
On thle day a treaty was concluded with the
Croska by which * they conveyed thess lands
(ineluding, of eourse, Oklahoma proper) to the
Beminoles, pmr‘itlud. however, that the same

Un March 21, 1866, the Sominoles mode n
troaty, in the third artiels of which is the fol-
lowlng Isnguagy:

In compliance with a demira of the Unitad Sintes (o
locate othor Indipns apd fresdmen thereon, the Semi.
neos cede aud couvey to the United States their entire
Aot

Thelr entire domain Included, of course, what
Is now culled Oklnhomn proper, besides a lot
more to the enst thersof A partof the lnnd
Irlng to the enst wos reconveyed buok to the
EBemipoles, and now forms the Beminolo res-
ervation. The rest was usod for resarvations
for the Pottawatomies nnd othor tribes,

The conveynnee to the Unlted Btates in this
ense wis mado fora considerntion, he Semi.
noles sold thelr entire domain, which conslsted
of 2,100,080 acres for $525.062, whioh was at the
rite of 15 conti an acra, 1ho reservation which
they bought back contrined 200,000 neres, and
they pald §100,000 for It. That L& thoy gou
$226,962 for thelr equity in Oklnhoma proper
nnd the Innd sinee sold to othor tribes, and the
only eloud acoordivg to the lottor of tho lnw
which any one suys rests on this eonveynnee of
title to the United Statos 18 contained in those
words of the treaty:

In compliance with o desire of the United Etates to lo-
eute othier ludiaus wud freedinen thoreon.

Of coursn, & quit elalm had to be obtalnnd
from tho Creoks, and this was done by the
treaty of June, 186G, Tho Creoks rocelved n
cnsh conmideration for tholr equity, but the
tronty bod exnctly tho same elause sbout the
desire of the United States to loeate other In-
dians and frendmen on the land,

Thero 1s an Interesting fact, however, back of
this treaty, The statement thot the treaty waa
made In compllance with the desire of the
United States to loeate other Indlans and freed-
men on the territory ceded was a delibarate le,
It was o dellberats attemopt to obtain proparty
by false pretence, Within four menths after
tho conclusion of the purchase by the United
Bintes—that 1s, on July 26 —a Lill was litorally
rallroaded through Congross by which the At-
lantie and Paclile Rallroad was granted a right
of way through the land so purchased, aod
overy odd-numbered section of land for forty
milos on each side of the radlrosd wos given to
tho ecmpany. Tho londs were bought that
they might bo thus given to the railrond, Thore
{5 no doubt that could all the facts portinont to
tho caso be brought out in 8 courvef justice the
title lu foo to Oklaboma vroper would revert to
the Crecks and Beminoles on the ground of
fraud and misrepresentation in the trausfer,
but no such case will ever be heard In court,
