Bavrivone, Feb 17.— A Washington spoelal
to the Baltimore Sun, based on ¢onyersations
hold with Mr. Bayard, gives an outline of the
polley which has controlled the actions of the
Diapartment of $tate during the past four years,

It hns been froquantly naserted that Mr, Bay-
ard has had no polloy. whereas ho has all along
had a very definite and & peenlinrly Amerioan
palley, He ballaves that the American people
have a highoer and n nobler destiny than that
of awaggering about Among the nations of the
earth * darlog " somebody, to use n homely
exprasslon, to " knock achip off” thelr shoul-
dor. He thinks [t I thelr mission to take the
lead mmong nations In substituting pacifie
mothods for fores Inssttling disputes,

Mr, Bayard's thoory of statesmanship {s that
nothing aliould be done to disturb or Imperil
our peaceful conditions, but that, on the con-
trary, the highest duty of the patriot is to con-
tribute, us far as he eun, to thelr perpetuation
and development. His dea Is that the mill-
tary spirit (s to be discouraged In a republie.
excapt in 8o far ax It is necassnry lor purposes
of defenece, becauso In its abnormal develop-
maont it Ik destroctive of |ibarty and neconsari-
Iy hoatlla to the genius of free institutions.

Commenting on the ¢lamor Inicertain quar-
ters over the Hamoan eplsode, he sald: * Whut
is It they want me to do? To provoke s war?
I do not belleve the people want to go to
war nbout Smmon. There I8 no oceasion for it,

they do want war they must get another
Begretary ol State,”

The undorlying spirit of Mr. Bayard's polier,
howaovor, bas been to humnnize intarnational
rolations, He regards the prinelple of arbitra-
tion as one which could he extended with vast
hor;a!!t to mankind, and he would ke espe.
¢inlly to see the nautrallzation of private prop-
erty applled on sea ns woll as on Innd

Anothar favorite theme with Mr. hnyarll I
thp neutrallzation of certain loenlities whieh
ar® useful to all l;m powors and Incapable of
defance, without disproportionnte cost, by any
one of them. He instances the noutralization
of the Buer ('anal by the common consent of
the European powers ns an examplo of the im-
portant benofits to be secured by the applica-
tion of this prineiple.

HSome simllar arrangemant would have to be
ontared Into to proteet the interests of this
country Il ashipcapal acrors tho Isthmus of
Panama ia buflt. 1t wonld not be suMelent
proteation for the United States to have control
of such n conal, e only pdeauate protection
is to bo secured by neutralization of the eanal
by consant of nll the powers,

r. Bayurd sought to anply this prineiple of
neutralization by luternational agreement to
the Samoean Lslands, . The proposition that tha
United States should gunarsnteo the neutrality
of thoso Islands seomed to him to be unwise,
for the reason that to Ruarantee the nautrality
of an independent soveralgnty, especially one
o8 weak ns Samon, would be to expose this
country to the constant risk of embrollment (n
the relations of Samon with other powers. Wo
would be responsible for whatever Bamon
night chose to do, without the power to regu-
ate her conduct. it would b cheaper tonnnex
the is!lands at oncs, for then, in nsspming tho
responsibility of defending them ngainst all
comers, wa wWouid sequire the right to provide
them with a safe nnd stable Government. To
do this it would ba necersary to bujid groat
fortifieations at Pago P'ago, to furnish them
with a powerful gurrison, to maintain n stronsge
fleet In the Soutn Pacifie, The cost woull be
enormons, aod. after all this expenditure,
American Intarests in Bamoa wonld not be as
rale ns nnder o guarantes by the powers Inter-
ested of the neutrality of the Islands,

Mr. Bayard looks upon the rojection of the
Cliinese, feheries, and axtradition treaties as
unfortunnte for the ecountry. Heo dnes notl re-

wrd the petion of the Sannte as 'jtl!lll' Involv-
ug any reflection upon the netunl merit of the
treaties themeodves, Hepator Sherman has ad-
mitted that the Chinese treaty was an accepta-
ble mensure,

INDIAN 1ROUBLEN

RAYAKRD'S FOREIGN FPOLICY,

IN DAKOTA.
Troopa Nent to the Turtle Mouninin Agency
0 Prevent a Threatened Quthreak, .

Wasamiaron, Feh., 17.—The War Depart-
mont has lostrueted the eommuandor of the
troops at Fort Patten, Dak., to send A com-
pany of tronns to the Turtle Mountaln Agency
to protect the vitizens thero from any possible
ow'break of tha hall bresds The SBherllt of
Inletto countly hus not as yet asked aid of the
Government, having morely roquesied the
loeal militla company, commanded by Capt,
McKov, to hack him up in his endeavors to
quell the disturbance which has risen there
Incldent to the sttempt te colloct tuses® from
the bintf breeds living outslde the reservation,

In his last annual report the Seerotary of the
Interlor drew the attention of Congress to the
novorsity of providing vore land for the In-
thinns grouped sround Turtle Mounialn, sod 11
this provision Is not made the Presldont will bo
ohliged tortnke summory messures to control
these Indians. and periinps return some of tho
bt breeds to the Canmdinn Government,
These halt breeds, who belong 1o the Fembioa
bund of Chippewas and hive nothing in eomn-
mun with Kettlo and Cuthend Sioux of the
Dovil’'s Lake reglon, to which ngeney they nre
uttached, are located upon and arvund a res-
ervatlon comprising aboutl two townships of
land, loented nearly 100 miles away from the
Dievil's Lake ngency. Tho ressrvation was set
spurt for tie pure blood Chilopewas, of which
there are about 230 at this akency. The halt
breeds of the Tembinn Chipnewas belong
lnrgoly in Caundn, but A few of them eame
m1r ere to ostape theo consequences of
olluwing Riel fn his rebellion, sana the num-

ers_hove been ndded 1o untll there are now
vonrly 4,000 of thess half breeds to be cared
for and fed by the Government. (f course
the resorvation, which was reduced in elze by
Executive order issued by Prestdent Arthur,
ix mltogethar too small for this onormous gath-
erlng, and they have sottled on the pubile
Iands adyneent to the jescrvation, Rolletie
county Insists that, having taken thess Innds
up, the Indians should pay thely tnxes. The
ndiuns, who have aid cluimm to o large
amount of lapd north of Devil's Lake, for
which they claim they never have beea paid,
are determined to pay no taxes, They are
ﬁruwmn mota nnd more aggressive in thelr

emands for relmbursemant for the ninaty
millions of acres of land which they olnim in
north Nakota and Miopesois. and untll some
settlemont Is made with them they are likely
10 be haord to handle,

Tho Indinn Approprintion bjll, as reported,
makes no provislon for enlarging the reserve,
the only provislon muede h(-inf an approprin-
tinn of $6,000 10 purchass sepad for them, Com-
missiopar Oberly has telsgraphed to Agent
Uramsle st Devil's Lake for Information, but
o6 Turtle Mountain is over ninety milos dis-
tant, It (s hurdlr llkally thathe knows anything
of the state of affairs. Thero In a farmor In
eharge of Turtle Mountain, aod he has found
it very difficuit to control the Indisns.
