They seem to
hang feebly toa comer orto be hulit at hap-
bazard n the middle of a block. Even real
estale men and otbers familinr with the mreat
strides mado in bui'dipe in the Inst foew yonrs
will probably bo surprised at this exbibit of the
pumber of houses built inthis time. Defore 1ssd
thers were Lardly any substantinl houses at
all between Eighih avenus wnd the North
Rivor. and between Seventy-lfourth snd Ninsty-
sixth streets. Thers was a littie cluster of
brown-stone {ronts In Nivety-third street. bo-
tween Eighth und Niuth nvenuws. Thess, the
most ambitious houses in the neighborhood.
wers erected by Iloss Tweed in the vain at-

tempt to start bulldlne In that portivn
of the clty. To-day they sro about the
worse-looking bullding up thers. Delween

Baventy-fourth and Iilty-slsth streols thers
wers faw housas on the side strevts, There
wers oo houses on Fleventh avepue, but two
or threo houses on Eigbth and Niuth avennues,
and but few mores on Teuth wvenna. While
the bullding now is nround Ninth avenua as a
esntre, be ore 1551 Tenth avenun seeined like-
Iy to hiecomo the great popular thorcugbfiare,
The two trisngulur pleces of land Letween
Beventieth nnd Slxty-sixth streetsand between
Beventy-thiird and Seventy-Niith streets formed
by the two intersections of Tenth avenue dud
the Boulsavard. were guite ¢overad with houses,
Houses were ut Lhe strest ecruers for s good
distance up the troad svenua. But there was
nothing like solld blocks of Aats and apart-
ments nnd tenemonts and private residences,
The tiuilding was all dasuitory and scatlered,
The great Dakota fiats erectad yeurs before on
Eighth avecuo, batween seventy-socind and
Bavanty-third strests, Joomed up maguillvently,
as [t does still, but it did pot drow near Il any
structures of allke nature, or appareutly stim-
ulate building of apy kind fn the least, It wus
the plonear building in the region. but its good
work was years in bearing fruit,

Tha eausa which diverted bhuilding from
Touth to Nigdi nvenuns was also the cause of
tha surprising uctivity in bullding on the west
elile generally— the btullding of the Nimib
Avenue slevated rond. With the complotion of
the rond throngh Nipth avenue peojile began Lo
travel over It often for wmusement, from the
Batlery to 156th street. Mauy peopls went
ovar the road who hind never besn north of Cen-
tral Park before, They wera crowded, many of
them, in closs, dingy houses oo the enst slde,
The universal cry went ug“;
