He did mot recognize the olaim that
any person could have an heroditary
right to publle oMoe, He did not conslder
that the Prosident of the United Hiates
was greater or mors Important than the
party which eleotad him to that post. He
bowed with deforence to the powars of
Oongrena and sant It no vetoes, He waa not
inclinad to put political opponsnta In offies,
or Lo keep In ofMies men without a party.
Nalther did he appolnt hls own porsonal
friends or relativea, *I1 nover appolnted a
relation to office," he sald, " and that merely
becnuss 1 nover eaw a case in which some
one did not offer better qualified.”

1t was said truly of THOMAS JEFFERSON
that the people never lost faith in him, be-
causa ho never loat falth in them, The
principles of Democracy which hs snuncl-
ated, and to which he conformad In his of-
flelal ife as Congressman, Governor, and
Presldent, continuoe to be cherished by all
trun Demoorats, though more than a century
has passad since their declaration :

“Equal and exact justice to all mon, of
whataver stats or persuaslon, roligious or
political; peace, commeérce, and honest
frisndship with all natlons, entangling alll-
ances with none; the support of the Btals
Governmenta In all thelr rights, as the moat
competent adminlstrations for our domestlio
conoorns and the surest bulwarks agalnst
anti-republioan tendencles; the preservation
ol the general Government in ita whole con-
stitutional vigor, as the sheet anchor of our
peacs at home and safety abroad; freedom
ol religlon; freedom of the press; freadom
of person under the protection of habeas cor-
pus: and trial by juries impartially selected.”

Bapodilla Scruggs Returns to the Troples.

How tho old heroes and orators and poeta
and miscellaneous celebrities of the Repub-
lican party are blossoming forth agaln under
the warm sun of Hangison! Even Bcruaas
—the Interesting but almoat forgotten Baro-
PILLA—tumns up once more with a ticket to
Caracas in his inside pocket, and a duly
glgned and certified commisslon to write lit-
erature for the next four years for the ar-
chives of the State Dopartment.

This American diplomatist enjoyed in his
time a wall-desarved roputation as tha forg-
most prose poet In the service, His de-
spatches were wonders of word paloting.
His officlal rhetorlo was as rosy golden as
tho sunset light that lingers on the gnow-
clad peaks of his beloved Cordillerns. No
other Minister that ever represcnted the
United Btates abroad, with perhaps the sin-
gle exoception of the Hon. J. MEREDITH
REaDp, could approach the Hon, BAPODILLA
Borucas In the mastery of a magleal style.

tions of soclal life under the gorgoous but
Intonsely artificlal conditions of court etl-
quette. BArPoDILLA BeRruaas wrote of na-
ture In her moat majestio moods, and his
descriptions of mountaln scenery remaln
unequalled and unrivalled in diplomatio lit-
erature. He 18 golng back to the tropies,
and the marvellous pen wlill enon be at work
agaln. It would be rank injustice to allow
him to depart without some reference to his
proevious mchievements for the benefitof a
new generation of Amerlean cltizens,

Those who will take the trouble to procure
from Washington the several numbers that
constitute volumes IX.and X.of the Btate
Department's Congular Reports will find
thereln Scrvaas in all his glory. He had re-
turned to Colombla after an interim of some
yeoars spent in the less congenial clime of
Chin-Kiang, China. He satarted from Honda,
on the Magdalena River, to croes the moun-
tainsto Bogota. HeInformed Mr. FRELING-
AUYSEN that he *'arose at 6 o'clock, took a
light breakfast of chocolate and bread, and
was on his way by 7. We can quote only
a few passages of his account of the journey:

**An the travellar ascends the spur of the sastern Cor-
Allleras there s revealed to him s most snchanting visw
of he rurrennding ceuntry. The stmospliers s singu-
larly olear, purs. and exhilarating, and he breathes
more deeply and eusily. The senses arm no longer op-
pressad by the anltry heats and inloxicating perfumés
of the vallar; the llmbs recover thelr wonted elasticity
and the mind senme moreclear and astive.”

In this state of mental clairvoyance and
leg elasticity, BavoprLnAa BCBUGGS Bur-
veyed " the dish-shaped valley of Guaduns,
fringed with luxurlant follage and virgin
forests, where reposes the parochial village,
with its ohuroh stesples reaching upward,
as {f in feeble imilation of the adfacend
mouniain peaks.” He went on, up and up,
and then down and down:

“Atons time the travellar ls sstending s diey steap
by asortof rusito stalrway hawn nto the roek-ribbed
momntalo, when the alr reminds bim of & ebilly Novam-
Termorniog; & few hours later he Is descanding to the
rogion of the planteln apd the banana where the
summey nevey anda and the rank orops of fruits and
fowers chade each olberin as uabroken cirels from
Janoary to Decomber.

To the ears of BaroDILLA BOnrUGas the
dialeot of the Bogotans wns “a& near ap-
proach to the rich and sonorous Castilian,
onoe so liquld and harmontous in poetry and
song, and so majestic and persusalve In tho
forom." He poted likewlse that they " ralsed
very good cabbages.” But the heart of
BAroDILLA was In the mountalns, and from
time to timo he left his officlal post to pro-
oure new material for letters to the Secretary
of Btate, We have room for only one more
epecimen of Mr, Borvaaa's descriptions:

BAPODILLABoRUGGE'S offlclal reports of trop-

hastened to send him a slver lnkstand?
This tribute of royalty to descriptive genius
would mnever have been known had
not Mr. Boeucas consclentioualy applied

Boulanger and His Enemles.

M, OoNsTaNs, Minister of the Intertor in
the TiarD Cabinet, turns out to be what
his performances in Tonquin foreshadowed,
and what the advanced Radicals have longed
for, to wit, a Jacobin of the DaANTON and
RoBesPIERRE type. Llke the organirers of
the Committos of Bafoty, he cares nothing
for universal suffrage when it happesns to

ronounos against his faction. He belloves

at the end justifies the means, and does
not seruplo to Invoke the mothods of des-
potism sgaingt a political opponent backed
by the preponderant sympathles of tho
provinces and even by n mujority of the
Parls voters. Like his prototypes of
1793, moreover, ho mannges to en-
force his will™upon hesitating and luke-
warm collragues. Although not ostensibly
the head of the present Government, he ls
the soul of it, and he has compellod M, DE
EreYoINET to assent to high-handed meas-
ures, which M., Frnoguer vainly sdvocated
In the last Cablnet, He has broken up the
Patrlotic Loague, which had terrorized many
Ministers; he bhas prosecuted BovrnANoER's
lsutenants In police courts, and now he ls
going to strike at tbe chiaf object of his de-
testation by arralgning BournAxaes himself
on & charge of treason before the Senate
gltting as a high court of justice. Nor does
sny one who knows the present Minlster of
the Interior doubt that, should the Benate
conviot BoULANGER of orime against the
State, M. CoxsTANs would personally favor
a summary infllction of the death penalty.

But 1859 has but little in common with
1798, and men of the DANTON order ars out
of date. Thoroughly exploded is the notion
that o republic, any more than a monarchy,
has a divine right to exist. On the contrary,
except nmong a few radical bigots, the
principle ls unlversally accepted that If a
majority of qualified electors should vote
to-morrow to abolish republican Institutions,
the verdict would have tobe oarried out by
a prompt and trenchant transformation of
ths French Constitutlon. This principle
logleally Involves the right to advocate &
reactionary change of the kind named, al-
though it is a technlcal offence, under theo
French organio law, to assall the republican
form of government. Are there proofs
satlsfactory to Impartial judges that Bou-
LANGER has committed such & technlcal
offence? There seems to ba grave doubt on
this polnt, The prosacution of the General's
llsutenants, the managers of the dissolved
Patriotio League, has brought home to them
no transactions of a treasonable character.
It has mersly shown them to be guilty of
transgressing thelaw against eecret socletles,
a law which has longslept upon the statute
book, and at whose violatlon Hepublican
Cabinets hnye repeatedly connived. 1s thers
evidence of & graver characler against Boo-
LANGER himself? Apparently not, for M.
Bovosez, the Chiel Publie Prosecutor, re-
fused on Baturdey to slgn the demand for
the arralgnment of the General upon the
charge of treason. Itis hard to belisve that
a funotionary, corresponding in some par-
ticulars to the Atiormey-General of the
Unitad States, would refusa to obey his offi-
clal superiors If ho believed the case against
BounaNoer to be reasonably strong.

There Is certalnly nothing In BOULANGER'S
raported uttarances, or In his acts as thus
far known, to justify the cliarge of treason.
You cannot arrest, much lees condemn, aman
because of surmises, inferenoes, forabodings.
Jo all his demands for o sweeping revision
of the French Constitution, BOULANGER
has been eareful to conflne his strictures to
the present parllamentary régime. Heé has
never denounced the prinalple of republican
institutions. All he professes to desirs i to
make the Ministars of the President inde-
pendent of fluotusting majorities in the
Chamber of Doputles: thatis tosay, hewants
to remodel the French Government so as to
make It to conform tothe American pattern.
In the United Btates wo have a Pr%?;
tial us distingulshed from a parlamen
régime, and it would be ridioulous for
Frenoh Radloals on that sccount to deny
our posseseion of republican Institutions.
Our House of Hepresentatives has no control
over Mr. HAnruison's Cablnet; and what
BOULANGER ostenslbly advocates Ls the ce-
tabllshment of an analogous state of things
in France. There |s nothing treasonablo
about such a proposltion. If there were, M,
Froguershould have been proceeded agalnst
for treason, for in his revision programme
be went very far in the same direction,

On the whole, 1L slrikes us that the French
Rudleals are making o serlous mlstake in
veviving the vindictive methods of the Goms
mittes of Safety. If they can beat Bou-
LAKGES at the ballot box, well and good, It
not, they have no moral right to treat him
a6 0 publio enemy, And, before they play
with edged tools, they should recall the fate
which overtook ihe ruthlsss Jacobins, who
held that terror was a rightful substitute for
universal suffrage.

The Grand Trunk Rallway snd the
Inter-State Commerce Law.

The returns of the Ceptral Trafllc Assocla-
tion for the third week of March show that
the Grand Trunk Hallway carried 888 per
cent. of the whole east-bound graln and pro-
viglon business from Chicago, while the
Michigan OCentral carried 159 per cenl., Lake
Bhore 96 per cent., Fort Wayne 114, Pan
Handle 109, Nickel Plate 116, and the
Baltimore and Ohfo 7 per cent. These fig-
ures tall tbe story more lorcibly and planly
than aoy formal argument. In view of the
faot that the Grand Trunk is a roundabout
ling, and by no means a favorite with ship-
pars on even ferms, the Inevitable conclu-
slon ls that it s ln some way manipulatiug

the'rates. The Inter-State Commerce Com-
misslon evidently regard this concluaion as
corroct, for it hos summonod the represantas
tives of the Grand Trunk line to Washing-
ton, a8 we understand, for an examination
as to this Important matter,

It la the conourrent tsatimony of our rall-
road managers that the Inter-Htate Com-
meros law, as ameéndod by the last Oongress,
is working satisfactorily with the Amerlcan
lines, and that all olasses of Amerfoan rall-
rond offlclals are awars of tho fact that tho
penitentiary now atares puoh of them in the
!l:oe as may be found gullty of violating the

W,

It Is apparent, however, that It cannot be
onforoed agninst Oanadian rallrond offiolals
who do not come under ita Jurisdiotion.
Moreover, it Is cartaln that they are securing
the largs percentage of buslness mentionod
above, and that they could not do this ex-
copt by methods which would bo illegal If
resorted to by the Amearican rallroads,

Weo have suggested time and agaln that
the only way to putan end to the violation
of our laws and the spoliation of our own
rallroads by thelr alien rivals s to shut the
luter out of our intar-8tate transit trade en-

and we have pointed out that this
Bo dons by act of Oongress, which
uhauld specifically reserve all such buslnesa
to rallroads lying wholly within our borders,
just as our copeting trade I8 reserved to
ships bearing American reglaters; or which
should require all goods and merchandlse
taken out of the United Btates and carrled
through Canads to pay duty when thoy re-
enter the country,

If any better or more effective plan can be
devised for reaching the same result, we
shall bo glad to give It our support; but
meoanwhils, unless the American rallroads
have a legal remedy, by Injunotion or other-
wise, which will prevent the violation of law
and the diverslon of bustness justiy belong-
ing to them, the method of exclusion must
be ndopted or the country will bs cursed at
an early day by anothor rate war of first-
class dimenslons. Having bound the hands
of our own radlroads by *‘ the long and short
haul” clause, and especially by the new
penal amendments to the Inter-Stats Com-
merco law, while thelr Canadian rivals ars
nocessarlly laft fres to charge what they
please upon all businesa beyond our borders,
and to act asthey please go long as thoy
remaln o Capads, common falrness ro-
quires our Government to find effective
means of protecting our own Interests apd
upholding the rights of our own citizons as
againat those of thelr Canadian rivals,

Thers I8 peither threat nor thought of re-
tallation In this, but plain common sense
and common justice. There is a chance for
the Adminlstration, when it can obtain sufi-
clent respite from dealing out offices, to give
the matter tho attention it deserves.

There are interesting features of tho news
from London about the banguet to be given In
honor of Mr. Parxeur., Take, for examplo, the
fuct that Its managers cannot And a hall in
London blg onough to accommodats the hosts
that are deslrous of being present at it.

papers, As Mr, Laxo's maln source of inoome
comos from his making editorials for the Lon-
don News, tho subtlety and the sssential humor
of his pretsnded criticlsm upon newspapers
and thelr readers should be evident to the
blearest ayes.
