Our Relations Witth Spanish America.

Two reoent incident 5 deserve more general
attention than they have yeot recolved. A
mesting of merchants and manufacturers
waa lately held in thils oity for the purposs
of arousing public o terest In tho develop-
ment of trade betweer this country and the
Bpanish-American repmblios. The particl-
pants In this meoting resolved to organize
themselves into a species of assoolation,
whose alm should be to devise and press
such measures as may tend t{o give the
United States a falr ehare of the valuable
and rapidly incressing commerce now for
the moat part monopoli gad by Great Britain,

Tho svecles of intersational congress, to
which Presidant HARERsON has appointad
Oommissioners and has invited other Amer-
{can comonmwealths, hps the same end In
visw. A conference of this kind was first
projected elght years nago, during Mr,
Brame's former ocoupancy of the
SBtate Department. Ai that time the
war In which Peru and Bolivia bad been
the sggressors, but of which Chill bas
unexpectedly reaped the frults of victory,
was still pending, and there seemed to be
some ground for apprehenxting that the con-
ference might try to Inter pose between Chill
and her opponents, wnd ¢leprive the former
Btate of an indemnity proportionate to her
risks and sacrifices. The, altuntlon is now
completely changed. Theire 18 no longer any
war in South or Central America, and there
{s, therefore, no danger that an interna-
tional conference will engage In any busi-
neas outaide of that for which it Is ostenai-
bly oonvoked. We may go further and
acknowledge that, could tihe relentless re-
golve of Chili to block the political and com-
mercial regeneration of thq Peruvian people
have been foreseen In 1881, the supposed in-
olination of our Governmnt to secure by
the exercisa of a gonerous diplomacy equl-
table terms of peace botween the two Bouth
Amerioan belligerents, would have encoun-
tered very little oppesition in this country.

But, a8 we have gald, the opportu-
nity of intercedlng on beball of Peru
seems to bave gone by, and the ques-
tion that now oconcerns v I8, in what
epirit 18 our attempt to contract closer
commerolal relations likely to be recelved by
the Bpanish-American States ¥ There Is un-
doubtedly some difference of feeling among
them on the subject, although the majority
{n pumber and importance ire, we balisve,
ready to weloome our advancea. From Chill,
indead, we need not expect a cordial atti-
tude, and it is questionable whether the San-
tiago Government will take any partin the
forthcoming confersnce. The landowning
aligarchy, which controls Chili, has no real
sympathy with our demeocratic Institutions,
and it has formed a more intimate and in-
diasoluble connection with Fingland than
any other South Amerioan community. Tha
position which Ecuador may take ls dis-
putahls, and we may add that the tradeof
that republio i of no great moment. The
United BStates of Colombia are st bot-
tom probably less friendly to us than
they are to Fraunce. The Bogota poll-
ticlans ses that our remonstranoes have de-
texrred the French Government from com-
pleting the Panama Canal, and they natu-
rally look with some resentmemt on our en-
couragement of the Nicaraguia waterway.
What line may be taken by Uruguay ls also
doubtful, for, although the predilections of
the Liberal party, which has lor some time
bean dominant at Montevideo, would be nat-
urally in favor of the United Btates, the
financial obligations of the cowantry to Eng-
lish capitalists are welghty.

On the other hand, the good will of Peru
and Bollvia may be relled upon, as they do
not blame Mr, BLAINE for the failure of our
Government in 1881 to perform the kind of-
floes on which they had too confldently
counted. The same thing rnay be sald
of ,Venezuela, which, slnce the, controversy
over its eastsrn boundary L ‘has reached
an acute stage, has become exceedingly
hostile to England and angious to ac-
quire the friendship of the Unlited States,
The Central American republics may also be
dopended on to do everything to further the
alms of the International conference. Above
all, we are certain of the hearty codperation
of the Argentine Confederatiop, the most
populous, Sourishing, highly elvilized, and
progressive of the Spanish-speaking Btates
of Bouth Amerlca,

It will be for ths conference to say what
practicable measures for the mssurance of
mutunally profitabls commerclal relatlons
ghould be recommended to the (Governments
represented. But the hope of the projectors
of the conference Is known to be the forma-
tion of an American Customs Union, anal-
ogous to the Zollverein, which paved the
way for the political fusion of North Ger-
many. There {8 no doubt that by a recl-
procity treaty between the United Btutes
and the Buenos Ayres Govermment, for ln-
stance, both parties would proflt, for our
manufactures would find s large, expanding
market In the Argentine Oonfederation,
whose raw products, on the other hand, would
flow to New York lnstead of to London.

A Trial of Smokeless Fowder.

The London 7¥mes of week bafore last con-
tained an account, we belleve, of the first
public experiment with the subsatance which
of all Inventlons devised during the last
twenty years of peace promises to effect
the most radical change in futurs wars—a
smokeleas powder, The former obscuration
of portions of the fleld of battle by a pow-
der cloud, a feature that threatened to be
enormously extended through use of the
new repeating rifles, will never sgaln be
a fsoctor In strategy or m hindrance to
the rapld progress of an engagement. Here
18 the result of & recent trinl held at Dart-
ford bafore a company of the highest British
military authorities, between the ordinary
black powder and the new compound koown
as the Maxmu powder. "The trial was with

quick-firlng guns of 45 calibre:

“The amounteof bisck powder was 85 gre 10 & car-
tridge, and that of the mpokeless powdar b5 gra ; yet
with the latter m slighitly inoreased muzzle velocily s
obtalned. The gress polst Lowever, ls the comparative
amount of amoke, Pifty reunds were Ored with each
Aemeripiion of powder. Afer soms LLEFLY rounds of tbe
black pewder had twen frsd ths Orer could not ses ibhe
wargebfrom the dense aloud of smwoke, whils with the
pmokeless powder the targes was clearly discernitle to
the end of the serlesof Oty roonds, and would evidantly
have eomtinued s0 after several handred reunds had
been rapidiy discharged. There was with the smokeless
powder marely & faint mist; snd bhe Wrial yeslerday
was under clreumstances favorabls to the black pow.

This 1a the sort of material with which all
tha armles of Europe are now equipped, The
employment of & smokeless powder through
the barrels of rapld-firlng guns, both in
the hands of infantry and artillery, will
cause the battles of the future, when once
falrly joined, to rage with a fury hith-
erto unknown, and thus the probabllity
of Lord Worsuzrey's prediction Ia greatly
helghtened, that by tho new tactles the
historlo movements * shoulder to shoul-
der” must be superseded by methods
somewhat resembling thoss of savages,
whoereby cach eoldior MHghts at greater
Intervals from his comrades, and with
greatar Individual responsibility. Ewery-
thing tenda to make the next serious con-
tost asnovel In (e style as It must be ter-
rible in its result.

The Vacancy In the Supreme Court.

The most important vacancy In office
which the President has now to fill is that
caused by the recent death of Mr. Justice
BraxLuy Marruews of the Bupreme Court
of the Unitod Statoes,

In the Federal judiclal system thers are
nins olreults, and the Justices of the Bu-
preme Court of the United States aro as-
slgned to thesa eiroulis, each Judge belog
required to hold a Circult Court In his eiroult
at loast once every two years. In each olr-
cult there s alsoa Clreult Judge, who ordl-
parlly holds the Circult Court there; and
under Mr. CLEVELAND'S Administration an
act was passed providing for ths appoint-
ment of an additional Clroult Judge in the
Becond Circult, comprising New York, Con-
necticut, and Vermont, so that there are
now ten Clreuit Judges in all. Mr. E. H. La-
coMpe, formerly Counsel to the Corporation
in this elty, was appointed to the new post.

Mr. Justice MATTHEWS was assigned to
the Bixth Circult, which comprises Ohlo,
Michigan, Kentucky, snd Tennessee. The
Clreult Judge of the Sixth Circult is HOWELL
E. Jacxsox of Nashville, formerly a Benator
of the United States from Tenncssee. If he
was a Republican it would be natural to ex-
peot his promotion to the bench of the Fed-
aral Bupreme Court; but of course no Dem-
ocrat will bo appolnted. Of the United
States District Judges In the 8ixth Clroult,
the only Republican who isat all well known
outslde of his district s Judge HENRY B,
Browx of Detrolt, but we have not noticed
bis name among those mentioned as likely
to be selected by the Presldent.

We do not think that geographical con-
glderations ought to control In this matter.
A person who is nominated for the office of
Assoclate Justiee of the Bupreme Court of
the Unlted Btates ought to be, in the first
place, an excellent lawyer, and In the sscond
place it Is desirable that he should be
widely known as such; that Is to say, other
things being equal, & lawyar whose reputa-
tion is national rather than local should be
chosen. Unloss, therefors, the Sixth Clrouit
has a first-rato man for the post beyond all
doubt, the President should go outslds that
circult, and if he does so he cannot find a
better man anywhere in the country than
WALTER Q. GRESEAM, now Clreuit Judge of
the Beventh Clreult, which includes the
President’s own State, as well as 1llinois and
Wisconsin.

Gen. GREsHaAM was District Judge of the
Unlted States in Indiana for nearly elghteen
years, until ha became Postmaster-General
under President ARTHUR, which office he re-
linquished for his present post. He is a man
of national raputation, both judiclal and
political, and his appointment would
strengthen the Supreme Court and com-
mand universal approval. We cannot think
of any other man In whom so many qualll-
eations for the place are united.

We don't think our esteemed contempo-
rary, the Indianapolis Journal, is entirely sound
in the lollowing observations which we copy
from its loading columns:

Bolleitor
of the Treaaury at Washington, and lastly as
Assistant Trensurer of the United Btates in
this city. He was an able lawyer, m sagaclous
and puccessful man of affairs, and n fridnd
whose scholarly tastea made hima delightful
companion to those who knew him well.
