Has Boulanger Blundered?

1t soems that some of BOULANOEW'E parti-
rana resent his removal to Drussels. They
think he should have reamalned and faced a
prosecution lke his leutsnants, LAGTUERRE
Naguer, DEROULEDE, and others,

At first sight thils eriticlsm looks rensona-
bie enough, but it will not bear examinntion,
Thero 15 no ground for supposing that
BovuaNoiR would shrink from meoting the
same kind of prosecution to which his prin-
clpal supporters have been subjected. They
have Leen mralgned and tried before the
ordinary tribunals,  Oune ol the charges
against them, that of violating the law by
forming 1 eecrel society, can undoubtedly
Le sustained, DBut the offonos deasrves only
# nominal  penslty, becauss the law In
question hns ot been enforeed for years,
and the so-called Patrlotls Lesgue has
bsen  potoriously  countenanced by suc-

cosdive  Minlstries.  As to the other
aveusation, that, namely, of organizing
# plot o overthrow  the  established

government, no proof of it has thus far besn
produced which would command serious at-
tention in a court of justice, The only thing
that could be copstrusl ns Indieative of
tren=onalle alims was the draft of a pro-
posal 1o “mobilize " the Pans sectlons of the
Patriotic League. The wod *mobilize™
puggests an armed demonstrotion, but the
text of the dovument, which has been pub-
lished, shows that peaceful meetings and
processions wera proposed, such us were
decmed Ly the Radicals entirely legitimate
when they wern levelled at Marshal Mac-
Manox and M. GrEvy., Besides, there s
no evidenes that the mobilizing proposition
was ever accepted or even formally submlt-
tod Lo a section of the League.

Now, noboily has yet alleged that any
slronger cise can be mnde out against Bov-
LANGER than agalnst his Heutenants. In-
deod, the refusul of M, Bouvcuez, the Pro-
careur-tivinéral, to =lgn the order of arrest,
Indieates thut the evidence agalnst him was
even less cogent, It wis apparently the
consclonsness of the weakness of thelr cuse
ninst the General that led the Tinranp
Ministry Lo refuse to try him lo an ordinary
conrt, lke bis fellow Deputy, LAGUERRE,
anid teartudgn bim instead befors n political
lanty. 1t Is one of the most viclous leatures
of tho French Constitution that not only s
Lie Senute empowered, llke our own upper
House, to try those Federal ofllceholders
who are impeached by the popular branch of
the legislature, bul any private cltizen may
Lot armaigned before the same extraordinary
tribunel,  Moreover, Instead of belng ul-
lownd merely Lo limposs the penalty of dis-
qualification for offier, the French Seuats
can sentonce to deportation. This s mani-
festly a power which never should be vested
in o political assembily.

Lavvenrre, Naguer, and the other mem-
L= of the Patriotic Loagun who have just
Feent tried Inow pollee court, are the very men
who urged Bovvasaiw to leave France
rooner than subimit to trial before a political
peseiwbly, in which his encmlos would com-
mand o majority,  To have stayed In Purls
in order to bee prosecuted Lefore the Senote
would, from their polut of view, have been
not an act of bravery, bhut anact of folly.
To  us 14 seems that the cowardlee
tiiis fur exhibited 1o this affulr has been dis-
playod by the Radicals, who did not dare to
urindgn BovnaNGER with hls colleagues in
an ordinery court.

It s really curious to nots how bard it is
for BOULANGER to please some people. Hud
he killed M. FroQuUer in thelr duel he would
have bpon proclalmed a murderer by the
political friends of his antagonist. As It
liappensd, e was severcly wounded, o fact
which lis opponents Inslst upon consldering
discreditable, Just so atthe present junec-
tnre, had BovLANGER remalned in Parls and
beon sentenced to deportation by the Scnate,
the ladicals would huve boasted that they
Lud extlnguished him, As it ls, they profess
to bolleve he has extingulshed himself. But
it Is nothing new for his opponents to de-
soribea BovnaxoEr as crushed. What wor-
ries them is that he will not stay crushed.

Our Ministor to England.

The Britlsh Government has selected Sir
Jurian Pauscerorz as Minister to the
I'nited States. In due time he will arrive at
Washlipgton, present his eredentinls to Pres-
ident Hanrisown, and settls down to per-
form the nominal duties of his offioe,

The chabge from Lord SACEVILLE to Sir
JULIAN has no ather luterest for us than the
pubstitution of a new Minlster for a Minlster
who misused his place by meddling In our
politics, At the time of his appolntment Sir
Juniax was entirely unknown In this coun-
try, and even now he is litUs more than a
mers nams to us.

But the people ars not concerning them-
sielvea aboul his personality, Whether he or
nnother Englishinan s sent to Washlugton
is of no cousequence to us, for we
have pothing to do with diplomaecy
o5 It 18 known and practised in Fu-
ropa. Thera I8 no British Miulster here
now and we huve no Amerlcan Minister in
Londen; and yet nelther country suffers,
‘I'ie places might never be filled, and it
would be all the same us to Lhe conduot of
business betwesn the two Governments,
‘There is pothing which a clerk may not
prrform that Is left to the discretion of &
Ministar. Every negotintion of lmportancs
fn conducted directly Letween Washington
sl London, and the Ministers are ths mers
vrrnnd boys for their respective Becrotaries.

F course, therefore, tho English care no
lore about whom we send to Bt, James's
thian we care #s to whom Lord SBALISHURY
sonds ere. Whoever Lhe man is, they will
trent him elvilly and with the distinotion
dum Lo hils representative capacity,  Just at
presant they are disposed Lo be very polite
toward this country, disliko us as they may
sl e botlom of thelr bearts, snd anybody

gerit by us as Minister would ba raceived
with much courtesy. Hé would be Invitad out
to dinner and & high seat at all publle foasts
would be given to him, glmply as the Amerl-
can Mintstar. 1f he was w snob and a fool he
would Jook upon suoh clvilities as a tributs
to hils personil (mportarice, social nnd intel-
leotund, Otliarwise he would know that thsy
would be shown to any other man In his
placs,  But whother ho gets more or less of
them than any previous Minister 8 a mnottar
of no consequenos, sxespt to hlm individ-
ually, Tha relations beatsweasan the two coun-
trise nnd Lnele sentimonts toward eaeh pther
could not be (o the lsast affactad.  Probably
he would kesp his head bettor and Lo s bet-
tor repressntative of his country If his pop-
ularity in aristocratic apelety was not groat.

Yot Mugwump journnls like the Nee York
Tymea und Evening Foat aredistresaing them-
selves with faar lest Mr. LINCOLN may not
I able toout as good n Ngure In England
a4 they assuma that Mr, PRELPAR has done.
The attentions recelved by Mr, PueLes, his
Invitations to dinner, and hils chances o
make spanches, were nll individual triumphs,
In their view, g0 that ho has mads It very
hiard for anybody to sueceed him, But betors
Mr. CLEVELAN D dlscovercd Mr. PHELPS In
hls obscurity as & Vermont lawyer, nobody
at home or abrosd had suspected him of
such  extrnordlnary abllittes, If he had
gone to London as an individual and not as
an  American  representative, he  would
hava caused no agitation, He was un-
known on both sides of thawater, But asan
American Minlster, he of course bocame a
man of wark v England, es BurParno D
wiia on hls own account,

Nor will Mr. LixcoLy recelve distinetion
for nny other reason than that hie has baen
seleeted by the President to represont the
American people at 8t, James's, Though he
la the son of ABRAHAM LINOCOLX, he re-
malned in London Inst year without exelt-
Ing attention. But as Minlster he will be as
Important a flgure as Mr. PHELPS was, and
gel as many Invitations to dinner, Tle will
probably get too many for his own good, it
not for the good of bis country.

The Wonders of the Sun.

Some highly Interesting facts can be ex-
tracted from the statistles of solar phe-
nomeana {n 1888, which are now muking their
appearance in varlous sclentitle periodioals.
If any one who has an astronomer among
hins friends had been Invited to look at the
sun with a telescope in 1832, 1883, or 1884,
and should look at it with the same Instru-
ment again to-day, e would be surprised at
the changn in its mspect. Then hardly a day
passed on which the face of the sun might
not be seen splashed with spots, which
not  Infreguently attained enormous di-
menslons, belng many thousands of mlles
across and surrounded by vast areas
of disturbance, over which the solar sur-
face was broken and heaped up into those
shifting mountalns of fire that are called
faculie. Now we would look in valn for any
such display. Excopt at rare intervals the
great orb of day looks aa smooth as a mirror,
Fuculm are visible under favorable circum-
stances, but by no means as extensive as
those of bhalf 4 dozen years ago, and the
observer may watch for n week without per-
colving a dark spot anywhere. Such spots
as make their appearance are invariably
inconepleuous, and exhibit no evidenca of ex-
tensive and vielent disturbanee.

The change simply means that a few yesars
ago vne of the regulir maximum periods of
nun spots, which oceur at averags Intervals
of eleven years, was attained, and that now
the succeading minimum hus arrived, There
s something overwlhelmingly impressive in
the display of physical forces on o scale of
such mugnitude as Lhese variations In the
condition of the sunsuggest. The destruc-
tivn of our globe, which is the most stu-
pendous event that the mind s wont to con-
celve, would bea phenomenon of no great
moment Iln eomparison with the Lremen-

dous mutations golng on lu  the
sun. You ordinarily we become awnre
of these solar nctivities only by

watching their effects with the tslescope.
And what we see are slmply surfoce phe-
nomens. Tho lmagination alone can pene-
trate into the terrible centre of the solur
globw and behold the struggle of imprison-
ed elements, whose atoms, whelmed and
ground together at the very axle of the solar
systom, are yet forced asunder by the mud
vibrations of a degree of Leat that would
dissipata the golid carth In & whiff of
vapor. There are all the substances of
which the earth Is made, suficient ip
quantity to form hundreds of thou-
eands of such globes as  ours, jum-
bled in & wonderful masg, that 1s at once
gaseous through the fury of heat, aud viseid
through the giant grip of gravitation, which
there, at its very seat and centre, contends
for the mastery with molecular forees thal,
roused to flercer energy by its oppression,
baflle und confound ils utmost elflorts. How
should we recognize that noble metal Iron In
the sun reduced from all its pride of
strength to vapor, and perhaps with its very
molecules rent ssunder |

Yet confusing us is the pleturs which one
gots of the war of furces aud the chaos of
watter in the sun, recent cbgervations have
miade It clear that there is a certalu funda-
mental organization there, runn ing into de.
tails Lhat are highly suggestive, though
diffieult of Interpratation. In the Arst pluce,
the periodicity of the sun-spot phenomena s,
in itself, an evidence that the solar globe
possesses & eystematie strueture, going
much further than the simpls surfece divi-
slon loto photospliere and chromosphers,
The mere fuct of Its rotation must, of courss,
produce some shaplog effect upon it but the
sun spots exhibit appearnnees not aecountod
for by any resultant of rotationsl motion,

For instance, whenever o minhnum sun-
spot period hes passed, and the &pots are
beglnning to appear agaln, they start fo
comparatively high latitudes, and then as
the maxlmum approaches the belts on elther
slde of Lhe equator In which the spots muke
their appearance, seem Lo draw slowly to-
gether, approaching from porth and south,
while the spots as they break out assume
greater dimensions and exhibit more violent
activity. At last, the maximum being
passed, they begin to diminish both Jn num-
bor wod In slze, Lut Lhe spot belts still
approach  the equator, and the few
small spota that are seen during & wmin-
fmum usunlly lle within & few degrees of
that lne. 1M, as sometimes ocours durlng &
miulmum, a sudden oulbreak of spots takes
place, the reglon of disturbanes appears to
be immediataly thrown back from the equa-
tor soveril dogrees. These phencmena were
observed during 1888, und will probubly be
seen frequently this year; but the recent ap-
penrnnce of one or more spota in high lati-
tudespunyeys @ bintthat the minimun may
500N pass, and the onconing of 8 new maxi-
mum become evident,

Sull mwore suggestive of some curious
structural peculiarity in the sun is the ten-
dency, which has been clearly shown in re-
eeut years, for spots o prefer not only ons
sular hemisphers, but In some eases purtiou-
lar lopgitudes, In November, 14854, & tre-
wandous outbreak vecurred in e southern
bewlsphere of the sun. A spol, that could
easlly ba seen without any optical ald except
4 smoked glass, broke out, opening ao enor-

mons ragged hole In the photospliers, and
presenting n spactaclia that, with its rapld
changes, was sl ones the dellght and thi
deepalr of thoss who watched It with
telescopes, and tried (o draw & pletum of it
i thelr nota books, Simultancously with
its grontest displays of anergy, violent mng-
netle disturbances affsctad telegraphic wires
and magnatic nesdles In varlous parts of the
earth, and splendid awroral streamer and
curtains Mamineted the heavens al nlght,
After the conclusion of this great solar oult-
hurst, the sun spots began to manifest n Len-
dency to appear (o lurger numbois in the
southern than In the northern hemisphers of
the aun. This tendenoy became  more
mnarked with the lapss of time, nnd 1L has
eurvived the pasalng of the maximum and
wis atlll claarly manifest during last yenr's
observations. It should be added that pra-
vious to ths appearance of Lthe great Novem-
ber spot in 1881, the spots hsd boon about
equally distributad in both hemisplieres, and
A your or two earller the northern spots hud
boen mors numerous than the southern ones.

That this was no mera acoldont 15 shown
by the recant investigations of Prof. Sratkei,
who has found that twice befors, gines sun
spota have besn studied with talescopes,
there have bean perlods of activity in Lthe
southern hemlsphers of the sun colncldent
with qulescence in the northern hemlsplierm,
One poriod was from 1621 to 1625, and the
other from 1672 to 1704. Throughiout thess
two periods, It would appear thal the phe-
nomenid fuot was rather the non-appear-
anca of northern spots than the prevalencs
of southern ones, for in one case it ls =atd
tlint during forty years no spol was seen ln
the sun's northern hemisphinee,

The other plienomenon that we huve men-
tioned. thut of recurrent outbrenks in certaln
longitudes, might be interpretoed us showing
that thers are reglons upon the sun pecu-
lUarly Hable to such disturbances, If sun
spots oould be regarded as resembling vol-
canle phenomena, these regions would appear
to correspond to those parts ot the earth
lks the East Indies and the lawaiicn
Islands, where voleanoves are most numerous
and mightiest. But with our present lufor-
wmation concerning the constitution of the
golar globs it would te diffficult to admil the
poasibility of such an explanation.

The only effect that these stupendous
golir phenowena are known to have upon
the earth s, us we have already indicated,
of a magnetic or electrle character.  The
theorles of their Influence upon the weather
may have a basis of truth, but have not been
demonstrated, Before they can be Lhor-
oughly tested, it will be neeecssary to obtain
records ofobssrvations made Almultaneously
In many parts of the globe upon some
concerted plan, and capable of careful and
socurate comparison. That there s some
powerful influence affecting the atmosphere,
the law of whose action remains to be dis-
covered, [s quite clear from the unsatlsfuc-
tory condition of the science of moteorology
and It 1& possible that a more systematlc
study than Lias yet been undertaken of the
terrestrial effect of changes in the sun, may
throw Lght upon somo of the mysteries of
the seasons,

In the mean time every inutelligent mind
must ohserve with awe the evidence which
the gigantic convulsions that shake the solar
body present to our senses of the struggle
that Is golug oo Lhere between those forees
thut make the sun an orb ol Ught and [ife for
tlie carth, and others that are tending to its
extinguishment. Unless modern  sclenes
his gone very flar astray, what we
behold in the sun I8 a reproduc-
tion, on an almost  infinitely grander
scale, of that which is merely hinted ab in
the Biblical history of the ewrth’s creation,
when out of mattor that was " without form
and void,” the foundations of the globe we
trod were establislied.  The face of the sun,
too, will, In the fuloess of tme, be covered
with darkness, and then, while the ancient
dwelling place of the racs of Apas fades into
lifeless gloowm, watchful eyos In some of the
distant places of ereation may note thal o
star is missing from the sky.

Is the Madstone of Any Use?

We published the other day the opinivns of
two specinlists on disensvs of the mind and
nerves that the populur belief lu the cura-
tive powors of the madstons is the erest
superstition. In so describing it Dr. Hasm-
wroN and Dr. Srirzea undoubtedly ex-
preéssed the sentiment of the medleal pro-
fession genorally. They have no more falth
in the ability of the madstone to cure hydro-
phobin, than scientifiec men have confdenco
In the virtues of the divining rod to discover
mines and tregsures,

Yet there Is no superstition clder, more
extensive, nnd of greater vitality than this
bellefl (o the madstone. Tt goes baok to the
mosl anclent tiwes. For ages It bas con-
tinued In Chink and the East Indles, and
Prixy gpoaks of the abllity of the petrifne-
tion called ammonls corny, and now known
as ammonite, to extracl tho wirus from
wounds inflicted by mad dogs and venomous
reptiles. Thisstone [s the fossil of an ex-
tinet mollusk ; and one brought from Bom-
bay to Hichmond many vyears ago wes
Lelieved al the time to have cured severn)
cases of hydrophobia in g very marvellous
wuy, aflldavits supporting the assertion,
But the madstone at present n use Is do-
seribed as a formation found in the Wrdders
of deer. At least such & spechinen wus ob-
talued by the Geological Survey in North
Caroling five or slx years ago, ILcawe from
the paunch of u white-spotted deer, and
wus sald to huve cured s case of hydropho-
bin and one of raltlesnake bite, thess cures
also being substantisted by afldavits, The
madstone wius more recently wod with sue-
cess #t Terrs Huuls in Indlana, aceording to
woeorresponilent of the Indicnapolia Jewrnal,

As It I8 uporous stone It operates, If it
operates ut all, by absorption, but in that
reapoct, as Dr. HAMILTON says, It has no
more curative power than acommon sponge.
Auy porous substance applied to s wound
would act In the samwe way. The belief in
the mnadstone as a cure for hydrophobin
L&, morsover, only one Among miny super-
stitions s to the mothods of dealing with
thut terrible diseass which have boen held
In both anclent and wodern tiwes. 1t s o
guustion, too, whethor the diseuss lsell s
not imaglnary quits a8 much as real, und fur
that reason especlally adapted for the use
of superstitious means of cure, madstones,
Ineantutions, chiurmes, and fulth cures,

Both Dr. Hasinrosy and Dr, S1Mviea
express soms skeptlelsmn on  this polnt,
Few physicians allége that they luve seen
A genuine case of hydrophobla in man, and
Dr. SPITZEA goes B0 fur as Lo say that real
rables, trapsmissible from dog to man by
o Lite of the dog only, has not yet besn de-
monstrated. Iun the great majority of cuases,
at least, it 18 a purely imaginary disonss,
and In othera Llood polsoning or lockjaw
maoy furnish the explanatiun.

But people will nnswer thut in thelr own
experienoe they have known of rables; of
men, woinen, and children dyiog In horrible
tortures because of the bLites of mad dogs.
From this time forth until the end of the
summer wmiuny alegod cases will be roported
in the pewspapers.  Whole communities,
very likely, will be terrified by dogs regurded
4 mad, & bappened lo Newark a fow

years ago, and there will be a wild demand |
for the slhughiter and extermination of the
entire chnlne crention.

To thewe the physicians answer that this |
yery tartor miny provoke nervous o ies,
which, smong Welr manifold forms, will
take on the nppearance of hiydrophobin. The
ninnifestalions under hysterin are often o
the lnst dogres startllog and horvifying, and
thers s no doubt that the imngination s |
enpabile of ¢ronting what seems Lo L B cose
of rables, with all the frightful syinptoms |
attributed to (L. The person bittenis thrown
into a condition of abject terror by the sx-
citement of the chase of the mobafter the
equndly tereitiod dog, nnd bie and his frionds
lwe thereaftor in constant dread of the eon-
soqquonees.  Thus it comes Lo pasa that linal-
Iy lils own Imagination brelongs on him what
seeins to be the expectad disease, The suf-
feror, is Dr. SPITZKA says, dies from fright.

That I the trus explination of the greal
majority of whot are called cases of hydes-
phoblila; and, of course, Imnginury cures mny
wenll In Imoginary diseases, The sclentifle
physiclan constantly uses the Imagination
in Lhls way with purely nervous affections,
and guacks, charlatans, and fanatics have
nlways employed 1L sucessafully, Very often
nien may got woll by detarmining to do so,
or, in the cases of women more especlally, by
reaching the trus coneluslon that they are
well, after all.  Therein lles such poteney' na
the mind cures and the fuith cores have, anl
to that extent they may be useful.

The madstone cures becnuss ita curative
powir lis belfoved in,  Dut the true remedinl
agont is not the stone ammonile or the se.
erotion of the deer. Lt is the faith alone, Very
Hkely such cures as are aceredited to Pas-
TEUI'S method of [noculatlon are also due
to the wonder-working powoer of the human
Imogination,

Old Masters and thelr Credentinls

Guarantees of old masters are for the
most part superfluons, nod are demandied
only by the ignorant and the timid. A pur-
chaser who asks for a guaruntes of authen-
ticity as a condition of his taking o pictuare,
has no bustness to buy it ab all. A dinmond
of the first water does not require a gunran-
toa; and when REMPRaNDT painted a pleture
be put hils own guaranteo upon every inch
of Its surlace.

The guarantee which the owner offers
with the Durkcan old masters {88 conces- |
sion to ignorance and timidity, as well as n
rejoinder to certidn  extraordinary eriti-
clams. A number of articles have ap-
peared which have been wholly outslde the
pale of art eriticlsm.  Badly written, vulga:
intone, and in every way unskilful, they have
attracted attention only through the very
curious porsonal motive that appeared to
fnspire them, [t lovked as If the persona of
cultlvation aud traintng, whose usual function
itmight be to impart wsthetle views upon
wethetic subjects, had baen maode to give
way to some unlustructed, lguorant, but
very active and vindictive personal enemies
of the unfortunate owner of the collection
Nothing could have been more savage than
these attacks, or more gratuitousty offensive.

We do not think, however, that they haye

or al Christie’'s, If they should sell faivly
well lhere, we doubt If any purchuser will
pay the last attention to the guaranters or
in uny way seek to exercise the privilegs it
implles, The people hers who buy an old
muster are ke the people in Europe who
buy an old muster; they know what they
are alwut,

Whatever the futo of the pletures, the ox-
hibition of them In New York has been in-
structive and interesting in no common de-
gree, and that I8 something for whicl peo-
ple of taste will bo gruteful.

If this happens, the tour of tha base ballists
will have been an affalr which both of the
travelling nines, victor or vanquished, conld
regard asa trivmph, for the whole country
would be concernoed,

Thera are some things which the more wa
ke the more we wanl the rest of the earth
to have, and of these buse ball is smphati-
cally one.

The True Principle of Reform,

In the remurkable intarview with the Hon.
ANpREW H. GrEESN, which we publishied on
Bunduy lnst, the solid Democeratle doetring
reganding the civil service  wis expredsed
with estraordinary force amd lueidity.
