money to Emith, Thoy went to I'iladelphla
with tho money, and there Smlth got another
Yoy In his tolls, and sent the pair out begeing
far hlm. Mo searchod them when they cama
tehifm, and If Je found that they had secroted
ansthing he Leat them. They lived In cheap
ledeing kouses In I'hiladelphia.

Bmith furnished he boys with storlea tended
to excite the symmthy of philanthrople folka,
Mulhonrn declares hat Smith would bent him
evory time he falled to turn ovor the resnit of

it, and tnat he troned the other boys in the
rame wiy., The bon lodged at Hmith's ex-
pense in cheap housesln the Bowery and Park
row, and ate with bim at places like the Jim
Fiek restanurnnt,

The Struter boy by fmith’s direstion ante
to liis h-.‘l\t‘lur. neking for money to ’uny his faro
homie, ‘The money canws and Emith took it
Smith lind seven boys under his control
month ago, when he wm living In the uttie
roorp of o dirty threo-stry teanement called
the Fagle House, nt 200 Mott street.
