arrested four years ago whllo attempting to rob
Congressman Fiedlers store and was sent to
State prison Before going ho made an attempt
to escape by dashing out of the line and trying
to scale the nail of the jail yard in Newark
while out for exorcise Deputy Keeper George
Johnson brought him to terms with n shot
from his revolver and then pulled him from
tIne wall A fowvieoks later Downing managed
to cot out of lila cell In tine jail by sawing the
bars of the door Taking one of the detached
bars In his hand be awaited the corn
log of Keeper llobb whom he crept up to
and felled with a blow of tho bar Alter
