In an endeavor to recnact in part the cers-
monies which precedod the Inauguration of
Gou. Washington as the first Presldent of the
United Bites, It has beow provided that Prosi-
dent Harrlson, the star actor In thls sublime
dramu, shall be rowed In & barge over n part
of the route which Gen. Washington eoy-
ored on Lis way to this city in a barge for
want of better means of transportation,
When Gen, Washinglon enme e Now York to
tike the onth of oflice he wont to the wator's
eden 8t Ellzabethyort, and haviog there en-
tored tha boat was rowed Ly slelwart oarsmon
thenes to the footof Wall strest, where hs
landed, Doubtless that was one of the most
dolighitful parts of Lils journey hither. It was
