Even when the new Government wentinto
operation in April, 1750, two States, North
Caroling and Rbode Island, had not yot as-
gented to the Con=titutlon, nnd It was ques-
tonublo whethor they would ever do so. 5o
strong wis still the opposition In New Yurk
thot nosteps had been taken to name Pres|-
dential eleetors, and accordingly the Empire
Stote had vo voles In the st election of a
Prestdent, The resistance which this pro-
Jeeted pollty hud met with in the most Im-
portant States, and from a large proportion
of the most distinguished patriots, had dis-
couriged the Fedewulists themsolves,  Al-
though the thine Nxed for the opening of
Cotgress wis Mareh 4, 1789, there were not
enough Reopresentatives presont in Now York
eity to organtze the lower Housoe before
April 1, sl the electoral votes wera not cian-
vasso] nntil five days Inter. It was April 14
when Wasnizoron was olelally notitied of
his election, and April 29 when he reagched
New York, Another weok elapsed bofore he
wis inauguratsd aod the pew Pederal Goy-
ernment wis delinitely estuhilished.

Thus deap nnd  thus widespread wera tho
donbt and the despondency with which
thoughtful people in this clty and this coun-
try beheld the outh of oflice administerad 1o
WaAsINGTON on the badeony ln front of Feds
ernl Hall. Never wns n greal experimont
begun with lesa confidence nnd with a degree
of approval o far from unanimity. Hemaote,
Indwed, was the divided and timld attitude
of American oplnfon from the unlversal out-
burst of hope wnd enthuslasm with which
only fivedays luter the oponlng of the Stiles
General wus to be geclalised In Franee. Yot
the outeoma of the Btates Geperal was o
grievous disappointment, &nd the lopes
which it convovatlon had kindled have ves
peatedly been frustrated durlng  the list
hundred years. On the other hawd, the
Union, founded with misgiving und anxlety,
ervaped  the rock of bankruptey which
wrecked the constitutlonnl monwrchy de.
slgned by NECKER. It has withstood all the
dangers predicted by Amerlean critica of
Its  principles  and tendenelos, It hos
emerzad vietorlous from the shiock and ago-
ny of astupendous civll war.

Diffienlties Removed.

Theoffleial proclamation of Governor Hinn
miking Wednesday, May 1, legal holiday
In New York and Brooklyn, renders -
pecessary the ngrecment entered hito be-
tween the Civil Justiees of this elty on
Thursday lust. They then determined, on
acvount of the centonnial erlebration, not to
hold court on that day ftor the purpose of
granting dispossess wirranis aguinat such
tenants as  might  hold over; but now
the Governor's  proclamntion geeures the
sulest  and moest satlsfactory solution of
what promised at one tlme to be o vory
sovlons diflealty.
