In Tnr 805 of Bunday, April 7, was printed
& sorlos of skotehes made by a Bus reporter in
tho Indinn Torritory, Thorein was related the
eondition of afTalrs in the Btates that adjoln the
Territory and the pressure that there exists
fot tha oponing of the Tarritory to whits gettla.
mont. Tho offorts of the Government to oare
for Charley Quapaw. chief of his tribe and a
typleal Indlan of tho lazler sort, who owns land
worth 850,000 but |s on the verge o! starvation,
was related, Mr, Gouvld's venture In the coal
minine business, whoreln he pinched the old
proprietora and wns eventually plnched him-
eoll in the samoe way., formed an inter-
esting chaptor. Anothor chapter told how
J. P MeMaughton, o siqunw man of the botter
gort, had bonofited the Poorlns, while anothor
one slill showod the uttor reckleasness of wn
educated Peoria in monoy matters and the
wonring of good elothes, It was the story of
Jim Charloy's hunt for deor aftor asnow storm,
while clotied with a dress sult sud patent
leatner shoos. Last of all came tha story of
Bonuoyal, the Cadmus of the Cherokees, whoso
gonius revenlod to a tribe of savagos the mys-
tery of the tulking leal.

T'his woek thoso sketches are hare continusd,
Tho Cherokors aro just finlshing a seminary
that is to ba the alma mater of thelr squaws,
Aud such aqunws ns theso are!  They have for
somo years hod a penitentinry located at their
capital clty, and il Is probably snlo to sy thnt
no such homo for felons oxists In any other
plneco In the world, More Interesting still is
tho Interview with the Choctaw man hunter.
or Indian policoman. His talk about tracking
and 'getting criminals, handling the revolver,
and kindred mattars {4 In faot startling.

The estent of Choroken olvillzution ean be
inferred from the sketoh of thelr record of
blood, and tho description of Talleguah. the
capital elty, and of a woek's businoss at the
Fort Smith Court in the succeeding chavtors.

The pletures of Indlan sports, Including the
stamp-down danoe nnd the riding of the white
mulo, do not ascord with the eommon notions
of the stolld charsoter of the red men, but
they ors taken from life,

Lnst of all comas the querry, “ What are we
golng to do about (t?" Somethipg will have to
bo dono very qulokly now Oklahoma s open,
if tho Indian rights In the land are to be pre-
served. The nstchapter will be found par-
ticularly Interosting to tho [risnds of the In-
dians, boeausa thercin s glven a just view ot
the actunl mnrket value of the Indian Terri-
tory lands, and the price therefors which the
Indinns ought to recolvo for them.

ing in itsell. Thore it etands o the wildernoss
overlooking n hamlet ol Indlans. But If it were
transported, siy to Wichita, Kansas, o clty that
prides [tswlf allke on its pork-packing estab-
uhment god its many schools for educating
the younyg, the citlzens thero would take the
strangoer to this building as the cholcs school,
tho pride of the clty, This newschool bulldiug
is tho female seminury erocted by the Cherokee
Natlon: It stobe the nlma mater of what East-
eorn preople mizbt cull the Cherokeo saunws,
Tie most attractive feature of the new sirue-
ture, s it now stawds not quite lnishod, 1s its
utter Juek o the appearanve of a publle Instl-
tutlon,  The hideous nightmora in  which
arohiftocts of like Institutions have usually
labored was not depresslog the mind of the
oo that concsived this bulldiog.
