Yestorday we gave the third act of the
grand contenninl drama. The bands whoso
musie shook tho air early In tho morning were
the archestra, the hundreds of thousands of
bumnn beings crowding the streats were tha
audience, ‘the miles and miles of paradera
[orming far up town wore the players, the
metropolin was the theatre,

The story of the last act of the beautiful and
fnsplring play was a tale of our country's
strides in industry and art, and the eclimax
representad the mighty numbers and power of
the people. The peoplo who were the players
bad seon thelr navy and their army move
acroas the stage, and now thoy donned their
costumen and became themselves the (llustra-
tors of the finish of the plot. Lookinz back
over the whole joyous and perfectly suocessful
spactacle, Itis scen that the first act by the
navy and tho second by the scldlers were only
grand from the standpointof a pesceful na-
tion. They would not have amounted to much
in one ol what we call the effete monarchies.
But tha third act of the play. the festival of the
poovle, was something no other nation oould
bave lllustrated,

The lofty purpose which monuments serve
in fixing herolsm, power, or greatness in the
public mind was better answered by this ex-
\reordinary show of yestarday. It sirength-
eoed as woll as glorifisd Americanism. It set
men who never dld so before to boasting of

thelr country, to extolling It, to thioking of it
with new pride born of a palpable, substantial
eomprehonsion of Ite magnitude, progress,
snd aspirations,

This was the keynote of what was heard
everywhoere throughout theelty, *'I never was
8o proud of being an Amerfcan.” was exclaimed
by thousands who did not know that any ox-
copt themselves had framed the thought
Thers wero two other very notable featuroes of

the day of which men will spoak as long as they
live—the partstaken by the German-Americans
and by our schoolboya,

When the curtalns of the day rolled away to
disvlny the groat stage, all brilliant with the
sunlight of & prime spring morning, the scene
of the day befora had not been changed. All
the settings wore the same. The great private
boxes put up along the parks and bofors the
rieh folks' houses were onee agaln packed
with waitlug spectators, and the upper tiers of
windows und roofs were ngain sought by others,
The folks who had no seats but had to stand
along the route, now shortened to four milos,
Wote not so numerous as on Tuesday. The
people were tired—physically tired and tired of
#ght seolug, Not above 700,000 persons took the
places of the full million of the day before, Lot
ol yesterday's spectators were newoomers, and
they could be na plainly distinguished as if
they wero labellod, All the new arrivals looked

CHEEBING FOR EVEEYBODY,

Just at the nelghborhood of the Mnadison
snuaro stand the crowd seemed fully ne great as
it had boen at the military parade, A trouhled,
tramulous eoa of hats reached along Fifth
avenuo and into Drondwny, a sea bordered
with sloplog bluffs of other hata whero the
enormous wooden reviewing stands wero hid-
deon by the notables and the lueky tioket hold-
ors. The roofs around there ware fringed with
men and womeon, and all the windows held
sightsoors, Nothing more extraordinary
could be eaid of any crowd or occa-
glon than that It was blg enough to
make Delmonico’s waiters forget that high
grado of stolid nnd frappd dignity which has
for yenrs been the envy and the study of the
dandles who Imagine that an air of blank
mental torpor |8 the next best thing to being
born with a eoronet. But yesterday Delmoni-
co's waiters wero just plain simple Dutch-
men and Frepchmen and Bwiss, with the
same pleblan Interest in life that the
crowds on the sidewalk exhibited. Thess
once haugbty servants had been con-
quered by the bigness of tho parade.
They clustered at the windows with thelr
baoks to the customers and they pushed and
stralned to see all that went by. After all. the
only genuine hauteur and insouciance in town
Is that of the waliters In the eating houses at
Wnoshington Market. Nothing disturbs that.

It was justabout 10 o'clock In the morning
whon the President arrived, with Vice-Prosl-
dent Morton and others, at tho grand stand at
Madison square. He was drossed . 'n each
previous day, but his appearance ex.ited both
comment and compassion, he seemed so tired
and unnaturally pale. He was loudly and
smphatieally chesred, When Grover Clevoland
came with J, Hampden Robb in a earriage,
loud and general cheerinig followed the car-
riago aa it rolled between the lines of specta-
tors. When he stopped at the grand stand the
cheering outran him and spont itsell down the
lines beyond, Mr, Cleveland lifted his hat at
oach restrengthening of the applause. Presi-
dent Harrison atood above him bowing to him
and smiling. When all the notables were on
the stand they included Mayor Grant. Gen.
Bherman, Beuator John Shorman, Becrotcries
Windom, Rusk, Noble, Wanamaker, and Millar,
B. B, Hayes, Gen.J. W. Husted, Elllott F. Bhep-
ard, and Gen. Abram Dally, All wers distin-
gulshed with varying degrees ol popular ap-
proval, especially old Gen. Dally.

A BPEECH IN A BILVER CARR.

‘When Mayor Grant came to the stand It was
in his new relation as Chairman of n commit-
teo formed of the heads of the different eclvic
bodies In the parade, all wearing yellow sashes
except the Mayor. They met on Drondway,
and, while the others stood facing the atand,
the Mayor advanced, beariog a sliver oylinder
in his hand, and pr ed It to Prosident Har-
rison, with a few formal remarks,

Afterward while the proecession was under
way, all eyes were turned from it to atrio of
men crosslng Broadway., Two were support-
Ing the third, who was so old and so decroplt
that he was carrled rather than supported,
He was the anclent Dally, of whom New York-
ors have read on every such occnsion as this
alnce any one can remember. Renching the
front of the reviewlng stund, he banded a lot-
for up to Prosldent Harrlson. It was nlto-
gother pathetie—the lotter, the scene, &nd
the natural thoughts both gave riso to. The
lettor rehearsod how how he and the other sur-
viving veternns of tho war of 1812 had nsked
for grand stand tickets, had got four sents
on some other stand, had torn them up,
and thon had asked permission to rlde in the
procession In a earriage, and had beon refused,
What Gen. Harrlson sald when he read the let-
ter nobody has reported, but he seemed to say.
' Como right up and tako my placelf you can't
get Ay other.” That was the translation of
his manner. And sure enough, old Gen. Dally
did go up and st by the President, amid choer-
Ing that honored any who ludulgoed In it, Long
afterward there was more cheering. It was
whon the great concourse of people saw the
President talking to the old General

Vies-President Morton stood beaming by his

The Grand
Army men on the platform said that the boys
marched better than the votorans, and that
they wore more thrilled with the sight of these
fine lttle fellowa than by anvthing they saw
yestorday.

The boys did one very effective thing that no-
body else thought to do. As each line ap-

While evarybody elss was cheering, whilo the
delight on all the hundreds of thousands of
faces made them radiant, while the alr was
oloetrifled with the transports of the general
vlieasure, the littlo boye., with the Instinctive
self command of New Yorkers. kept their faces
Immobile. Never veteransof France were bot-
ter schoolod.

The captalns ealuted with a sebrs movement
of thelr canes. They had to do so with thelr
Jeft hand. This was a left-handed parade.
Tho consequence of moving the great indus-
trial procession over s reversed line of march

was that every marching man brought his left
side townrd the President, and had to salute
with his left hand, The rear ranks of the Tum-
many men attracted attention by a disinclina-
tion to salute the I'resident. They were brought
to their politeness by commands from the
crowd, and tardlly they lifted their hata, Then
came the Hiberninns, wearing bats that told
the fash ions of distant epoche, as do the cen-
tennial curiosities in the Metropolitan Musoum
—strange, wolrd, wonderful hats, vuch as make
Bt. Patrick’'s Day sometbing to talk about.

Last of all eame tho squadrons and beautifal
floats of the Germans, It wasIndeed a great
day for our Tealonle fellow cltizons—n day in
which they endearad thomsalves to every New
Yoarker. By thelr numbers, by thoir flne ap-
poarance, by their intense enthunsinsm and
self-gncrifiee, they exhibited thelr loyuity to
the spiritof this hollday which has Leen no
more then equalled by our native-born
citizens. High credit, then, to Btoluway,
to Keppler, to Emll Scbaofer and Col.
Beifert, and to every marching man and
artist of them all Elsewhere thelr scorcs
of moving tableaux are described. It s
enough to sny hore thut mever has New
York seen any slght of the kind to be com-
pared with this. In truth, thus city bas selaom
given exprossion 1o jublintion by means of
these street tableaux. The moat notablo thing
of the kind we evor did was In the attempt to
transplant Rex and the enrnival to this city
several years ugo—a farcleal fnllure, The long
lnes of rapldly moving plutforms, crowded
with lslng Ngures, with workmon at thelr
labor, with lovely women In tho attlre of god-
desses, made o brilllant opulent and never-to-
be-forgotten show, IL was moved alopg too
fast, It was bewildering.

But to come to the end, throo days s too
much of such festivitles, The people ware
tired, the I'resldent waos tired, the marching
men wora tlred, our eyes, our miods, our
nerves wors tired. There 18 proof of this ina
thousand mstters, somo of which have been
reforred to; but the strongest proof came when,
becnuse the President had to hurry away to
cateh a troln after nbout 25,000 mon had passed
him, the rest broke ranks and vanished lko
fog bunks# helore a hiot sun, too tired to finish
what little remuined of tho gigantic colobrutivn,

OF THE PAGEANT.

Five Hours of a Constantly Varying Fan.
orama of the Victories of Pence,

The neighborhood of Madison square, after
[ts enormous erowd of Tussday, seemed bleak
nnd lonsly at 8:20, There ware two or thres
thousnnd people around the cornors of Twen«
ty-third street. A llne of blueconts across the
avenue just at the foot of the grand stand kept
the incrensing erowd back and turned off all
vehleles from 8 untll after 9 o'clock. At that
hour tha two stands still showed large areas of
empty benchoes, and only a thin stream of seat
holders with red tlckets was filtering through.
