wore ordered to ba romoved thonoe Parents
Were separated from their children husbands
from their wives and brothers and sister
from each other The friends and relatives of

oldest ot the miserable creatures sank Into a
Und of apathy and laid down and died Among-
the youngest alter tho first few years had killed
hope In their hearts began what may only bo
termed tho orgies of despair They abandoned
themselves to excesses They mado native
alcohol and klroot beer Tho outrageous hula
dances wero matters of continual occurrences
The Hawaiian Government paid no attention
to them In tho opening sentences of his story
