Forif it had pot been for the new move-
meut, the rise of the culturists, the develop-
ment of the clubs devoted to philosophy,
poetry, the graces of civillzation, and the
reflnements of life, the FULLeEr movement
coulidd not have been.

The time would not
have besn ripo.  The study of Dawre,
Huowsinag, and Toeeren, the Instruction
long and falthfully communiented by Mr,
EvaeNio FIgnn in hig etlguette eolumn, the
Intriwduetion of Japanese art in 1888 by CAR-
TER Harrisox, the gradunl decline of buase
ball, and other agencles have soltened and
toned down many winds.

Just think of it! Less than sixteen veurs
ago avisitor from the East was hustled and
nurrowly eseupid serlous lojury in & restau-
rant on Michigan avenue for venturing to
et peas with his fork, To-day a Chicago
newspaper predicts the nomination by a
great political parly of a poet; & poot, to be
sure, more  flowing of moustache than of
numbers, but still & poat. What a contrast,
and what n eredit to Chicago!

If we have dwelt more on the moral and
soclal than on the political slgnificancoe of
the new nomination, it s boeause the former
explalns the jntter.  Moreover, the siriking,
the overshadowlng merits of Mr, FULLER a8
a candldate for n nomination must be obvi-
ous. His poems might, indead, bs used
aguingt him and with terrible effect upon
the rurnl delegates, but, on the other hand,
the saloon alement in the cltles would feel
sure from a pernzal of bis bacchanalian or
Liguor lyries that his heart was in the right
place, Dut [t is on the side of his decorative-
ness, his pleturesquencess, that he would be
strongest. Ho has o fine, Uthographlc oast
of countenance. He would show up woll on
the posters and clreulars, Well-executed
lithographs bearing the famous legena,

“The URepublic Is Opportunity,” would be
treasured in many Amerlean homes, What

might e in 42mo. o vislon, a dollght, an
overmastering deslee,

The question whether the Chiof Justice
would leave the bened for a nomination to
political office may be regarded an answersd
in the affirmative, Othorwise his beautiful
old Porsinn  mustachios would belore this
Liave falt the barber's shear,

The Rebelllon In Morocco.

A despatel from Moroceo announces that
the rebelllon among the mountainecrs is
wproading, that Prince Hamin, the heir to
the throne, hns fallen into thelr hands, and
that the Sultan is rulsing sn army to crush
the rebais. I the report concerning Princo
Hasmin is correct, it dertves considerable ins
taresl from the fact that no provions intimas
tinn has been recelved of the salection of an
lisle 1o the Moroecan throne. The Sultan
hos the right to chooso his suceessor from
the members of his family, and Inte last year
he hind not yet procialmed his belr.

The Sultuns of Morocco huve never oh-
tained complote control of the country they
nominally govern, The great Arab invasion

| drove the natlve Beyrbers into the mountan

{ustnesses, and thore many of them live to
this any, unconquersd and bolligerent.
When the Sultan, a whils ago, sent n Gov-
ernor to Sheshouan, only two days' Journey
from the Mediterranean, the nativos
promptly killed him. Last year, when Mr.
Hannig visited Sheshouan in disguise, he
was told: *Wa will have only one Governor
here, and that is the gun.” This Is only one
of many insults offered to the deapot of Mo-
roceo, almost at the gates of one of his eap-
ftals. Ho has been powerless to vindicats his
dignity.

The Sultan has boen partioutarly busy for
two venrs past tryving to subdue these tierce
mountainecrs, who now and then assumo
the aggressive. The rosult has been unfavor-
able to the Sultan’s arms. Hls encmies can-
not face him near his ohlef towns, but in
thelr own mountain districta they have not
been subdued by any foree he has yet
brought against them. In May, last year,
the Sultan took the fleld in person, with o
host of 70,00 men and oamp followers,
against the rebellious tribes who live north-
west of Mequinez. After a few skirmishes
the Sultan flattered himeelf that he had sup-
pressed the revolt, bat ho had no sooner sot
out on his long-promisod vislt to Tangier
than the whole district burst into flame
ngain, and in the battles that followed the
Bashn of Moquinez and the Sultan's own
cougin wers among the slain, In these en-
gogements o curlous custom of the Berbers
wuk observed. The women formed ln lue
behind the men and padnted with henoa the
breast of every man who turned his back to
the enemy, so that he might easlly be recog-
nized as a coward,

The Sultan did not visit Tangier. The
strauge spectacle {8 presented of one of tho
most despotie rulers in the world hemmed
in by rebellious subjacts and unable to visit
his own coasts. Much of the time no com-
munleation whatever has been possible be-
tween Tangier and the eity of Moroeco, “If
couriers,’ suys a recent lottor from Tangler,
“have been despatehed from Morocco to
Tangier, they have heen slaln en route.”

The history of Morocoo hns been written
in blood by o long lino of tyrannieal rulers,
who huve hean unsurpassed in the world's
annals for ferocity; and yet, though they
have ground their people by the most cruel
despotism, they cannot conquer the country
they vall they own, Here is o land, almost
within slght of Europe, whose mountains
are full of preclous motals and whose valleys
teem with nuature's blessings, and yet it
{s ane of the most downtrodden, hopeless,
and unprogressive parta of tho world. This
gtate of things cnunot always exist, and the
intensa interest with which the European
Statea now watch the nffairs of Moroeco s
at least an indieation that the country will
some day have a chance to develop, under
ausplees that will not destroy but will en-
courage her slements of progress.

An Unconsttutional Attempt to Muzzle
the Press.

Last year the method ol punishment in
capltal cases in this Btate was changed by
act of the Legisiature, and a currgnt of elec-
trieity of sufficient intensity to causs death
was eubstituted for hunging. At the end of
the saventh sectlon of the act making this
change, chapter 480 of the Laws of 1588, ls
the following provision:

“No agenunt of the detallsof any sueh execution be-
yond the statement of the fact that auch cunviet was on
the day inquestlon duly sxscuiad acoording to law at
the prison, ahall be published in any newspaper. Any
parsot who shall violate or omit to comply with any
provislon of ihls seotion sball be gulity of & wisde
meanor,"

This law s unconstitutionn] and vold, It
violates Section 8 of Artlele L. of the Constitu-
tion of New York, which provides that *“‘no
law ghall be passed torestrain or abridge the
Hberty of epeech or of the press,” BSubstan-
tinlly the samo provision is contained In
the Constitution of every State of the Union;
and the First Amendment to the Federal
Constitution, adopted In 1789, provides that
“Congross shall make no laws abridging the
froedom of spesch or of the press.”

Any previous restralnt upon publlcation is
a restraint or abridgment of (he liberty of
the press, beesass, as bas been well sald,
“the llberty of the press, when rlghtly un-
dorstood, conslsts in laying no previous re-
straluts upon publications, not in freedom
from censure for erimioal matter when pub-
lished,”

Here wo have an offort to restrain the
press in advancs from publishing the truth
and the facts about mmatters of genoral pub-
lto interest, Liberty of the press means
complets freedom to writs and publish with-
oul ecensorship nnd without restriotion, save
such as is absolutely necessary for the pres-
ervation of goclety, I'hils bill imposes upon
the press censorship und restriction, aund
consequently alms to brenk down a great
constitutionnl safeguard.

The uttempt to interfere with newspapers
and to prevent them from publlshing the de-
talls of executions under the new law s so
clearly wrong and sgalnst the spirit of lib-
orty that we prodict that whenever the ques-
tion I8 tested the law will ba declared, in
that respeot, unconstitutional aud veld,
