As #ivin ns the oftieers loft the county bulld-
Iog, Dotectives Pulmer, Willlams, auvd Broder-
fek lonped Into aonrringe and drove hurrledly
to Alexundor Bullivan's house In Onk stroet.
The tutlding was dack, A Hueht burned dimily
Inthe Lullway, A bundred curlosity seekers,
who antieipnted this move by the oMeors, stood
Inthe shudows of the bulldings on the oppo-

site slde of the street, when Detective
Palmer, with his men at his heels,
