in the premises. and, by vigllunce and the use
of their legal authority and the iustrumentali-
tios which the law has placed in their hands,
they do muke it certaln that po such dlsgrace-
ful exhibition shall tuko plaee in Louisiana,
and to the further end that {f such exhibition
be attempted, that all persons concerned
therein may be held to a strict legal responsi-
bility aud punishinent.”
