A Yonng Indlanu Man Goes Hack to the
Dark Continent to Trade and Explore,

A fow years ago Carl Steckelmann, n voung
man in Indisoa, was solzed with ndesire to go
to Afrlea and guthor lis own Impressions of
the Dark Continent. The fact thut he had (it-
tie money was not psrmltted to deter him, He
want to Eneland and secursd o ploce in the
service of no Afrlean teading compuny, In the
eourse of his throo yoars' sojourn on the wost
const, n 1ittle north of the Congo, ho made n
trip soveral bundreds of mlles Inland to Stan-
ley Pool by o route north of the Congo, which
wus almost unknown: and when he eame back
homo lust yenr he bLrought with him o lurge
ethnological collectien, which Is now in n Cln-
cinnati museum.

On lust Wedneaday Mr., Bteckelmann salled
agnin for Afrien on the City of Berlin. * Afrlon
has a fasciuntion for me,” he sald in Tur Bux
office a whilo before he salled, " and I expect
tospend my life thore. The money I mako In
trude, and from the salo of my collections, If 1
ean dispose of them, I Intend to spend in ex-
vlorations, Itis my dosire on my next trip to
strike northeast in the Fronch Congo posses-
slone, throueh the forost region of the Ogowe
Basin, and on to the Boudan, It will be a lone
journey, but if I suecosd I shall have traversed
o good deal of new ground,

"White men ¢an llve in the Congo country It
they are prudent, but foollsh persons who
commit all rorts of oxcouses are likoly to sucs
cumb. Muany reports from the Congo about its
commercial prospects are, In my opinlon, en-
tiral mos.:lowmr. The country I8 woll worth
developing, but it will take yours to put trade
up the river on n proflitable bisie,

I'he Ivory trade is faillng. The French
Congo, for instunce, has Lwen cloaned of its
depd Ivory, nnd conat triders are getting tusks
only from newly killed animnis, The trade
caunot last. Thero pre boundlesa possibilltles
for cotton, Indla-rubber, paim oil, and other
producta, but not under the prosent systom.

The natives will not \‘olunmrli{ cultivata
these products and bring them to maorket.
Thoy have fow poeds, and will not work uniass
under compulsfon., It will bo necensary, nfter
the Congo road is Luldlt, to establish planta-
tions under white supervision.. Thon the sys-
tem which the Duteh have mndo so successlul

Last Afrvien must bo sdopted. Bome chlofs
must Lo compelled o lurnish labworors for

The interior of the vault is Heht. Therorepts-
cles for the dead nre fuced with pollshed colored
marbie, the Nttings are of brongze, the tower 1
lghted from four sides by windows ol win'lni
stuined ginss, and onchof the three centa
windows has a madallon painted by a celes
brated worker in g'ass.
