NEw Orrneans, July 7.<It beoame known
to-night that the place flually seloctod for the
Bght was liehburg, or Rich's Milla, In Marion

This fact loaked out, and the Sherlff of that
county and the commandant of the Miss{saippi
troops at Nlebholson telegraphod to Gov, Lowry

for Instruetions. asking whether they wors au-
thorized to tear up the track to prevent the
passngo of the prize-flght tram
Ho nnswared, telling them to take stops that
woere nocessury to provent the fleht ocourring
in Missi-sippl—not tear up tho track, butto
pluee obstructions on It as to provent the pas-
Ceago of trouins, il necessnry, and to notify the
rullrond o thoritios of what bad been done.

This Is the plight those In New Orlenns find
themsolves at midnight. The lleliters are sule
in Mlssisslopl bayond the troops. and ure now
at Richburg, whoroe the battle will take place.
Thie troops Ly constent mareling cannot hope
to rench Richburg before noon to-morrow,

Bhould the nuthorities Interpret the Gove
ernor's {ostruotions to obstruol the track. ns
meanlng the stoppage of the tralns contslning
the thovsands on the way to the flght. there
will bte & great many disappoluted men, and
the buttle may be declded without any eye-
witnesaes at the regular time.
