The
eonvention will pleaso comp to ordor!™ erjed
Gan, Gullininper, as he stoppad to the front of
the platform, and rapped with his gavel on
the desk,

At ones the buralng and humming srow
louder as the many delogates to the eonvon-
tlon rought their plneos, Thors ware sovoral
thousand of them prosent, snid [t Was many
minutes after tho call to order befure they
were all seated. Even then a number of polit-
leal workors from various polnts slong the
line of tho Btaten Islund Rapid Transit Rall-
road were moving busily about from ono dels-
gatlon to anothoer, trying to make thelr donls
belore the nctivo work of the convention bo-
gan. ‘Theserviees of Major Longhill. tho vot-
ornn Sergoant-nt-Arms, who has ncoted In that
enpacity at somany conventions b pust yenrs,
hnd to be enllod upon bolors perfoet orler wos
obtained. While he is thus engaged In sub.
dulog the more relractory delegetos lot us take
a glance at the convontion.
