Proud and pretentious the Austrinn man-
of-war Balda rode at anchor batwason the God-
dess of Liberty and Castle Willlama., The sun
shone hot upon Ler masts and yardarms and
glistoning brass rails, and the smooth,
dark sides of her long hull. From stem to
storn. from mast top to water line the ship
looked splondid and formidable, The grost
moutha of polished guns protruded from the
portholes, and an hour befors those mouths
had bolehed forth thunder and elouds of smoke
astho Saida had glven snlnte to the eliy in
whosa harbor slin Iny.
