In tbeorlglaoloreod of tho Lnttor-dn- r Church
there was no sanction of polygamy. During
tho first ton "years after the organization of
Mormonlsm. We henr nothing about this retro-
gression from tho practices of clvlltzod lands.
But In Nauvqo as early as 1841 Josoph began
totako to himself plural wlvos. and bis

by some of his adherents.
Finally, In 1813, there camo to Joseph a revola-tlo- n

tho Inst of whloh thoro Is any record for-
mally authorUJoa polygamy. For years, how-ove- r,

this revelation was confined to a fow. and
It was not promulgated until nltor the groat
exodus, when tho Mormons had bocomo estab-
lished in Utah, The fact, nevertheless, that
polygamy was countenanced by tho leaders of
thonow Church loakod out. and grontly aggra-
vated tho hostility wfth which the Nauvoo

was regarded by its Gentllo neighbors.
This hostility culminated in June, 1811. ln tho
assassination of Joseph Bmtth and his brother
Hyrum. who had boen taken to tho town of
Carthage br tho State authorities on a civil
chargo.

That Joseuh Smith wasaremarkablo mnn
Beems to Mr. Bancroft Incontestable. How
well ho Was qualified for tbo workAio under-
took Is shown or' tho fact that ho made scores i

of thousands b,oliovo In htm nnd in his teach-
ings. Had ho not possossod physical and men-

tal aptltudesfor tho prosolytlzlng function ho
must have failed, for his days wore full of
tr6uMeTIT'Niy rfcid Ih'ot, W, sjipopla,'" ivero, of tens,
petulant, his elders quarrelsomo. bis ablest
followers onutlons and captious. Whtlo tho
world scoffed and the neighbors used vlolonce,
bis high prlosts were continually asking him
for pronhocles, and It thoy.were not fulfilled at
onco and to the lotter, they stood ready to
apostatize. Many did apostatize; many be-

haved disgracefully, and brought reproach
and enmity upon tho causo. Moreover. Josoph
was constantly ln fear for his life, yet, though
by no means doslrous of death, in momenta
of oxcltement he ofton focod danger with ap-
parent Indifference to tho results,"
It is not generally known that BrlghamYoung,

Who succeeded Josoph Smith as President of
the twolvo Mormon apostles, was four yoars
older, having boon born ln 1801. Llko his pre-
decessor, ho wns a natIo of Vermont. Tho
son of a poor farmer, ho received but little
education, having boon obllgod to earn bis
own livelihood from an eatly ago. He had
been by.turns farmer, Icarpenlor, jolnor. house
pointer, and glazier, whon ln 1832 ho became a
convert to Mormonlsm nnd was mado an elder.
Henceforth ho was Smith's most dovotod fol-

lower, more than once shielding him from
treacnery or porsocutlon at the risk of his own
Ufa. He had been sent upon n mission to Eng-
land ln 1810. and, although ho had returned to
the Unltod States somo time before 1814, ho
was not in Illinois at tho time of tho prophet's
assassination. Ho was choson Smitn's succes-
sor by an overwhelming majority over Sidney
Itlgdon. tho principal contestant. It was he.
who in 181G-'4- 8 directed tho migration of the
Mormons from Nauvoo to Utah and established
anewZlon by tho shores of the Orent Salt
Lake. Wo find the man's obaractor skotohod
ln an appreciative way by Mr. Banoroft on
page 201. Young was noteloquent.it seems,
like Illgdon, but something more than oratory
was needed to obtain control of tho Mormons
at tho crisis of their history. "Of that some-
thing." we are told. " Brleham found himself
in possession. It was tbo combination of qual-
ities which wo And present primarily in all groat
men, in all leaders of mon lntollectual force,
mental superiority, united with personal mag-
netism and physique enough to give weight to
will and opinion. Brigham Young was as-

suredly a groat man. If by greatnos wo moan
one who Is superior to others in strength and
skill, moral, intellectual, or physical. Tho se-

cret of this man's power a power that within
a few years mado itself felt tbrougbout the
World was this: Ho was a sincere man. or, If
an impostor, ho was ono who first imposed
upon himself. Ho was not a hypocrite; Knave
in the ordinary sense of tho term ho was not.
though ho has boon a thousand times eallod
both. It be was a bad man. he was still a
great man. and tho evil that bo did was done
wltn honest purposes. Ho possessed great ad-

ministrative ability; he was g, with a
keen insight into human nature, and a thor-
ough knowledgo of the good and ovtl qualities
of mon. of their virtues and frailties. His su-
periority was native, but he dally and hourly
grew more powerful."

What became of Nauvoo, whloh once con-
tained twenty thousand inhabitants, after the
Mormon exodus? Tills question Is answered
on page 235. " The' temple was destroyed by
fire and tempest, and all tho woodwork

tho rock was utilized for miles
arouna as foundations of housos, for door-
steps, and other nurposos. A French company
oomlng In later bought the stono from tboseln
possession and built wine vaults. Foundations
of buildings woro broken up, and houses onco
surrounded by carefully tended floworgardens,
pillaged of all that was valuable, wore aban-
doned by their ruthless destroyers. In 18S8
the Ioarlans formed tho most important part
of the population of Nauvoo. They lived in a
long, ugly row of buildings, the architect of
Which and of the Bohool house was a cobblor.
In the bouso built for the prophot and his fam-
ily dwelt in IBM tho propbot'a widow, his
mother, and other relatives."

Theploneerbandof emigrants under Young
reached the site of Bait Lake City in the sum-
mer of 1810. By the dose of 1818 somo 6.000
Mormons bad accomplished tho long and dlfll-cu- lt

journey from their winter quar-
ters noar Omaha to Utah. In 1850, according
to the United States census, the population of
tho Torrltory was 11,354, of whom rather more
than half woro residents of the olty. In 1852
the number of Mormons was estimated by
themselvos at upward ol 30,000, and by the
Gentiles at 26,000. now prosperous the com-
munity had become at the end of five years Is
Indicated by the fact that, the country being
cauvaeBed to ascertain how many Inmates a
poorhous would have, onlr two were found.
This ln a wlldorness where the food of the In-
dians had been roasted crlckots.

The grounds on which tho Mormons, onc6
established in their new home, openly advo-
cated a plurality of wives are conolsely statod
by Mr. Bancroft on page 871. "Polygamy, as a
tenet of the Mormon Church, Is based upon
Scripture example, andlf this be unlawful.it
ears, all Is unlawful,. Christian seots hold up
tho patriarchs as exemplars in thplr sacred In-
struction, and yot denounce In those person-
ages a practice which Christ nowhere con-
demns. VYutlo In polygamy, God blessed them
and their polygamous seed, saying never a
word about their plural wires. Polygamy was
common ln Asia at the time of the apostles,
yet none of them preached against It. nor does
John the revelator mention It writing to the
seven churches. In the dsys of Justin Martyr
the Jews preaobed polygamy. It la true that the
Emperor Tbeodoslus about A. D. 893 promul-
gated a Jaw against polygamy, but it wos

sixty years later. Nevertheless, aa the
Christian part of the civilized world regordod
tbo practice with abhorreneo, the prophet
Joseph Inquired ot tho Lord as to what he

hould do. And tho Lord answered,
him to restore all things, the prac-

tice of polygamy among tha rest. The Inferior
crflar of wifehood, however, known M tbe.
Scriptures as eonoublnage, U not recognized
ln the Mormon Ohnroh. Br the marriage);
covenant all women cohabiting with a manr
.made.wivea. and,all children are,legltlmata.' '

It is .unquestionably true that the Auestlon
between polygamy and monogamy la one for
'civilization to dotormtno. and that Christianity .

has not a foot of ground to stand upon In com-

bating lb former practice. But civilization
condemns It; and condemned it bofore Christ
was born. ' The pooplo to whom Jesus
proached wero far beneath tha level ot
tho coatemporarr Uollenlo and Roman civili-

zations. Nor can it be doubted that tho
subsequent attempt of Roman nnd Byzantlno
Emporors to enforce monogamy among tholr
Asiatic subjocts account In no small degree
for tbo case with which Mohammedanism
overran Syria and tbo eastern half of Ada
Minor. Aftor setting forth tlio sociological ns
well as Scriptural argument out forward by
tho Mormons In favor of polygamy, Mr. Ban-

croft sums up his own opinion br nmrmlng
that, whtlo tho toleration of a plurality ot wlvos
cannot be looked upon ns conduclvo to the
highest well-bein- g ot a community, tho coer-
cion of the Mormons In this partloular is not
consistent with the hlghost typo of morality
and social liberty. We may add that our East-
ern commonwealths might do well to eradicate
far more grlovoils social ovlls bofore Inveigh-
ing with bo much soverlty ncalnst Ihq Mormon
custom of supporting sevoral wives.

Before taking loave of a volumo which con-

tains more authentto Information relating to
tho Mormons than tins over boforo been mado
accessible, wo would noto what Mr. Bancroft
Buys regarding tha responsibility, for tho
Mountain Moadows massacre. IIo. assures us
tbat " It may as woll bo understood at tho out-e- ot

thnt this borribla crlmo. so often and bo
peratstentlyehnrgod upon tho Mormon Church
and Its leaders, was the crlmo. of nn Individual
(John Doylo Loo), the orlmo ot n fanatlo ot tho
worst stamp, who was n member of the Mori
mon Church, but of whoso intentions the
Church know notblng, and whoso bloody acts
tho members ot tbo Church, high and low, re-
gard with abhorreneo.11

This, tho"nuthor thinks may bo 'ncceptod as
an historical fact. - M. W. II.

The Hfnute Forty Tenri I en.
Among tho recent contributions to Amer-

ican history none Wswortbrot, moro Eorlous,
.Btteiitfoa.tfth'on IbJ solufAhf.od , Qr.uat,
benaiort. by Oltveu Dieh. In its threo hun-
dred pages are comprised tho author's per-
sonal recollections ot Calhoun, Clay, Wobstor,
Benton. Houston. Jefferson Davis, and other
mon who played conspicuous parts In
Amorlcnn polltlci during tho oventful years
of 1818-1- What renders especially note-
worthy the appreciatlvo and oven oulogls-tl- o

estimates of tho great nulllflor and
of the of the Southorc Confed-
eracy is tho fact that thor record tbo impres-
sions of ono who, at tho time whon he was
brought ln contact with tboso statesmen, was
hlmsolf nn ardent abolitionist. Ills testimony,
therefore, to tbelr admirable qualities ot intel-
lect and character will bo accoptod ns of
tbo most conclusive kind. His analysis,
also, ot Webster's Individuality Is the
most searching that wo have seen In-

deed. It Is tho only one which accounts at
once for tbo triumphs and tho shortcomings of
tho groat parliamentary champion of tbo
Union. Wo should not omit to mention that ln
addition to portraits of tho distinguished men
enumerated tho book contains tho first authen-
tic and exhaustive disclosuro ot the political
intrigue which brought about the nomination
of Gon. Taylor for the Presidency, nnd the
Barnburnor revolt under Van Buren ocuinst
Cuss, which mado Taylor's election possible.

It would be easy to fill columns with effective
extracts from this volume, but wo must conllno
ourselves to two or threo examples of lncislvo
and impartial delineation. We naturally select
for this purpose port of what tho author has to
eay about Calhoun and Jefferson Davis. Wo
read, for instance, on pogo 118. that when tho
author went to Washington ln December.
1848. " full to tho brim of abolition bigotry
and prejudice. I was enger to got a sight
of the great South Carolina nulllflor and
disunlonist, and when ho was pointed
out to me ln thoKennteChnmbor I cave him a
searching scrutiny. Ills appoarance tatisflod
mo completely. He soemed to boa perfect
image and embodiment of tho devil." Present-
ly, however, Calhoun arose to spor.k, and be-

fore ho had ended, his physiognomy seemed to
the onlooker tohnveuudergone a change. " In-
stead of looking llko a de 11. be impressed mo
as a hlgb-tone- d gentleman, with a brilliant In-

tellect, a swe6t dlsnosltlobf.a, sound heart, and
a consclontlous devotion tp ffKMlio believed to
bo right Iwus oxed and asjonished tbat Btich
a change should havo acourreof la, ray feeling
toward tho Great Nulliiler. Itoomod to me
that 1 was becoming a-- traitor Jo my status na
an abolitionist, ,bnt as tirao went on, Iho
change also went ,on" lneplto 9t''oll tha,t, j;
could do." Subsequently the "author haw
a good deal of Calhoun at the hitter's house,
and found him " Inexpressibly urbane, re. fined,
gontlo, winning; and yet ho was strong and
thoroughly manly, with an engaging invlncl-blones- rf

pervading his softness and centloueas.,
I admired Benton; I admired Clay still mora;.
I admired Webster, on the Intellectual sldo,
most of all ; but I Io ed Calhoun, and as I camo
to Know him noil, and saw his exquisitely
beautilul nature mirrored in his face, his
countenance no longer seomed Satanic, but,
angelic, and his benignant greeting In tho
morning was llko a benediction that lasted tho
wholo day."

In ono of his interviews with Calhoun the
author, forgetting that Jacicson's enmity had
ruined Calhoun's political career, asked tho
South Carolina statesman what kind of a man
Jackson was. " As soon as the question was
put. Calhoun sank Into profound qulesoenoc,
seemed to bo unconscious of my prosonce. and
was apparently absorbed ln retrospection.
Then his relations to Jackson flashed vhldly
Into my mind; I was appalled at my blunder,
and awaited the result with trepidation. Ca-
lhoun's revorlo oontlnuod but a short time.
Soon he lookod at mo bonlgnantlyandeald:
