make was prevented by a thrust irom a hunting knlio which reached his heart. Thlsoc-ourron-

At about 1 o'oloek u body of about twenty
men, some on foot nqd some mounted, sonrched
the western bait ot the thicket, and some of
tbem oame within fifty feet ot us, but they
made no discoveries. We heard saveral of
tbem loudly declaring their belief that we
were miles awav. ami as they left our thicket

along that night, and that every one would be
shot down, no matter whether they surren-dere- d

or resisted.. He had eighty rods of the
read to pstrol. and as he was about midway of
his beat. Hnunders thrust a knife Into htm, be-

lieving this tbe only alternative. Us .then
took the body and concealed It In a thicket,

our party crossed tbo highway without
Iscoiery. When daylight came we went into

hiding among tbo rocks far up tho mountain,
and while no one camo very near to us during
tho day, we saw regular troops, bodies of Ir-
regulars and citizens moving In. every direc-
tion. Wo moved on,, again, as soon as
darknsss camo, travelled nil night with-
out being Interrupted, and noxt day lay
hidden almost at tbe western baso of
the mountain. On this night, after wo had
boen afoot about threo hours, wo ronohoc the
K- - ntucky lino, but soon alter doing so. nnd
whllo rnoilng cautiously upon a highway, we
woro challenged from front and icar simul-
taneously, and wo realized that we had walked
Into a trap. Fire was opened on us at once,
but wo loft rhn road, ollmbed among sorao
rocks to the right, and soon roturnod tbe fire
with spirit. The force opposed drew away to
wait for davllgbt, and aftor scouting In every
direction and finding ourselves surrounded wo
lntronchod our-olv- nnd prepared for the llcht
wo know davllgbt would bring. Wbon morn-
ing camo we found ourselves bommod In by a
forco f about HUO men. n portion ot whom
woro enlisted soldiers acting under commis-
sioned onicors.

Then occurred what war history dosorioes
n " a dofonco without Its enunl in tho history
ot tho wholo struggle." Thoy opened flro on
us from ovory Bide, and every ono ot our party
replied aa fast as a sure shot could bo counted
on. From G o'clook in tho morning until U

there was no lot up, but wo woro so woll shel-
tered behind tho rocks that not one of us was
scratched. Wo were than summoned to sur-
render, and upon returning a dodantroplya
body of men numbering ISO charged our posi-
tion. To get at us nt all thoy bad to appear In
the open road, and wo broko them threo tlmos
before the real choree was made. Thon as thoy
trlod to second tbo stoop side ot tbo hill wo
had thorn at our raoroy. At noon we wore
again summoned to surrender, and whon we
refused thoy brought up a and
oponed on us. Tho llrst shot wont ton feet above
our boads, and at tho second tho gun burst and
klllod four men. At 2 o'clock tbey cbargod
again, and were driven back, and nnhourlntor
a forco ot Union cavalry, out on n reconnols-anc- o.

CHINESE COURT CVS TOSIS.

The tittle Princes Trained Constantly-IIo- iv

the llarcm la Ulinngeil.
Kwnnjr-Su- , tho Chineso Emperor who

nscondod tho throno March 4 last, wan just 17
years old on July 23. Nevertheless ho proba-
bly has as much mlscollanoous learning In his
head as any threo European prlncos.wbo, nt his
age. art usually digging deep nfter Greek and
Latin roots or bammoring away at olomentary
problems In parliamentary government and
(lnanco. Tho young Chinese Emperor's

Is duo for tho most part to tho
thoroughness and striotness ot his very early
training, for in China Uttlo princes aro com-
pelled to cram their small noddles full of nil
sorts of knowledgo during tbo yoars which
Amorlcan boys always dovoto to marbles.sorub,
and holoy-bowlo- Thoy rlso at 1 o'clock In tho
morning to tako lessons in Chlneso literature.
Tbotoachor who glvos them this loBson bears
tbo title "shlfu," and Is a very big man. so big
in fact tbat tho princes upon ontorlng their
recitation room must bow to him first As
Boon as a prince has learned bis lesson bo
places his book before tho teaoher, sets down
before him, and repeats without Interruption
all he romombors of what ho has been boon
studying. If the toachor finds that tho prlnco
does not remember enough bo sends a eunuch
out for a whip and makes a groat show of pre-
paring to whip Bomo one. Tho whip whon it
comes, however, falls not upon tho shoulders
of tho prince but upon tho Bhouldors of elgbt
othor littlo Chinamen called "
who accompnny tho prince to his school dally
and recllo the same lessons as he. Through
those the prlnco is thrashed or
praised according to his deserts. Should
vicarious floggings not induco a prlnco
to stow away tho requisite amount
of Cblnsso learning bo would bo taken
before tbo Emperor, who would com-
mand a ounuch to pinch the young lazybones's
fheeks. Tho Cbinese lesson lasts two hours,

by other loss Important exercises,
whloh are superintended by nnother teuchor.
titlll nnother toaahor Instructs tho princes In
several Aslatla languages nnd Chinese dlalocta.
After school hours the princes shoot with tho
bow. on loot and on horsoback, fenoo, run, and
jump, under tbo supenntendenco of spoclai
toachers. In short their wholo day Is taken up
with tho porformanceot prescribed mental aud
physical exercised. At Qxod hours tbolr food
Is portioned out to them. None of them Is

to uso his own judgment as to what nnd
how muoh be may eat. Tbey aro always tuckedaway In bed with tho bens, so tbat they may bo
ready lor the i o'clock dose ot Cbiuose litera-
ture tho next morniug.

At tue beginning or nis tourtoentn year tns
holr apparent to tbe Chinese throno Is put intraining tor his mnrrlago. which takes placo
In bis lllteenth year. Tho young woman wbo
teaches him all about tho duties of married
llfo Is selected from tho lnnor circle of tho im-
perial onicinl household, and must be lust one
yoaroldorthau he. Alter tbe i'llnoe has be-
come hmporor this preliminary wlfo recolvos
tbe hononblo tltlo ol "bll." which sho alone
of all membersof tbe barem is allowed to boar.

Tho dally leisure hour of his Imperial Chi-
nese Majesty Is from 4 to S o'alook In the after-
noon. During this hour a eunucb brings to
the hmporor a box of littlo wblto tickets, each
of which bears tho name ot a court lady. ThoEmperor draws a ticket, hit or miss, and gives
it to tho eunuch, who immediately orders the
hourl numed on It to the Emperor's apartments.
Bhe Is convoyed tblthor In a llttor by four ser-
vants. Uho always tokos n golden wash basin
with hor. Hhe is carried back to ber quartors
nfter having passed about an hour with thoEmperor. Twenty-fou- r female servants pass
tbo night In tbo sleeping chamber of tho Em-
tio ror and Empress. Their duties consist In
keeping a sharp watch ot tbo imperial couplo.
vlliey nro not allowed to sneeze, cough, speak,
or mako an unnecessary inoomont. When tho
lmporlnl couple awake in tho morning, tho
twenty-fou- r lomnlo sorvants announce tho
fnct to the eunuch on guard.wbo proclaims tho
nows by Igorously clntipinghlH hands.

Most mon are not allowed to pass tho most
romotoof the lh minors which loud to tbo im- -

chamber. Mombers of the lmporlnl
arde du Corps, who guard the fifth door, aro

under orders to oppose with drawn swords tbo
ontrnnco ot all mon. ovoa tno hlghost Imperial
onlclals, wliu cannot give tbo pass word. Not
ot en eunuchs aro allowed to pass tbo three ln-
nor doors. If a lady ol the court wlshos to buy
anything or rommunlcnto In nnv way with tbe
outsldo world, sho tells n maid sorvant all
about It. Tho maid servant then goesasaro
distance away from all 'court ladlos and sum-
mons to hor the ounuch in cblol by striking agong or turning a '"clapper." Aftor learning
what tho court lady wishes, tho eunucb In
cblof passes alone the orrund to an under
eunuch, wbo secures tbo deslied nrttilo or In-
formation.

Terry, the Capitol
Commissioner, finishes tho toworof the Capi-

tol it will overlook as much torrltoryae M.
ElfTel's wonderful creation In tho valloy of tho
Beine. Only It must bo acknowledged tbat tho
base of the Eiffel tower rests In a hollow, whllo

that of tbe Capital Is upon ono ot the highest
ot the hills that look down upon tbo valley ot
the Hudson.

Yet the Capitol tower will hao hoonsldora-bl- o

height, even whon compnrod with tbat ot
tho Frenchman. Its apex will bo 390 feet from
the street level Already tho toworlsof suffi-

cient height to givo n vlow ol a vnstoxtout of
torrltory about Albany. Standing upon tho
breezy omlnonco onosooi below closo at hand
the dwellings nnd buslnoss buildings ot Al-

bany, nud tho Hudson Illver, a broad stream,
gliding along at the bottom of tho valley.
Thon tbo eyo Is lifted nnd sweeps over mllos ot
farm lands to tho southward till tho riBo ot tho
Heldorborg Mountnlns Is oncountored: nnd
lifted above them, still furthor to tho south, is
nbluo rancoot mountains. That bluo range

is the Catskllls, which, aro somo forty mllos to
tbo south of this city. West, oast, nnd nortli
thoro Is tho samo mngnlflcont vlow. Ono

far to tho westward n break In tho ohntn
of hills. It is where tbo Mohawk lllvor finds
ontranco into n valley that, trending north-war- d

and eastward, finally brings It into tho
Hudson Rhor. Northward ono saos, six milos
distant, tho city of Troy, nnd boyond high hills
that aro offshoots from tho Qreon Mountains,
whllo to tho eastward aro tho Dcrkshlro Hills
of Massachusetts.

Mr, Ferry hopes to persuado tho Legislature
of 181)0 to give him sufficient monor to finish
the tower nnd also tbo approaches to tho main
entrance. It Is with that object that he has had
olabornto plans drawn lor tho tower nnd tho
approaches. In thnso designs ho modifies
greatly former plans ot architects for tho uut or
portion of the tower nnd for tho npproachos.
Those modllloatlons of tbo plans ot Wnrron it
Fuller, and also of Eidlitz x Ulchardson, tho
Arms of architects which at different times have
bad charge of tho plans for. tho construc-
tion of tho new Capitol, will doubtless
bo survoyed with great interest, not only
by architects, but also by laymon In-

terested In architecture. As originally
designed the towor was to bo wholly ot stono.
Its upper portion somowbnt resembled In do-el-

that ot tbe famous Taj Mahal in India.
Uut Eldlltz t Ittchnrdson modified that de-
sign: and now It tins been entirely chnncoil by
Mr. Terry. Thoro Is not tho sllghtost resom-blanc- o

between tho original dofgn nnd the
present one. This inodlllcatlon ot tho design
was nocessnry. Tho lower storlos of tho towor,
which are already constructed, aro composed
ot suchglgantio blooks of stone that if fur-
ther ponderous musses of suon matoiiil
woro Imposed on thorn tho foundations would
not carry them. Mr. Terry, therefore, will
abandon tho stono consirustlon of tho tower at
its present height, which Ik just aboo tho
lofty mansard roof of tho east front of the Cap-
itol, and will rontlnuo tbo work with coppor
and Iron much lighter materials. The coppor
will bo painted u dull brown eolor. which will
mako the tower harmonlzo well with tbe re-

mainder of tho building. Tho present height
of the towor is 190 feet. The total height ot
tbo metal construction will bo 200 foot. Tho
towor is tbereroro to have doublo Its present
bolght, which to the oo of a roBldont of Albany
is nirendy Imposing.

Tho Intorlor of tbo tower cannot hut bo
greatly admired by visitors to tho Capitol,

from Its spaciousness nnd the height of the
.chief room In It. Arriving nt the Capitol the
visitor will walk by easy steps upward by ap-
proaches of succosslvo platforms and. steps
until the second floor of tho groat building Is
rencberl. There bo will find n broad lobby.00
