The MUitia Inspection.

During the present weel, and during next
also, the annual inspection will take place
In all the clty regiments except the Blxty-
nlnth, which hds been already inspeoted. On
Wod.undny night the Twellth Heglment will

be Inspected, and then, in turn, the Twenty-
sscond, Beventh, Nioth, Seventy-first, and
Elghth, At these Inspections not alone the
digelpline and tealning of the militiamen will
be disvlose, but also the avallable member-
8lip of sach regiment, and, naturally enough,
considoralde rivalry exists among them on
that subject.

The Beventh Regiment had, sccording to

the last quarterly report, 1,00 officars and
men, agalnst the following totals in other
olty rogiments: Blxty-ninth, 033; Ninth, 740;
Twentysecond, 700; Twelfth, 671; Beventy-
first, 602, and Eighth, 685. The total mem-
baruhip of the National Guard in town la
but 5,600, or less than that of a few years
ago. Causes not merely nocldental have, of
course, contributed to this. Two of ths
most popular regimenta wers forced to dis-
band for lack of membership not so long
ago, leaving the fleld to regiments more
highly estesmod and more ambitious in a
pooial pense, Then, alio, the lapse of time
sihes tho closs of the late war, the blurring
out and fading away of war memories,
the entiro absence of active hostilities In
European lands caleulated to rekindle mnr-
{nl spirft hero, and lnstly and chlefly the
Inorensed desire for botter accommodations
in the way of new and better armories than
tha clty was able to provide, have all tendod
to lessen the general impulse to join the
Btate's army. The decline has been par-
ticularly visible In the rankaof those reg-
iments whoss armories have been among the
last to be arranged for,

It is, perhaps, not altogether unfortunate
that In a time of profound peace the martial
spirit of the community should not be artifl-
elally inspired by a recall of the incidents of
warfare, but it calla for a little more than
paseing wllugton when the growth of popula-
tion and of patriotic spirit 1a not reflected In
any inereass of membership in the National
Guard orin the number of regimente. Thoso
that are In exlstence, however, were nover
composed of such well-drillod soldlers as
thoy have to-day.

Not Depressing for Brother Blaine.

The Hon, Jayes G. BLAINE 18 sald to have
expressed sorrow at the defeatof Gov. Fona-
EEn. His tears, if he shed any, were truly
graclous drops, Thore was a time whon
“ Brame and FoRARER " were dreamed of by
Republicans of a hustling temperament as
tho ticket wherewlth to fire the Northern
heart and sweep the country. But In 1883
Mr, Foraxen began to show marked symp-
toms of cophalle tumefaction., e regarded
himsalf as out of the Vice-President claas,
He fixed his glittering eye upon first place.
A weolk ago lost Tuesday he was withdrawn
for repalrs,

As a Republican and a friend of FORAKNR,
Mr. BLave may regret the Ohlo calamity,
As a politiclan still in the prime of life, and
not without a certain gentlo interest In the
Republican Natlonal Conventlon of 1892, he
must be aware that the disappearance of
Ohlo's cocklest son probably means not only
the ellmination of ona Ohlo candidate for
the Republican nomination, but of all Ohlo
candidates, The feud between the Foraker-
inns and the anti-Forakerlans |8 too hot to
bo cooled off in & year or two. The Ohlo
delegation will bring mnot harmony, but
razorg in their hands, Even Mr, McKmLey
Is suspected by the Fonaxr men. BSo
Brother BLATNE's grief over the colllsion of
Foragen's marble cheek with the recent
eyclone cannot be poignant.

Indeed, na Mr. Brarse read the election
returng there may have been a twinkle In‘
his eye and deop peace In his heart, When
he saw that Manosw, hls enemy of long
date, had been most beautifully trounced,
perbaps he smote his right leg joylully with
his right hand—the hand that the Hon.
Georae F. EpMUxDps was not allowed to
ghake. The French cynlo may have been
wrong in saying that there ls something
which secretly delights usin the misfortunes
ol our friends, but it isnot in human nature to
grieve over the misfortunes of our enemies,
Mr. BrAINg gecms to have seen through
Manoxe from the first, The defeat of the
little Virginin bosa was not only a eort of
revenge to Mr. Brarve, but It was a trlumph
of his sagoelty. Who ean blame him If he
chuckled a little over the absurd results of
Gon. Hannisox's attempt to make Virginia
a Magoxe State in the hope of & Hmmﬁos
delegation from Virginia in 18927

And the surprising feat of the Grangers
and anti-Prohibitionlsts and rallrosd men
and anti-rallroad men in standing the Re-
publican party of Iowa on Its head cannot
havebeen viewod with alarm, as the plat-
forms eay, by the Secretary of Btate. The
Hon. WiLLiaxM Boyp ALnisox has not, to bo
sure, been regarded as o formidable or even
a posaible candldate for the Presldency by
anybody outslde of Towa, But Mr. ALnisox
s 8 timld and shrinking politlcian whodldn't
dare to go Into the Cabioet lest ho should
blast hia hopes of moving Into the White
House, And now Mr. ALLISON seeg with
grief the flopplng over of hils State, and his
own calliog and reflection by no means
sure, As Mr. BLaiNe mused over the plight
of Mr, ALusoN, o humorous and not un-
kindly grin may have been detected on his
face. Mr. BLamve was notafrald to go Into
the Cabinot, and yet In the race for tho Pres-
{denoy he {8 miles nnd laps shead of the cau-
tlous Mr. ALLISON,

Finally, ns Mr. BraTwe refllected that all
or much of the Republican losses would be
obarged to the Hon. BExzasiy HARRISON,
theré was another cause, not, of course, of
slation, but of mild and sell-upproving sat-
efaction. Mr., BLAINe's enemics inslst that
he Is nothing in the Cabinet, a figurchead, a
mere clerk. Doubtless Gen. HARHISON'S
little legs have taken up altogether too
much spaee at the Cabinet table, Well, Gen,
Harmsoy has sought to magnify himself
and to minimize Mr. Buamwe. For results,
sae the election figures from Moassnchusetts,
New York, Ohio, Iowa, The President's
desiire to be photographed ns of herole size
upon Republican politiea has not been gratl-
fled. Even In the background Mr. BLamg
looms up the larger.

On the whols, Mr. BLAmxg of Mualne ought
to bo In good eplrite,. Nobody 18 cele-
brating his funernl.

The Country Roads.

An address on rond making was dellvered
before e Carvluge Bullders' Natlonal Ase
soclatlon at Byrmeuse on Oct, 17 by Col.
ALBERT A, Pore of Boston, und 1t wns full
of suggestions both practical and political,
This same subject was recontly trented In an
essay in Nevibner's  Magozine by  Prof,
Huarn, aml this was afterward repub-
lighed In Tne Sus. The Leaguo of American
Wheelmen ulso, & very large organization
possessed of rouch inherent enthuslasm gen-
erally, nnd peculiarly  Iolerested o the
working state of the highways, has bLeen
mulling for some thme over o proposition for
thelr comprehousive improvement.  *“No
country,” sald Col. Pore In hisaddress, " has
n groater road milleage in proportion to the
population than the United States,” but he
deseribod it as having suffered * through
lack of o public policy covering the location,
construction, and malntenance of ways,"
Of course everybody Is concerned with
this question. No dinner table s ever set
that its provender has not in some way pald
toll to the country road, and the better the
roaud the less the toll.

But It I8 to be observed that each one of
thess movements twhard improving the
blghwuyvs Las contemplated the help, or
the supervision, or the implication of the
generul Government, Col, Yorg thinks o
"Commissloner of Highways might be pro-
vided for ln the Agricultural Department,
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suitable appropriations made for the prose-
eution of n general work” The
same ldea ls entertained by the wheslmen,
and also by Prof. Bmanan. In other words,
the ultimate development of the effort
by thess road reformers would be to have
the Federal Government assume oharge
of all our highways on land, as it now has
of the ways by water, and as our lowa
friends, and thalr sympathizers slsewhare,
would have it take the rallroads. No doubt
Uncls Jenay Rosx would jump over the
biggest hayoock he ever ralsed with loy
over the prospect of getting a practisal job,
such ns reforming the national highways, In-
stead of hunting up barnyard chestnuts on
the subjeats of laying hens and grasahoppers.

There Is great opportunity for useful work
in the matter of improving the highways.
The roada in this neighborhood are particu-
lnrly bnd, Btaten Island is fearful. Long
Island's ways are often enough to make a
true-blue Napeague or an origioal Shin-
necock blush,  Golng north Into Weet-
chestor tho state of affalrs 1s vory littls bet-
ter. And these criticisms osn be extended
as you widen the country criticised.

But the people to do the required business
are the country people. They can go at it
without walting for farther suggestions from
the wagon makersor the bleyclers. The Fed-
eral Government has too much todoalready,

Tord BAn1sBURY sald In his speech at the
Lord Mayor's banquet that the eoming Antl-
Blavery Congress at Hrussels would form an
evoch, marking the great progress of European
opinion on the subject of subpressing Afriean
slavery.

scheme, which the powers Interested will
endeavor unitedly to carry out for the ultimates
crushing, root and branch, of the alava trade,

It 1s not the purposs to interfore with domes-
tic alnvery as it oxlsts among many African
trites and which can never be extinguished
save by the ultimate arcendenoy of elvilization
in Africn. But it is not this institution that is
depopulating grant distriots and infileting the
most heartrending sufferings upon the hapless
patives. Itisthe slavetrade as originated and
earriad on by Arab men stealers againet which
tho foroes of civilization are now to be arrayed.
Upon the redemption of Africa from this terrible
curse, depend all her hopes of future progress.
