The Reinstatement of Malietoa.
I The Joint action ot tho British, German,

and American consular representatives at
tpla In recognizing Maxikioa as King com-"ttfit-

the downfall ot tho usurper Taji-Jses- b,

and, accompanied as It Is by popular
consent and rejoicings, ensures the peaceful

' settlement ot tho Samoan problem.
This reinstatement ot MaiiIetoa was un-

doubtedly tho subject of an understanding
I at tho Berlin conference, although It is bc--
I lloved that no mention was mado of it In
9 the protocol. To avoid tho appearance of
1 compulsion, Germany was voluntarily to
I bring back tho King from his placo of exile

at Jalult, In tho Marshall Islands; and wo
may be suro that Dr. Steubeij, tho German
Consul, would never have greeted tho much
abused monarch on his roturn with
marks of respect bo effusive, had ho
not been lnstruoted that Maueota's reln- -
statement in ofllco was fully contemplated.
This arrangement, as will be romembcred,I was at first Interfered with by tho action of
tho natlvo chiefs, who ohoso as temporary
King Mataafa, their leader In the revolt
against German domination. This choice
was duo to tho ill health ot Mai.ietoa and
also to the generosity which prompted him
to support tho claims of Mataafa, while tho
latter, on his part, not to bo outdono In cour-
tesy, Insisted that he had been only Malie-toa'- s

representative. But It Is now plain
1 that as soon as tho chiefs understood that

tho foreign powers preferred Malietoa,
they also accepted him.

The return of Malietoa to rulershlp is
tho tardy remedy furnished for an inter- -
national as well as a personal wrong. Ills
dethronement by Commodoro Hetjsnkh, In

! August, 1887, was a gross violation of tho
understanding of the three treaty powers
that nothing should be done to disturb tho
political status in Samoa. On the faith of
that understanding a conference was going
on at that time In Washington botweon Mr.
Baxaud and the British and German Min
isters. When, also, the charges mado against
Maxjetoa were examined, they were found
to be flimsy, It not absurd. Tho three
offences actually spoclfled by Consul BixKr.it
were, a street quarrel on the Kaiser's birth-
day between Germans and natives; occa-
sional thiovlng from the German plan-
tations by natives " to tho extent ot more
than $3,000 a year;" and, Anally, tho
Inability of tho courts to prevent such
offences. Admitting everything, they would
be trying to hold the King personally re-
sponsible for tho petty misconduct of every
one of his subjects for such offences as aio
elsewhere brought beforo police-- courts. If
wo can imnglno Emporor William de-

throned and banlshod because- of iotty lar-

cenies and drunken quarrels that dally oc- -.

our In Berlin, wo should have a fair parallel,
on a larger scale, of tho wrong dono to
Malietoa two years ago. Tho International
outrage was completed in Ignoring tho vig-
orous protests made by tho British and
American Consuls, and by puttlug on tho
throne Tamasese, a mere puppet of tho
Germans, whom their Consul himself had
denounced, in common with tho other two,
not long before, as a mcru pretender.

To show how foreign domination was
forced upon tho Bomoans, it Is enough to re-
fer to tho account given by Consul-Gener-

BzWALii of tho first fono, or meeting of
chiefs, for discussion, called by Taiiahehr,
after ho had thus been made King. It was
hold In Tamabkse'h armod camp and under
the guns of five Germau war ships. Never
theless, Mataafa, tho chief ujwn whom
Tamasise most relied, and whom ho nn--
pointed Governor of Atna, openly told

h Taiiahese that tho kingship belonged to
IsH Malietoa. Proceeding In his loiter to Mr.

When tho Germans landed an
armed force, which was repulsed with severe
loss by Mataafa, tho crisis came, and Con-

gress wa) aroused to tho situation. Then
followed tho train of events which induced
Btsitaiick to propose a conference

Wlillo Mataafa more distinctly than A

may roprescnt determined hostility
to German encroachment, yet the reinstate-
ment of tho latter furnishes tho moro oxaot
vindication or tho Atnot Icon position through-
out tho controversy, nnd of tho orlglnnl pro-

test of our consular representative on tho
ppot. If, therefore, Germany and Great
Britain aro satisfied to hnvo tho Injustice of
1887 repaired In this form, certainly our
country need not object.

Wo are compelled to say that In swing,
slant, Bbadlng, and goneral style, this signa-
ture boars a remarkable resemblance to tho
chlrography of tliu anonymous correspond-
ent who thinks that tho soul of our Wash-
ington correspondent ought to bo eternally
damned for sending us tho facts about 's

latest advertising enterprise.
Thon In "nrticlo" la curiously llko tho a
thrlco appearing In " Wanasiakeb." Tho o
In "John," when compared with the o that
appears In "of." In "ought," In "go," and
in " to," in tho anonymous message, would
fix tho attention of nny expert In matters of
tho kind, and would start a very Interesting
train of speculation. Thor In "writer" oud
tho final r in the autograph " Wanamakbii"
aro absolutely Identical in genius. The same
thing Is truo of tho o In "Wanamakkb"
and tho o in " hell."

On tho other hand, tho h In "John" Is
wholly unllko tho h in " hell." In Wana-UAKEl- t's

acknowledged signature- - the h Is
peculiar moro llko a capital than a small
letter. Tho h In "holl" Is of tho ordinary
pattern known to printers as lower case
script. This apparent discrepancy may re-

sult simply from tho fact that tho peculiar h
as above Is an affectation, and that this form
is not used by Waxamakeb except in his
signature Wo should bo glad to have In-

formation on this point. If Wanamakeb
habitually forms littlo h as if It wcro a small
capital, ho Is clearly not tho writer of tho
undignified and unchristian sontiment which
comes to us by tho Southern mnll.

But if not Holy John himself, who can It
bo? Certainly not ono'of Wanamaker's
pupils in the Bothany Sunday School. Thoy
are taught to hope tor tho salvation rather
than tho eternal damnation of Washington
correspondents and other human beings.

A Chance for Gen. FIsk.
Our esteemed contemporary, the Hon.

Clinton Brewer Fisk of Bumson Neok Is
merging his Dry self Into a larger name, If
tho talo told by Mr. E. Evans, described as
a resident of tho able town of Tonawanda, In
this State, and "tho principal promoter of
tho national reform party," a small but
select gathering of cranks which Illustrated
Chicago last week, bo true. Tho National
Iteform patty, according to Brother Evakb,
Is restricted but glorious. "We did not
want largo numbers," says Mr. Evans.
" We wanted tho brains of several parties."
Evidently Mr. Evans is an excluslvo In poll-tic- s.

Largo partios, arc, of course, difficult
to handle, and It is possible that an eclectic
reformer liko Elder Evans might not exort
tho lnlluenco or enjoy tho intellectual and
numerical preponderance in thorn to which
ambition and virtue might call him. Yet,
on the wholo, large parties are rather moro
useful for attaining their particular purpose
than promising midget pnrtles llko Brother
Evans's National Reformers.

Howover, bo tho National Beform party
small or great, Gen. Fihk thinks ho is with
It. At least Mr. E. Evans of Tonawanda
thinks that Gen. Fisrc thinks so. Con. Fisk,
according to Brother Evans, "Is In favor of
tho union of forces under a now name, pro-

viding such a political union can bo formed
without any Bacrillco to tho prohibition
cause." It appears, moreover, that
Gen. Fihk is tho proposer of the
new name for tho now party. And It
must be admitted that In the last year
or two tho respoctablo nnmo of Prohibition
party has lost much charm nnd all success.
As tho Prohibitionists aro In favor of woman
BuOrago, Australian ballot roform, Blair's
Education bill, weuthor lefonn, and various
othor general and partljular "reforms,"
there Is no especial reason why thoy should
not giro up their unfortunate and hoodoo'd
appollatlon.nnd become Nntloual Reformers,
as Gen. Fihk Is said to have suggested.

Tho National Reformers have, to bo sure,
a good-size- d combination of principles.
Thoy havo accumulated tho remnants, or, as
Brother Evanh says, "tho brains" ot many
buck-numb- parties. Tim relics of tho Union
Lubor party, tho Gieonback party, or 6ueh
pieces of It us aro uuncccbsary to tho forma-
tion of tho Hon. GroiidE O.Jones's Green-
back baso ball nine, nnd many othor
minute mlnoilties mo In tho hands of tho
National Reformers. Tho Prohibition party
is btilj in its minority, and muny congenial
ties ot cranklsm may bo thought to unite it
to tho coubolidiited crunks who call them-
selves National Reformcis. Wo have long
thought Uiat the Prohibition party would
gala both In strength and In simplicity by
confining its platform to liquor prohibition,
dud leaving out tho miscellaneous reforms

vhlch it insists on trying to amalgamate
with Its main objects. But amalgomatlon
and combination eeom to be tho fashion, nnd
it the Problbltionista need any additional
principles tho National Reform party can
supply them In Job lots.

Tho National Roforraors will hire a hnll
and hold a national Convention next year,
Thelton. Clinton Breweb Fisk of New
York and Rumson Neck may be tho favor-
ite. But why hold a national Convontlon
In 1890 ?

Practice nt the legislative liar.
The payment of a counsel fee of $18,000 to

Mr. John O'Byiine, a mombor of tho Bar In
this city, for services in promoting tho In-

terests of certain oystormon beforo tho
Legislature, is ono of tho most interesting
disclosures of tho Investigation into tho
affairs of the Dock Department now being
prosecuted by the Commissioners ot Ac-

counts. It suggests somo Interesting ques-
tions relative to professional ethics and
commercial rectitude

Wcsiipposothoro la a kind of servico beforo
tho Legislature or, rather, beforo commit-
tees of tho Legislature, In which It is perfect-
ly proper for a lawyer to engage. Ho may
appear before n legislative committee, which
has a particular measure under considera-
tion, and publicly advocate such action upon
the bill as will bo conduclvo to tlto Interests
of hlscllont. Such nppoatanco nn(l advocacy
cannot bo regarded as Inconsistent with tho
highest standard of professional honor, and
for services so rendered tlto lawyer may
propei ly chargo n compensation correspond-
ing with that which ho would receive for work
in court Involving as much ttmo and labor.

But tho lawyer whoso oxcrtldnB with mem-
bers of tho Legislature, go boyond,thls; who
seeks to effect by personal or political Influ-

ence what cannot bo accomplished by pub-
lic argument, nnd whoso feo vastly exceeds
what ho has been accustomed to receive for
strictly professional services In court, Is
Justly liable, to tho suspicion of being more
ot a lobbyist than a lawyor.

Wo do not say that such Is tho case with
Mr. O'Bvrne. Hols entitled to the benefit
of every doubt In his favor until ho has been
fully heard. But wo do say that any lawyer
who takes a feo for sorvlcos before tho
Legtslaturo at Albany ought to bo able,
whonovor roqulrcd, to point out exactly
what services ho rendered for the monoy.

It would also bo Interesting to know what
tho oystormon supposed their purno of $13,-00- 0

was to bo used for. What legal services
did thoy have In mind for which thoy.wero
willing to pay a lawyer a feo larger than tho
annual salary ot tho Chief Justlco of tho Su-

premo Court of tho United States ? Accord-
ing to all accounts, business men seldom
exhibit such gcnoroslty townid their coun-
sel as tho oystormon appear to have mani-
fested In paying this munificent feo.
