Mr. McAllister's ball will be noteworthy, ho
thinks, bocauso It will mark the birth of a now
era of social antortnlnment In Now York city.
As ho explains his meaning, this now oro Is
practically the abolition of tho 400. Society,
he says, is cottlng tired of tho uninterrupted

Toe Now Year ball
that I got up two years ago had that idea in
view, but this ball will be much bigger than
that I bavo no doubt whatever but that It
will be repeated next year and beoome the
great permanent soalal event of New York
society, in wblah case we may see fit to roduce

I the number ot Patriarchs' balls. I look forward
f to the time when two such balls In a winter
m will be tho onBtom. The great expense attend- -

ing them will stand in the way for a time, butI I have no doubt the demand will force theirI success notwithstanding."
The reason Mr. MoAllistor assigned for hold

ing the ball just after NewYear'b was that it
would supply a substitute for another soolal
feature of whloh New Yorkors are rapidly tir-
ing. That is the custom of making New Year's
calls. The mure conservative people in sooloty
have been frowning upon New Year's calling
for several years, bocauso it has been bo much
overdone. It ban not been, an uncom-
mon thing of late for families to leave
town on Now 1 oar's so. as not to
be compelled to receive. But theI oustom holds its own among the many,
in spite of tbe frowns of the lew. It needed
somo groat Innovation at New i ear's to crush
the custom once for oil. This is the reason why
Mr. MoAllistor settled upon Jan. H as the date
of his ball. Amid the preparations for tho
great event no one oould expeot the ladies to
receive colls, and those ladles who still cling
to the custom will be compelled to abandon It

Tho ball is to be held in the Metropolitan
Opera House. There is no other, hall in town
which is suitable for an event of its size. No
private house would hold It

"There aro only four private residences In
this town." said Mr. McAllister, "wbere a ball
of any slzo whatever can be bold. The best of
these, of course, is Mrs. William Aster's house.
The parlors are large and finely proportioned.
William U. Vanderbllt's house Is doubtless tho
next bist When he had his famous ball there
some years ago he used his art gallery for a
dancing room. With this addition it is a su-
perb house for a boll of moderate size. I

Mr. Astor ontertalnod 800 or 1.000 people
there, but it was too many. Mr. Belmont can
make bis house admirable for the purposes
of a boll by throwing open his art
gallery. I would place bis bouse third In order
of adaptability. Pierre Lortllard's fine house
makes a good fourth. Nono of the bouses I
have mentioned ore adapted to bolls ot more
than 600 or (SOU persons."

" How about the Stewart mansion ?"

"Noono." said be. "can get up a ball who
dors not poseesn tho onllro conlldonco of

and particularly of society's most con-
servative, loaders. This oonlldenco must be
based on long and tried experience, nnd must
centra, not so much In testod nmnHgerial
capacity, though this Is of vast Importance nu
in the judgment of tbo mnnager as to tho
social eligibility of all who knock at society's
doors. Tbe man who is tbo successlul man-
ager ot society must havo beon perfectly
familiar with society for many yoats: must
knowetoryono iu sooloty and out: must be
out of bUBlneB-,- , so that he bas nono of tho
firejudlcos consequent upon business llfo nnd

free from tho Inlluoncoti of Wall
street: must bo capable of appreciat-
ing tho social feelings and prejudices
of evary sort of people In society,
and muitt be porfeotly fearless in protecting
the social Interests of those who form tho ker-n- al

ot society as well as sooloty in Its entirety.
It Is only beonuse I onjoy the confidence of
society in these directions that I am in tho
position to get uo such a ball as this. My suc-
cess with tho Patriarchs was very largely duo
to tbe fact that I was known to be porfeotly
uninfluenced by Wall Btreot A man lu busi-
ness oould not have carried theso balls to suo-ces- s.

You know bow It Is In clubs. Mon ob-
tain admission every day solely through cer-
tain business Influences. Boclety could not re-
tain Its Integrity under such management

"Now, I want to get up a ball. What la my
course? Take this ball for an oxample. I
have followed my usual course in this case.
Tho first thing I did was to eee a dozen or eo
ot the most prominent men in society. I
mean men of thn most conservative social
reputation, llko Mr. Astor for instance, men
whose standing Is such that the whole world
recognizes their Importance. I laid my prop-
osition in parson before thoso men. The
whole thing depended upon whether thoy
liked my idea. Tbey generally do like my prop-
ositions, and they liked this. Thoy put their
names down as subscribers. That sottled tho
whole mutter, Tho rest did Itsolf. I wrote to
a good many othors, explatnlngmy proposition
and naming tbe subscribers I already had.
Acceptances came in on overy band. With tbe
names I mentioned as backing me there was
no delay. More than that, the affair got out.
and I was besieged for places among the sub-
scribers by a great munr mon whom I had not
asked. You can judge for yourself how the
affair started oH. I began to stir in tho matter
on Oct 20, and have bad $7,000 paid
in so far. Cp to Thursday I bod
bad ISO applications from eligible persons

to subsorlbe, and bad yot to hear from
forty-eig- ht whom I hod asked. As a rule,
when a list reaches thU point it begins to ro-
duce itself. There are always a certain pro-
portion who drop out through some change of
planx. sloKness. or tbe like. If. then, it Is not
within the limit I bavo set my oustom is to
run my pen through tbo names of enough of
the least desirable people on the list to reduce
it to the proper numbor." When I bad completed my list of subscrib-
ers for ths New Year's ball I considered itlalrly
Inaugurated. Bo far as I am conrernod thn
gonoral social oomplexlon of tbe affair is com-
plete. Its eventual success now rests with tbe
subscribers. It passes from my bands to
theirs, Tbey become tbe renl hosts: 1 become
tho manager. The success or total failure of
the ball depends upon the porsons wbo com-
pose It But I have chosen as subscribers
mon who oannot be bettered soolally, nnd the
first and most Important feature, I might
almont Bay the entire ball. Is arranged for.

"My next duty was to arrange theartlstio
and mechanical details of the ball. 1 spent
sometime lu deciding what its general char-
acter would be. In considering this, I con-
sidered tho plaoe where It would bo hold. I
have, as 1 told you, already decided tbat Its
size compels the selection of the Metropolitan
Opera House. I considered what can best be
accomplished hero, thinking, ot course, of tno
season and the object ot the ball. Having de-
termined tho genoral outlines. I sought
counsel ot my urtlsts. Theso artists
are men who have beon tried on many
and many a slmllat occasion. Thoy are
men who have the oonlldenco of thopoopleln
society here, through long and successful
service. They are men who. though nominally
tradesmen, nre In reality artists. Upon theso
men I lean. They are quick to grasp my
ideas. They understand me at a hint and
I oan bank upon their so interpreting my
ideas through their art that tbe result ap-
proaches perfection. I do not hesitate to say
that New York could not have a really groat
ball without tbe roally great ideas of Kiunder
rn floral decoration, aud without tbo art ot
Delmonlco or PInard upon tho suppor. With
these mon to aid me I enn produce a great
ball. They will work out my general idea
to the porfeotlon of detail. 1 rest easy
upon the knowledge of their art Of com so
tbo supports the greatest featuto of tho ball.
Decorations and muslo follow, though all aro
of such vast importance tbat perfection must
be sought in each. The machinery ot tbe cloak
room and tbe facilities of Ingress and ogress
are of the greatest Importance also. I have

In this department, too. W, H.
ohnson will, ot course, bavo charge of these

details. It remains for mo only to plan thoni.
Bo you see the details of the big ball aro not
difficult for me to manago after having de-
veloped the general ideas. But of course. I
keep informod of all tho workings of my artists,
and havo no end of things to look utter.

"But the most Important of all my duties in
connection with the ball is yet to come. 1 have
said tbat once tbe subscription lists are made
out the ball, so far ub tho participants are con-
cerned, 1b the affair ot tho subscribers. Thut

Albert Louis Qullle, tho French tenor who
has created such nn extraordinary furore in
Ban Francisco, has yet to make bis great fame
known in English-speakin- g countries, for be
has hardly beon beard as vet outsldo ot Lisbon
and Paris. Ho is one of tho few great artists
whoso life does not contain a series of ro-
mance), whether real or Imagined, and bis
career has been unotentful outside ot lyric tri-
umphs such ns have been won by no tenors
sti.so Mario. Nlcollni.snd Waohtel nppuarod as
the phenomena of their generations. Oullle
wns born In tbe pretty town of Avignon, in tbe
Department of aucluBe, I'tunce. in the year
1854. and lscbnsequently about 33 yenri of ago.
His father was a wealthy silk manufacturer,
and noitber ne nor Ouille's mother had the
slightest vocal ability, nor hnvo any of the
family except tho groat tenor. Qullle began
to slug before lio was ton yenrs of nee, aud
sang lor the love ot tr ing his pure, fresh oiue.
When be was about IK years of age ho attracted
the attention of tbe third trumpstor of Napo-
leon lll.'s hunting band, who advised him to
cultivate bis voice.

"There i a million francs in tbnt throat of
yours," sold this third trombone player, " and
you had bettor begin to get the money." Ho
young Oullle. his ambition being fired by the
imperial bandsman, wont to Marseilles, in the
poutli of France, and bad for blx teacher tho
daughter ot tbe author of " Tbe Mosootte," and
under her tuition ho studied all tho groat oper-
atic roles for tbrr-- years.

As rognids shooting In
Franco, thero Is little to bo said: It does not
dlffor In any ossontlal points from similar sport
in othor oountries, Tho chaise A courrc. on the
other hand. Is peculiar to Franco, whoro many
of the trndttlonsof the old loyal hunts hnvo
boon retnlnod. both as regards tho manner ot
hunting, tho ceremonial of thn hunt nnd the
Costume nt the personnel Tho groat oxamplo
bas boon tho Chantllly hunt, which consod to
exist whon the Dno d'Aumalo wns oxllod a few
years ago. In this hunt tho traditions of old
French renrrie woro carofully preserved, nnd
on It woro modellod tho crack Imnts ot tho
Drosont day, like thoso ot the Unchesso d'Uzi--a

at Bounallos, of M. Servant aud oi the Comto
do Greffuhlo.

Of these traditions tbe most curious Is tho
mnss ot St Hubert and tho blossing or tho
hounds which marks ths opening ot the hunt-
ing season on Nov. .1. This coremony tibod to
ben grant evont nt Chantllly. and It was well
worth whllo getting out ot bed nt an unearthly
hour In ordor to wltnossit. Tho church clock
of Chantllly sounded at half-ru- st 3, and a fow
minutes later candles wero lighted and thofo
who woro anxious to soothe St. Hubert cere-
mony left their warm beds and began to dross.
Within half an hour thoro was a crowd around
tho church door, and, whon tho bolls tolled,
four lanterns gleamed in tbo distance ami
a whimpering was hoard, growing loudor and
louder as tho hounds drow noar. Hay
had not broken, bnt the torches carried by the
serving men throw a lurid light on tho procos-elo- n.

The huntsman and whlppers-l- n wore in
full uniform swallow-tal- l coats or jackets of
Orleans blue, gray trousors with a bluo stripe,
gold-boun- d cups, and with hunting knives by
their side. The procession was hondodbythe
oldostwblppor-In- , who was distinguishable by
bla buckled shoos, white stockings nnd
breeches. Ho hold In leash tbe best and oldest
dog of the pack, wIiobo talont and fidelity hud
secured for him tho place of honor. Thon
canto Hourvnri, tho chief huntsman and ono of
tbe best porformors on the horn In Franco. Ho
was followed by his lieutenants and assistants,
who marched two by two, tholr burnished
bunting horns shining llko gold. Nest
came tho dogs, coupled and held by whlpoers-in- ,

and after them tho Duo d'Aumalo, tho Duo
de Nemours, tho Prince do Joiuville. tbo Duo
and DucboBSo de Cbartres. the Count d'Ku. tbo
Due d'Alonqon, the guests of tho chateau, nnd
n grout many otllcors irum Senlls. where
tbo dragoons and outrasslcrs wore quartered.
Their royal hlghnessos woro dresod In tho
huntloc uniform of their houso, consisting of
blue swallowtails with silver buttons, black
hunting caps, nnd long riding boots such as
wero worn in days whon the King of France in-
vited bis court to follow him to the chase.
Home of the guests woro scurlot but ' pink "
or hunting costumes does not llnd much tavor
n this country, where each man seeks permis-

sion to don tho colors of his host, thus
tbe traditions ot tbo past nnd prevent-

ing the olnsslcal sport of rcnrrio from bucom-in- c
avoiiimonplnce pursuit.

Tbe master of tho houuds. M. Qulcklet, re-
ceived tbe roynl party In the porch of tbo
'hurch: tho dogs seated upon tboir hauiiohus,
"pkedgruvoly on, keeping their ejes fixed as
tlough ready to chastlso any whimperer.
('Axes which had beon biassed by the priest
woo offered to tho congregation and tho mass
boiAn. Tho Abbo Doicoaux olllolated, and the
servvo seomed oten m ro tmnresxlvo at tho
wolrt hour In the morning, with tapers lighted
on thialtur und torches burning in tho porch,
where tho hounds wero waiting. When tbe
host wis elevated tho pluueurs sounded tho

nalnt inbert" on tholr horns, waking up the

bt Hubort's due. Then huntsmen and houndsmado pIT toward tho forest, whoto they re-
mained until 11 o'clock, when the Duo d'Au-
malo and his friends arrived nt tbe appointed
place of meeting, about two mlle-inn- n half
from tho chateau at tbo "Tnblo Rondo," orhuge Mono tablo fant stands in tbo rolddlo of
the lorestof Chnn'llly, and marks iho spot
whero the bounds Uo uncoupled on St Hu-
berts Day.

Hunting tho chrrmtil or roebuck Is not a
more parade, as somo skeptics say who navo
novor followed tho hounds In ono of tbe thick
nnd rough forests of La Vendue. It Is quito a
dlfTorent buslnefs from drawing nconrt and
running a fox to earth or to death. Tho roe-
buck U a very vigorous animal, and as full of
ttlloH aud turns an a bars. The great difficulty
In hunting this animal arises irom the num-
ber of roebucks tbnt aro found In the French
forests lurklog in tho thick underwood.
When one roebuok is slatted you may
start a dozon others tieore tbe first one Is kill-
ed; nevertheless, the French hounds unhurbor
an animal and hunt this ono alone, never
chnngiug to run after another that
may cross thn scent or oome with-
in sight, lhny hunt their animal
by tbo econt and ulmost all the time they aro Iu
the undorwood. A good roebuck will hold out
before the dogs about two hours. If the dogs
woro not what Is called In Franco "ohlens de
change." that Is to Bay, dogs who know how to
keep to one snouttbey would not or kill a slnglo
head of game, but would losa a whole day run-
ning first aftor one animal nnd then after an-
other. Qood hounds will hunt ono roebuck In
tho midst of a score others without making a
mistake; and this quality thoy bato acquired
partly by tralulng and partly by nqredlty. Tho
Ynndean. Poltovln. nnd Snlntongo hounds, nnd
all the other French hounds now used fordnor
hunting, nre crossed with English dogs, pro-
ducing a tine race ot sometlmos
nearer to Frouoh nnd somotimes nearer to Eng-
lish blood. On this point It must bo remarked,
that the English and tbe French hunting dogs
aro lu a measuro cousins. From time im-
memorial tho English nnd French kings iinod
to sond oach other presents of hounds. Never-
theless, torty yearn ago French huutlng hound
wero flat animals with big heads, long enin,
nnd thundering voices. Xhoy wore poorly
foil, wanting in but abovo all wanting in
stnmlnaand health They woro. however, very
sbarpacontod. Thoso heavy French hounds
have been crossed with English fotbottndn,
nnd the result Is a hound or fine build, lobust
a good feodor, anfl a taut hunter. Only, whllo
tho English seek nbnvo nil things to detelop
tho spaod of tholr dogs, tho French try to got,
tlrst ot all, keenness or scent and loudness ot
voice. In order to hunt tho roobuck and to
avoid changing the scout tho hounds must bu
very tonder-noact- l. They must also bo loud-voice- d,

bocnuse otherwise tho huntsmen would
novor bo nblo to follow, for tbe hounds nro
rarely seen whllo tbey are hunting In tho foret-- t
underwood. You follow them by ear and not
by sight.

Of courso paces and pages bavo been written
about tbo respective morlts of tho English fox-
hound nnd tho French deerhounds. and pages
might still be written. All foxhounds aro not
alike nnd nil Ircnoh hounds nro not alike.
Thoro aro good dogs nnd bad dogs. Tho
French bounds Bpeak more or less according
to tho country in which they bunt, ah a rulo
they speak moro in tho forest than thoy do on
the plain. Good packs, bowover, speak
wherotor they ore.

Beside the roebuok tho French hunt tbe wild
boar, which abounds in nil thn torests, oven
thoso In tho vicinity of Paris. The wild boar is
hunted ou foot with the gun and on horseback
with packs of special houuds, generally
Vendoan shaggy-ltalro- d griffons. The wolf,
too. Is hunted in tbe less populous regions of
France, with thn gun or with the Yendean
griffons, but in an Irregular fashion. Thoro
nro at present no packs of houuds specially
trained to hunt this vermin. In short tho
most picturesque and the most characteristic
form of hunting in Franoo is tho Wiausc it cuun--
with its accompaniment or dogs, prickers inbright unirorniH, huntsmen lu pink, and Its
special muslo of brazen horns that nound tho
various Incidents nnd tho progress of the coio-mon- r.

tho lancer, the bien alter, tho t.aUah. and
all the minute and nicety classified details
which French vinerie nnd French admluiHtra-ttt- o

genius have noted in the action of tbo
hounds in tho pursuit of tholr prey.

In thoso parts of Franco wnere there Is no
gamo thoy orcunlzo what is called drag hunt-
ing. This Is nit English sport that was Intro-
duced Into this country about half n century
ago by a lot or English gontlomon who were In
the habit ot spending a portion ot every year
nt Pnu. At that opoch there were taxes In tbo
liOnrn country; but with tho hunting parties
and tbe war made upon tho animals by the
peasant', who treated them as vermin, thoy
gradually disappeared irom the neighborhood
ot Pau, and tho masters ot tho hounds thenbegun to lntroduco bag foxes. Finally, the
Anglo-Amoric- sportsmon no longer took tho '

trouble to looc for tho real foxus. oreon tobring bag foxes into tho Hold, finding It moro
convenient to organize tho drag hunt whichinroditylsnn artificial scent hunt This is
thn sport that is practiced y in tho coun-
try rouni about P.m. Here Is how it is done:

Tho dragmnn who traces tho fcont starts out
on font and in shirt slonvos at 11 o'clock, or an
hour in advance of the hounds, lie dings ut
the ond ot a rono about two yards long a wisp
of m raw upon which foxos hato slept or
"fewinontod." and which ho dips in essonoo or
nnli-eod- . At tho end of a distunes which repre-
sents n hunt of about twonty-llv- o minutes, ho
dilieB In tho ground a stick with a ploco of
paper on the end ot It Then, placing his wisp
of straw on his back, ho starts off und pops on
for a distance say, ot a thousand feet. Thoro
ho iila.es another stick tn the ground, andagain starts off, this time dragging his wisp
behind him. By this ineanB he creates a
"cheek." Owing to tho comparatively short
distance from the tlrst suite to the second
it Is cosy to boo whero tbe check is;
that Is to say, whoro the scout la in-
terrupted. But the horses are genornlly
allowed to take breath for live or ten minutes,
and sometimes for a quarter of an hour when
the ground la dllllcult, before continuing the
hunt. The focond soent Is not bo long as tho
first one. und londs to tho spot where tho drag-ma- n

Is to meet his assistant, who has como In
acart, bringing a fox in a box. He lots out tbo
animal aud sets at his heels an old, toothless
bound who has neither strength onutigb nor
ootirage to strauglo him. But the fox. who has
not been told about these llttlo defoots. scam-
pers 01T as fast as he can. The puck roaches
tho end ot thoscont and starts off on tbo new
truck, jelling 11s loud ns It cun. Finally Iho
bounds ontoh tho fox nnd eat blm without nny
delay, the huntsman having llrst cut off tho
brush, or tall, nnd handed It to the poison in
whose honor tho hunt Is clven.

For tho past year or so tho few peoplo

living in ths vlolnlty of Utlca avenue nnd tho
Eastern parkway, Brooklyn, bare noticed that
n young man living In a new bouse at tho cor-nor-

tho two thoroughfares named was greatly
Interested in navigating a big pond lying over
to the south of his homo. A peculiarity ot tbo
navigating was that the vessel used was n
dockloss stoamer about twolvo fort long, with
a vertical copper boiler not so very much larger
than a good-size- d coffeo pot The enthusiasm
of tho navigator was not to bo doubtod, for on
one occasion ho was seen down on tbo poud
breaking Ice in a cole ot wind lu ordor to got
open water to try his craft In. As will bo

tho young man was nn Inventor trying
a uow device for propelling steamships, for no
othor sort ot n mnn would havo takon that
amount ot trouble to get n boat afloat That
his stosmor would go was plain enough, for ho
not only travelled all over the pond with It. but
ho towod another boat carrying two men.

CLITON VOSC.

Tho namo of tho young Inventor he Is really
only a boy In appearance and but 20 j oars old- -is

Clifton V080. and ho has boon an inventor
and n mechanic of no mean skill fortonyoars.
His career so fnr very well Illustrates what
boys of such talonts can accomplish.

From making and Invontlng things for
amusoment he has for eomo tlmo past beon
engaged on work from which be hopes to do-rt-

profit as woll, and patents have rocently
been Issued to htm onnnewinothod of stenmor
proDUlslnn In tho United States and Canadu,
nnd applications for patents aro pending in
the mnrltlme nations of Europe.

Thoro Is no bolter way to describe his in-
vention than to tell what ho did to perlect It
Ho first constructed a bout 12 feot long and
about 4 feot broad, with n fair model. Not far
from tho contre of the boat he mado a

under t he keol. It was very much
like fastening n box to the keel and
then cutting tbe koel away over tho box. Above
the bolo thus mado hn located his engine.
From the storn-en- d ot this box ho ran a halt-Inc- h

Iron rod to servo as a shaft and sup-
ported it at Intervals as tar art as the stern
tiost with bearings tbat wero screwed to the
heel. Then on what may be called the Inboard
end of hlBBhatt tho end that projected lnsldo
of tho he placed a band wheel,
nnd a rone band connected It with a band
wheel on his engine.

Those familiar with steamships will at once
notice that the novelty of tho young, mans
scheme Iny tlrst In locating the wbeol sbntt
under the keel Instead of In the ship, and lu
providing the substructure so that the end ot
the shaft could be connected with tbo engine.
However, those wore not tho only novel
features of the scheme. Instead of one screw
propollor at tbe end of tho shaft tbe young
man strung twelve on ltplaolng them at In-

tervals of a few Inches. Tho wheols wero
threo-blado- d and five Inches In diameter.

As will bo readily bolinved by thoso familiar
with amateur boat building. Clifton did not
have nil plnln sailing. His
was covered with painted onnvos. nnd ut first
the joints wero not tight and tho thing leakod.
Then it was one thing to proposo to put tho
shaft bearings in a right lino and another to
get thorn so. Then while his pngino was of
ono horso power his little boiler, was of but
half a horso power. Last of all. when the

loakod the bolt tbnt turned tho
shaft got wot. and the alternate wotting nnd
drying mado it stretch until theto wns a deal
mure slip In the belt than there was of tho
screw whoels under tho keol.

However, tho day camo ot last it wns a mis-
erable cold day, with n half gale blowing when
ho got things Into Bhapo so thut a trial could
bo made, and he cut away tho Ice to mnko It
Tho llttlo boiler was exposed to tbe cold, and
It took lively tiring to keep up steam: but Clif-
ton had an enthusiastlo brother to help with
the fire, nnd tbe new boat wont Hying over its
furlong-lon- g route at a groat rate.

Thereupon the young man was ready to in-

vite capitalists to oome down and see tbe new
propeller, for ho ha an ove to business, and on
favorable days last summer tho working oi tho
boat was Inspected hy the Captain of a Ham-
burg lino steamer, by Mr. Norman Munro. and
others. Tbo steamer Captain observed that
tbe llttlo vessol hold up to her oourso without a
rudder In spite of 11 heavy wind on tbo port
bow. and said ho thought she would steer hard,
so a ruddor was shlopod. and she turned
around in a circle that wus three times her
length tn dlnmetor.

When other experiments had boon mnde the
inventor unshlppod all but two of tbo little
propollor wheols on his shaft He then tried
her again, but although the engine Increased
the number of Its revolutions greatly tho boat
wouldn't run. This convinced htm tbat bis
theory of tho utility ot a largo number or small
propellers was correct. The cut given above is
simply to convey tho Idea on which tbo Inven-
tor proposes to construct an ocoan stoumor.
Instead ot three wheels, ns thero shown, ho Is
ot tho opinion that six would bo needed, and
perhaps moro. His patent covers the uso of a
shaft suspendod beneuth the keol fore and alt
for tbo whole length of thn ship, and operated
from a nenrly amidships.

Tho advantages claimed for the location of
the shaft and wboels thus are that tbey would
alwnvs be working In solid water: tbo number
ot wheels in a lino would savo wbnt power is
now lost Insllp; no pitching or rolling ot tho
ship would lire moro than onowheol out ot
water, and thoro would bo no racking of tho
engines.

Enough capital to build a vessel 85 feot lous
nnd provide It with suitable machinery has
been raised in order that a fair test ot the pUu
may bo made.

It is obvious that the chief disadvantage ot
the plan lies In the fact that should tbe stoamer
happen to ground at nny tlmo. even iu a mud
bottom, the accidont would ruin everything.

This is not the only invention which young
Mr. Voso is working on for profit He hns a
scheme for firing dynamite . shells from ordi-
nary cannon.
