At the mas meeting hold a week ago tho
men were advised not to act too hastily, since
their withdrawing so soon alter their game
With Princeton would bo imputed to tbo Bmnrt
of defeat, and so It has since been done by the
newspapers and the publln In gonernL, But at
this mass meeting tbo undergraduate eontl-me-

wzs too strougly aroused against Prince-
ton's alleged professionalism to allow tbe ad-

vice of a few graduatos to stop thorn. Ho It
was very natural that an unconditional with-

drawal resulted.
Two questions are oskod by those who criti-

cise Harvard's position, and draw an lnforonco
that Yale will not follow Harvard's lead. Tbe
first is. Is not the dual league uftor all. purely
a Hart ard sobome I 'I he second. Has not Har-
vard, by withdrawing, burt rnthor than but-
tered her position The ansuer tooneiiues-tionlstb- e

aniworto both. Ihe trouble with
Princeton baa no doubt called out an expres-
sion of muoh needles 111 ftellng. It seems
Impossible to a gieat many, despite Hnrvurd's
recent defeat nt her hands, Unit Princeton
should put into the field a fair team capablo of
competing with Harvard.

It is merely a question of resources nothing
more, Princeton, therefore, lu urdor to main-
tain her place In tho League bas been forced
to call upon her graduates or upon outsiders
for support. Now. It cannot bo denied that
Harvard bas done this In tbe past, bo much in
to her discredit. But y she stands In all
sincerity for purity In athlotlcs. and occupying
this ground, she is billing to admit that sue
cannot In justice to her position comneto with
Buch a team as thut presented by Princeton
this year. Her only course, therefore, waa to
withdraw.

With regard to the dual league, It cannot be
said to be purely a Harvard scheino. for many
prominent Yale men have been consulted upon
this subject byceitaln Iiarnnllte. and while
thuy bavo Indeed snokeu guardodly, they have
yet given an assurance that tbo tenilmoiHot
Yale was in favor of tbe scheme. The excep-
tional good fellowship displu)od at the Spring-
field gume. nnd tbe telegrums rend by Mr.

And
more than all this, perhaps, the fuel that at
the recent iulo.Princot.on gamo the Harvard
BturliitH urnrii to a mnn In favor of nnil phunr- -
lng for Yale.
