Roue, Dea. 10.<In summarizing the net
fmpresalon produced on my mind by more
or loas prolonged and eonfidential Interviews
with lendiog spirits at the headquarters of
the Boman Chureh, on the whale. I am wall
patisfiod with the result of my misslon, Idid
not expect mush, and I have been agreeably
disappolnted. T have found good men in high
places from which they now axercive useful
fnfiuence, from which they may n the future
Pe aven mora useful than they are at present
The Pope, on the two coonslons on which I had
an ooportunity of ovserving him closely, {m-
pressed mo vory favorably. There s In the
potusl face nothing of that aly smirk which ap-
poars in almost all of his photographs. There
#» a genoral benov 1 In his countenance
sod a twinkle of humor in his bright eye. Al-
though he 18 apt to bo bored by the endloss
string of solemn triflers who are presented on
the days when he glves audience, it Is & woarl-
poss of the mind rather than & weariness of
the body. During tho eelebration of his jubl-
Moo he woaried out all the younger men
who wore In attendance at his court. “ The
Pope s soventy-nine,” sald one of them, * but
do not decelve yourself by the almanas, He s
s vigorous In mind and almost asalert in
body as If he were only fifty.” This la no
doubt nn exaggeration, but It represents the
honest impreasion of one who Is in a position
0 contraat the physloal endurance of Leo XIIL
with that of the youngor men who surrounded
Bim. He did not seem to mo decrepit or Infirm.
His old schoolfellow, Monslgnor Kirby, Arch-
bishop of Enhesus, who discharges the respon-
sible duties of Rector of the Irish Ooltege with-
out any trace of senile In0rmity, Is ten years
the senlor of the Popo. Allowance. no doubt,
must bo made for the superior vitality of the
Irish stock: but it would be a mistake to re-
gard Leo XIIL an tottering on the edwe of the
arave. He has the mens sana in corpore sano,
and ns long as he lives there will not fall to the
guldance of the Church the Intelleot of a
ptatesman and the heart of a saint,

I now prooeed to summarize as susainetly ae
1 ean the substance of what I was told in the
Vatican by those reprosentatives of the polloy
ol the Papnoy:

The Social Question.—On this question there
fa no doubt that the Pope means business, He
fs of courss very far from making eommon
esuse with the violont revolutionaries, whether
Anarchists or Oollectivists, who arrogate to
themsalves the exolualve right to the title of
Bocialista. But he {s alming more or less un-
eonsclously at establishing the Holy See as the
headquarters of & new International He Is
vigoronaly pushing on the organlzation of In-
dustrial elroles, a kind of Oatholle trades union,
in Franoce, Bpain, and Belgium, and all these
elrcles or labor unlons are more or less clonsly
afliated to Rome, If the programmes of the
rocent Soclallst congroessea in Parls are com-
pored with the programme of the Pope,
there s sufficlent ressmblance to strike
the most casunl observer. The FPope (s
for developlog and extending the prin-
elple of factory log'slation so as to se-
oure for ohlldhood exemption from labor
and liberty to learn. The Pope ls for securing
for the workman one rest day in seven. The
Popo Is for shortening the hoursof labor. I
wus very ourlous to know whether the Pope
meant to do anything more than emit ecunsels
of perfoction on these subjeots. I think, if
encouraged he will not stop there, He sent
Cardinal Lavigorie around Europeto roviva the
now crusade against the slave trade in Afrion
Itls quite on the eards that ho maysend an-
othar Cardinal around the world preaching a
still more popular orusade against hours of
lIabor which leave the workman no time to live,
Take the guestion of the six days working
week, They told me thaion this subject the
Fope is extremoly eager. I asked whether his
oagorness would carry him far enough to
summon an International Uonfersnoce on the
subject. X was assured that there was no
eonforence the Fope would be more de-
lighted to summon, and if be were well
enough he would gladly preside over such
Ba assembly, to which be would eagerly invite
representatives of mll Protestant seots and
athefstic and revolutionary socleties, so long
as they would agree to codperate lnobtalning
the grest boon of one day's rest in seven.
‘When that conference meets I hope I may be
thers. Even the Moderator of the Free Kirk
would admit that when he was dolng such
work the stoutest Presbyterian might well fol-
low the lead of the Pope of Rome. The Pope
eannot sand delogates to Congrosses repre-
penting Governments, DifMeunlties would arise
with Italy, But he will wateh the proocesdings
of the Congress at Berne, and, If he sces o
ehance of etriking in to realize the pro-
gramme which ls there arrived at, be
wll not let the opportunity slip,. We
may also exveot him to encourage his
clorgy overywhera to favor the adoption of
eourts of eopelliation and of arbitration as &
moans of settling trade disputes. Upon the
wider question of capital, land ownership, and
the other Issues which go down deep. I can
only add that the Pope’s devotion to Thomas
Aquinas msy well oncourage the more ad-
vanced school to regard the Holy Father as in
s hopeful ocondition. That, however, is not
practisal for the moment, and {t is of more {m-
portance to know that If the Holy Bes can glve
effect to the volition of its chlel, all the mighty
army of priests will emulate each in his own
#phore the acta of Cardinal Manniog.

The Emancipation of Woman.—It 'was) on |

this point that I had most misgivings. and on
this point that I left Rome most renssured.
The Pope has cortainly not yet declared for
Woman's suffrage. But manyof his best ad-
visors find the domand just and logical. And
this on two grounds, First, the obvious fact
that woman {n Europe [s the sole hops of the
Churoh. To enfranchise woman would place
the free thinker overywhere in a minority,
Bocondly, spart from this self-interested view,
the Holy Bes Is logically driven todemand the
onfranchisemont of woman. The Catholle
Church has always protested against the in-
Grusjon of the Btate in the question of educa-
tion, Thy responsibllity rested with the pa-
ronts, th the mother equally with the
father. Bo it was In other matters, such
&8 cohild labor, the nurslug of the sick,
sanltstion, poor rellel, &0, In all these
mattors the Blate has encromched upon
the family. The rights usurped by the Btate
were origloally exercised by the husband and
the wife. They were now solely In the hands
of the Biate, which s moncepolized by the male.

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TAE PRACTICE FIRE DRILL.

ow the Fire Laddieos nre Hept at the Polnt
of Execllencs, '

The Fire Oommisaloners are looking about
for a sultable loeation for & drill groand. The

fact Is that the fire drill, whioh constitutes &

vary important part of the present system,
keops the nelghborhood of Headquarters. at
Bixty-seventh streot mod Third avenue. o s
poerpetusl turmoll. Boma of the residents of
tho violnity are snnoyed at the perpstual puff
ol the engines, the smoke, ths bustle In the
yard, the clambering up the sides of tha bulld.
ing by the life-saving eorps, and all the eon-
tuslion of what Is really a perpstual deill.

The fire drill embraoces not only the neweom«
ors and probation men, but also the regular
force, Twilor a yoar cach company goes up to
Headquarters and is pat throush the livellest
kind of drill for polnta. Theyr loarn to do things
by time marked off in ssconds or & frastion of
& minute, There Is, for Instance, one minute
and » hall allowed from the time the first man
reaches the seoond storr untll the water ls
turned on. During that minute and a half the
hose must be taken to the top of the houne, so
that when the water {s turned on at'the end of
the minute and a half the men will be ready at
the nozsle at the top of the houss ready
to play upon the fire. Of eourss, It s not
oasy to drag up the hose when the water
is In it Thorefors, when the hose Is smpty,
with & man tugeing at eovery fifty feet.
it is hustled up stalrs at & lively galt. Todo
this every man must know hls place and be
able to wo promptly at work without special
ordera, To seoure proflalenoy the utmoat con-
stant praciioe Is nocessary, and that {s what
the fire drill 1s for. It {a really this conatant
drilling that gives the Fire Department of Now
York ita wonderful excelienca. There {s great
emulation among the different companies to
got good marks at these semi-annual inspeo-
tions. Itls from the results of thesa porlodieal
drilis, ns well as from the actual work at firos,
that the best mon are picked ont for the publio
exhibitions that are occnsionally given.suoh
as that for the Pan-American Congress.

There are fifty-six enwine companles, twenty
hook and Iadder companles. and two water
towors. Those are arranged so that through-
out the eity any Ore can be reached within one
minute after the alarm is sounded, Nothing
but constant drill secures this. Every time an
alarm {s sounded, no matter where It Ig, the
whole foree gets ready to start. Every one of
the 1,000 men of the department jumps to his
post, There are on tho avernge aix fires aday,
sod it Is no wonder that even the horses got so
usad to It that they, too, jump to thelr places
with alacrity when the gong sounda,

The new, or ununiformed, fremen have, of
eourse, much more drilling to do than the old
ones, They must first paes a course of exer-
clses In the gymnasium befors they can got
appolnted on probatlon. Then for thirty days
they must do duty at night In the engine
housss, and turn out as Ores with the resular
men. During the day thoy must attend the
schooliof (nstruction and drill at Headquarters,
and keep at It untll they are proficlent. De-
fore they get through they become preity good
acrobats, and can mount Iadders, elimb ropea,
jump, run, and sling their bodles around as
deltly as tho average clrous man.

Tho blg gymnasium at Headquariors Is the
soone of constant ground and lofty tumbling,
Here aro stored the thousand and one tools
that are used in the department, and every man
must know the use of overy tool, and he s
