NAUGATUCK, Dea, 91.—Evelin M. Androws
stole into Naogatnek. his former home, this
eveniog llke a fugitive from jusiles FHe has
grown old aises hin departure ln Decomber,
1888, nnd his woalth has all disappeared In his
travols around the world, Andretws eame to
Naumntuck to see his wife's lawyer, H. O Bald-
win. to mako amends for his ailance to his
family durisg his thres yenrs' absemsa Mr.

Baldwin did not eomo ub from New York, as
was sxpooted, and Andrews left town on foot for
Maridan, lest old nequalntances should reeow-
nize him oh the trains. He tried to find Lis
wife hefore golng, but she had gone to resfdo
with ber Isther, Mr, HIill, a woalthy contractor
of Moosup,

E M. Andrews came to Naugatuck with his
wifo in 1851, He had tosn & renident of Plain-
flold. Conn., and It was In the village of Moo-
sup, In the township of Plainfield. that he mat
Mre, Andreiws, thon o Miss Hill. He hod served
in the war of the robellion and had beea
wountided in the arm. This wound resnlted (n
the drawiug up of two of the Nngers of his left
hand, and ho re¢elved s pourlon from tho Gov.
ernment up to the time of his dissopearance.
He was & graduaie of ShefMeld Selantiie SBohool
and Yale College. Mr, Andrews had obiained
the contract for the areotion of the Town Hall In
Naogatuck, aud ft was for the purpose of belng
nenr the work that Le took up his resldence
there. While erecting thess bulldings Mr,
Andrews mado a host of friends, among them
such men of influonce as E. L. Rigaw of Sey-
mour, .
