23 Editor James J. West,
who, with Private Secretary Graham, bos been
on trial for the oast week before Judgo Jamie-so-n

for overissuing the stock ot the Chicago
Tinust Company to the amount of over $100,000,
was found guilty and sontoncod to five
years' imprisonment in tho penitentiary and
to pay a flno of $1,000.

West became the nominal editor and pub-

lisher of the Timet two years ago. The money
back ot him was furnished by capitalists of
Iowa. The first thing West did when he took
control of the paper was to lnsort bis own
name ln the space so long occuolod by tho
name ot W. F. btorer. Then he made a sweep-
ing lot of changes In the staff, and began the
publication of numerous sensational articles,
nearly all ot which resulted ln libel suits.

He Ihed In grand stylo on one of the fashion-
able avonues. rodo to his office ln a splendid
carriage, and was dubbed the Napoleon of jour-
nalism. Ills extrataganco and wild financial
schemes soon .Involrea tho paper to suoh a
sorlous extent that the Iowa capitalists, ln 'or-
der to preserve their interests, ousted West
from tho management and took full control of
the papor themselves. Investigation revealed
tho fraudulent practices ot tho editor, and he
was arrested, with his private secretary, and
taken to jalL Both wero released nu ball.

The verdict was a terrible blow to West, who
bad all along expected an acquittal Ills attor-
ney" at once filed an application for a new trial,
which will be oonsldered after tho holidays.
Graham was acquitted. West was released on
$800,000 ball pending a decision ln his applica-
tion tor a new trial.

ports that tho English flag was being hoisted
nt several places on Portuguese territory, and
that tho natives bad raised an English flag op-
posite the camp of tho Portuguoso railway sur-vo- y.

Sorpa Pinto roquestod the nnthes to lower all
foreign flags, and notified thorn that If this re-
quest was not complied with, the Portuguoso
would haul thorn down with duo honors and
send thorn to (Juilllmanu, to be restored to the
Consuls thore.

TheMakololo. who" rnlfod tho British flag on Pnrtugueso terri-
tory," Uo in n region thnt the Portugueso have
lot sovorelr nlono until recently, though tho
British, with tholr trading posts, Btoamboats,
and missionaries, hno boon thore sot en or
olghr years.

and in the environs of tbo Aruwiml nnd of
Stanley Falls, which will number at loast 8.U0U
men.
