Sub-surfa- Naval Warfare.
The last trial of the Spanish torpedo boat

El Feral, whloh took place about ten days
ago in the Bay of Cadlr, was still more suc-

cessful than tho three or tour preceding.
Bho remained two hours submerged, with
only her conning turret, which la a little over
two feet high, showing abovo the water, then
sank and showed about half of this tower,
and proceedod to navigate tho bay for threo
hours, during half of which time she was
wholly out of sight

Those performances ot tho Feral oro
hardly moro Important to Bpaln than to
other countries whloh aro waiting for the
first comploto success of a submarino craft
to abandon tholr present system of torpedo
boats for tho now one. Secretary Whitney
was so convincod of tho necessity of sub-
marine boats In torpedo warfare that he
only asked Congress for one of tho ordinary
surface-goin- g boats, tho Cushlng. He also
invited bids for submarino contrivances.
The Columbian Iron Works responded with
three propositions for a boat of ninety tons
displacement tho first yloldlng twelvo
knots speed and nineteen hours endurance
on tho surface, with nlno knots and
ono hour submorged, at a cost of
$160,000; tho second, yielding ten knots
and fifteen hours on tho surfaco and
eight knots submerged, at $118,000; the third
yloldlng nlnoknots on tho surface and soven
submersed, at $100,000. Tho system thus
contemplated was tho Holland. Under an-

other call for proposals by Soorotary Whit-nh- y.

Champ & Sons had proposed to build a
Nordenfeldt boat Thero aro many other
systoms of submarino navigation, tho Tuck,
tho Bamagote, tho Waddlngton, tho Camp-
bell, the Goubot the BJovalsky, the Blng- -

bom, and so on; and tho first which proves
In ovory respect adoquato to Its task will
mako a groat change in torpedo warfare

Tho Feral, namod for Its Inventor, has the
clgarshape common to suoh boats, and Is about
seventy feet long and nearly nine In breadth.
Her motlvo powor is oleotriclty, supplied by
storago batteries, as is the case with many
submarine boats. Where, as In the Nordon-fel- dt

craft and others, steam is used, the
fuol consists of petroleum, or sometimes of
chemicals, whilo of course only stored steam
is available with comploto submersion.
Peraii's invention was apparently made
known to tho Spanish Government during
tho controversy with Germany about the
Caroline Islands. The koel ot the llttlo
craft was laid In the autumn of 1887, and she
was launched In September of last year.
One of herdistinguishing features is the am-pl- o

accommodation she provides for her
crow, which not only Insures them from
being cramped, but gives them good breath-
ing space.

But with all allowance for tho degree of
success attained by tho Feral, It would be
wholly premature to declare tho problem of
submarino navigation solved. The ultimate
object aimod at is to produco a craft which,
without trusting to tho shelter of night or
fog, can sink beneath tho surface at a suffi-

cient distance from the enemy not to bo seen
by him, and then proceed wholly under
water to tho hostile ship, and there discharge
its projectile against tho bottom of tho hull.
The submarine boat can bo made to sink and
rise with sufficient rapidity and at tho will
of the Captain ; It will oven como to the sur-
face by its own buoyancy should an accident
to Its machinery occur beneath. It can bo
kept on an even keel by balanced rudders or
equivalent devices. Thero Is a sufficient sup-
ply of compressed air or adequate breathing
space for tho crow, and the boat can remain
hours together under water. It can bo made
to movo with rcasonablo speed, as a sur-
face boat or when only partly submerged.
But the final triumph will oomo when not
even tho conning towor noeds to show nbove
tho water, and when three or four miles to-

gether can be run absolutely submorged so
as to reach an enemy's vessel In the daytime
without having given him any clue to tho
approach.

What with rapid flro and machine guns to
riddle tho ordinary surfaco torpedo boat or
Its observation towor, and with steel nets to
keep out its weapon, armor-clod- s have
ceased to greatly fear this form of attack;
but when thoy can be made the victims of
an enemy whose existence defies detec-
tion, and which, approaching at a depth
of 20 or 30 feet fastens its weapon to tho
bottom of tho doomed vessel, submarino
warfare must at ouco becomo ot tho highest
importance.

spiration for about all of his works which
havo reached tho public. This idoa is, of
course, publlo morality. The Boston effort
produced a symmetrical and unbioken essay
upon the csotorlo beauty of publio mor-
ality; upon tho value of moral vlrtuo as
opposed to moral leprosy in publlo men
Historically It was absurd, but its method
for solving tho problems, which tho cor-
respondent ot tho Evening Post truly de-
scribes as urgent was posltivo and no mis-tak- o.

" Bo good I" According to all of Mr, Cleve-
land's declamations this is the new rulo of
life which he lias discovered .

Tho Committee of
the International Marine Conference on Oen
oral Division 12- -a uniform rtm of Doors
and beacons submitted a report The
report says thst tbe first obieet to be attained
from an International point of view Is uni-

formity, and for this purpose eolor is the best
means as applying to all systems of whatever
kind, whilo the shape admits ot numerous ex-

ceptions. The eolor. too. It says, is also appl-
icant to all countries, wheroas the adoption of
shape would involve changes of sereral exist-
ing systems. For theso reasons theeommittoo
holds that the opinion prevails that at ntsht
and in thick weathtr dlfferonco in form is a
bettor means of distinction than dlfforenco of
color, and for this reason, advises that uni-
formity In eolor bo adopted as a general rule,
and that the us of shape remain optional.

While, In tho opinion of some members, the
single colors of blaek and red are not so dis-

tinctive in contrast as a single color used In
connection with it parti-colo- r, experience gain-o- d

in many buoyage districts, and. particularly
where used In conjunction with form, has
prood that these dark colors aro suaiclrntly
dlstlnotlie forthesafo navlRStlon of dlstrlots
whero a more complicated system Is not necos-- e
sary. Hlnclo-colore- il buoys, the report says,
aro also moro readily nnd cheaply repainted
than partl-coloro- d buoys, and for this reason
recommends that the Inrgoly used red and
black colors should bo adopted generally tor
marking respectively tho starboard and port
sides of slnelo channols.

In speaking ot tho system ot buoyage in the
TbamoB and tho shoals off tho coast of the
North Ho a tho report says that many ot these
districts roQuIre a moro complicated system to
Identify tho soverul nolKUborlng channels from
one another. "In some ot such districts a
parti-colore- d bnoy Is used with muoh advan-
tage as a port-han- d buoy. In a few notably in
England a slnglo blaok color Is used as a
starboard-han- d buoy. Inasmuoh as a single
black color Is in general us as a port hand-buo- y

In neighboring districts visited by tho
same shipping, tbe c'ommltteo suggests that
the authorities ot such countries should be in-
vited to consider the groat conural advantages
to shipping that would result from the adop-
tion of uniformity lncolor by discontinuing this
dangerous custom of using black to denote a
starboard-han- d as well as a port-han- d buoy.

In some countries white Is used as a distinc-
tive color, and with advantage when con
tracted with a dark background, as this prac-
tice cannot lead vessels iuto dangor. the com-mltt-

hesitates to advlso that it should be
coniptilsorlly Interfered with.

"Woare.of opinion." tbe roport says, that
whero form Is adoptod. tho tno shapes, coni-
cal ' and ' can ' are appropriate for marking the
starboard and port sides ot a channel, a spar-buo- y

taking tho place ot the can In certain
cases. These fortnB ure practically used In tho
United tiiates. Germany, Canada, and Great
Britain, llut the various countries aro not all
in agreement as to which side of tbe channel Is
to bo marked by a conical buoy and which by a
can or spar buoy. It follows that one or moro
of the countries would necessarily haro to re-
arrange their system, but it tho work wero
done gradually the commltteo believe that this
could bo porformod at a minimum ef expense
in no way comparable with the croat advan-
tage that would result to navigation.

"As regards topmarks, wo recommend that
tboe countries whoso buoyage Is based on
color alono should, whonevor topmarks are
used to denote sldos of a Lhannol, use conical
or marks on tho existing buoys or
beacons." We nre ot opinion that the mode of distin-
guishing buoys irom each other by names,
numbors. or letters, should bo loft to tho de-
cision of the various countries, but that all
numbors and letters should be in consecutive
order, commencing at the soawardend ot the
district.

A lot of subordinates
In Surveyor Lyon's department woro corralled
and shuntod along tho narrow corridors Into
the room. They wero wolchers and assistant
weighers and others, nnd noarly nil wore Re-

publicans. They were timid at first. They
didn't seem to know why they had
been dragged into tho presence of tbo
Mogul. But Mr. Roosevelt was cordial
and their foars subsided, and they proved
to be almost garrulous witnesses In tholr
testimony as to how they had heen
forced to pay political assessments nndor Sur-
veyor Beattle. Tho old story ol Widow Magln-nlts- 's

pig was trotted out again, and for the
four hundred and forty 'lerenth time they told
how they wero marched up to the lion. Dlolc
Jordan's campaign ranoh In Liberty street, and
mulctod as regularly as a muntolpal. State, or
national campaign came around. Their chief
abjection to such proceedings wat that ns
Republicans tbsy wore compelled to chip in
the sinews tor the JJomocrnts. They wouldn't
havo oared a copper If they had been asked to
" contribute" to ltepublioan campaign funds.
The celerity with which some of the witnesses
Jumped from ths word " assessment" to 'con-
tribution" in giving tholr tostlmony bad Its
elements ot humor. Under tho Demooratio
nJclme thoy wero " nssossed." whilo in the lost
campaign thoy " contributed."

Mr. Roosovelt also examined a number of
subordinates as to thomothods nsed by tbom
in securing oppolntmont undor Collector e.
