The
danger of the future, he thought, lies not In
thedealine of spiritual rellgion, but in the lows
of practioal religlon among Chrlstinns, e
then procseded to explain his meaning:

“The masses And the praschers of the great churehas
ready snough to talk of future happiness bat wheun It
esomes to doling out some of 1his happiness and pesce in
this world, they ars too eften dumh  The utterancesof
he preachars on the sooial ills of this warld are weak
and timid Nor is It bechuss the ministers are hypo-
erites thal thin Is a0, nor yol begause the prenchars ars
not awake (o the importance of thess questions, In
most cases the preachers do what they think the
wissst Thev ars dependent fur thelr siccess and for
the succads of the religion they tench. upon the weailh
of men whe made thelr money out of the existing erder
of thingn; and to apeak against soolal aviie means the
Joss of this p xeand the q di lon of
thalr powar for good."

The disagreament between ths olargymen
is therefore radloal, Dr. LEWis and Prof.
HanxAox look for the downfall of Protes-
wantlam In the next century If it does not
become more spiritual in Its perceplions.
Father HusTinaroxn finds that It 1s losing
ita power because it 18 not practical. The
religious skepticlam and Indifference of the

peom to him to hava thelr causs In
the disposition of Protestants to concern
themsalves about abstract questions of
theology rather than about establishing the
Kingdom of Gop on earth by the actunl
regeneration of soclety In necordance with
the practleal principles and prescriptions
lald down by CuRIST.

Thess two distnet and contradletory state-
menta pf the rellglous nesds of the period
@re worthy of the serlous consideration of
sl those who aro lamenting the exlsting
tendoncy toward infidelity. But whoever
disousses them in the narrow eplrit of hos-
tility to Roman Cathollelsm dlsplayed by
Dr. Lewm will only be helping to Increase
thedlstrust of the ourrent Christianity which
Father HUNTINGTON spenks of as go preva-
lent. He will be furnishing a new example
of disobedienco to Chrigtlan precept on the
part of those who profess to be gulded by it,
This le-not & tima for Christians to be fight-
fing among themselves.

The Demoeracy Must Stand by Unie
vorsal Suffrage.

A oonelderable degres of mystery and un-
oertalnty ssems to surround the preclss
words uttered by Benator Gormax at the
Rennert Housa In Baltimors on Monday
Inst. It was a oprivate gathering of
Democratie newspaper men, and Senator
GonMAX Is reported as hnving *avowed his
uncompromising oppoaition to the Aus-
trallan electlon law, and gones so far as to
say thnt a bill introducing the essentlal
fomturea of that law In Maryland would be
approprintaly entitled, ‘a bill to send the
Democratio party to the rear'"

The Mary$and journallsts who were pres-
ent have had little to say on the subjeot;
and those not present have not shown much
enterprine or diligence In the matter. The
Baltimore Sun remarks that a report of the
matter “has been telegraphed and pub-
lshed throughout the conntry.”

That a eengible and patriotio Democratio
leader llke Mr. GonMan should be opposed
to the Australian law, which, as he says, has
Justextingulshed the Democrats of Boston,
{8 porfectly nuturnl, Changesin population,
the bringlng In of the tariff lasus, and other
causes, have already combined to reduce
poriously the Democratic majority In Mary-
land, In tho Presidential contest of 1876 the
Democrats carried the State by 20,0005 in
1880 by 15,000; In 1884 by 11,000, and In 1888 by
6,000. Showld such diminution continue, this
former Demooratle stronghold might as well
be regarded as Republiean in 1892, or at least
asdoubtful, Whatalone prevents such a con-
clusion Is the existing Democratio prepon-
derance ln the ity of Baltimore, ten wards
of which now furnish the whola Domocratlo
majority of the Stats. So long as the
strength of the Democraoy can be preserved
in the populous partof Haltimore, the centre
of Industry, activity, and Intelligenoca, the
Btato will ba safe for the Democracy; but If,
by any Austrailan device, the Democratlo
majority there can be elther eut down or
wipad out, through the wholesale disfran-
chisement of voters not holding diplomaa
from the Jolins Hopkine University or other
ingtitutions of learning, the Btata will bacome
Republican, What 8 Intended by the pro-
ecriptive ballot reformers of Maryland, the
lineal political successors of the Know-
Nothings of other days, whoee stronghold
was Maryland, we already know from the
columns of our contemporary, the Timea.

In New York we have not yet reached the
cirele and triangle phase, but Senator GoB-
MAN porcelves very clearly that the Chesa-
peakoe Bay reformers are after another 8 by
%, non-partlsan, clvil servics, Republlcan
gchieme for the extinetion of the otherwise
triumphant Demooracy. Belng a far-seelng
and astute Democratie leader, he is claarly
aware of the fact that the Republicans are
not devising and advocating echemes to cut
down the Republican vote and keep up that
of the Democrats,

To the judgment and foresight of the
fenator from Maryland the Democrats of
the natlon are already indebted for warn-
Ing words at various coritical junotures;
snd at no time were his monitions more
foreibly epolien than two years ago, when
the free trade folly was about to be sad-
dled upon the Democracy at the thresbold
of the contest of 1888. In the election of
1884 he shared with Senator Bamnsxuw and
Daxmern MannNixg the executive manage-
ment of the party; and to him probably more
than any other man, with the exceptlon of
BAMUEL J. RANDALL, |8 due the success of
that memorable contest, so barren of overy
good result for the Democracy.

War Ships of the Future.

It appears that the planse of the 7,500-ton
armorclad are at length completed, only to
be. marked with sssentinl modification, or
else abandoned altogetber, so that another
vessel may be asked for In place of the ons
authorized by Congresa.

As an armorelad the new vesgel 18 thought
to be nesdlessly small. InSecratary TRACY'S
demand for forty new armored ships hes
mentloned 8,000 to 10,000 tons as ths proper
displacement for them; hence a beginning,
It 18 suggested, might as well be made on
that basls with the armorclad already
authorized and not yst contracted for, ln«
stead of experimenting on smaller di-
mensions. When the Maine and the
Texas were asked for, armoresd ves-
eols of thelr class were new In this
country, and a modest beginning was made
with “about 6,00 tons displacement” for
each, Htill, the plans of the Malne were
found sctually to require 8648 tons; afid 'In
the third armorclad the demand was ad-
vanoed to 7,500 tons, This was intended to
produce something ke the English Warsplts
and the Impérieuss, which are of about 7,400
tona; but it was aimed to givethes new vesssl
a little more speed and armor than thelrs,
As Congress, however, has made a lib-
eral allowance for this vessel, suflicient, in
fuot, to bulld an armorclad of 8,000 or 10,000
tons In Great Britaln, the Navy Department
could easily Increass the statute displuce-
ment In it plans, s in the case of the Mailne,

But an alternative has been suggested, A
pew style of war shlp is comlng lnto vogue,
that of the enormous protected crulsers
Blnke and Blenhelm. In the Baltimore we
have, ns Becretury Tracy gald the other day,
the Lest and fastest cruiser of Ivs displace-
ment in the world, That I8 something to be
proud of. But slnco the plans of * No, 97"
were purchased by Mr, WiiTsey for the con-
struction of the Baltlmors, ndvancea have
bean mads In displacement,  First comea the
Beina Regeute; then, In & great leap to
double the Baldmore's displacement, the
Blnke and Blenholm, The llake Is 875 feet
long between perpendiculars, with an ex-
treme beam of 65, und a displucement of 9,000
tons, which Is double that of the BalUmore,
Her engines are designed for an aggregate
of 20,000 horse power, which Is an enormous
esxoedgs over the BalUmore's; and under
forced draft it s expected thut she can make
the rallroad speed of twenty-two knots
an hour, Her great diaplacemant
furnishes her with & remarkable bunker ca-
pacity, 1,600 tons, uod e pussibilivy of 1,800,
Al ten knolts she could go more than half
around the globe without recoallng, With
patural draft she ls to develop 18,000 horse
power and twenty knols speed. The largest
of the Baltimore's guns are #-lnch, while
those of the Blake are 9.9, und she also has
ton 6-lnch guns. Especlally noteworthy is
ber curved steel prolective deck, which haa &

maximum thickness of slx lnches sod ex- |

tands on the sides aix “t:g'*“
line, so giving a protsotion maochinery
and magasines such as Is furnished by no
other vessels of her class, The difference
betwesn sn ordinary protective deck of per-
haps thres Inohss maximum and one of six
inohes s very groat. Her conning tower has
twelve inches of steal armor. The deck,
with the bigh engine power, and speed,
and the great ocoal-carrying eapacity of the
Blaks will account for her great displace-
ment, llke thatof a huge armor-alad, whils
she s ol the unarmored alass.

The question has arisen why we should
not, instead of the 7,500-ton armored orulser,
have a 9,000-ton Biake, with five knots higher
spoad, heavy battery, and good protective
dack ? The Blake and Hlenhelm only cost
$1,840,000 ench, and the allowancs for the
7,600-ton vesssl 1s $2,500,000. Bhould speed,
takon In our Government's fashion, be sub-
atituted for horse-power requirements,
perbaps a Blake might be contracted for hern
at from $2,000,000 to $2,950,000, Buch a veasel
pould, excapt as agalnst another of the same
type and equal capacity in a forelgn service,
overhaul any adversary whom shs waa able
to fight, and escape from any one which was
mora powsrful. She could mateh the arack
ooean racers upon which the various Euro-
poan Governmenta are relylng for their ser-
viea in Ume of war, which we eannot rely
upon. A veasal or two of this type would be
an addition to our navy, whether as a sub-
stitute for the 7,600-ton veasel, or as an ad-
dition to thoso already asked for by the SBec-
retary. | ,
