(July a fow years ago all Now York
was ready to bellovo that a poor woman who
was Bmothcrcd to death ln this olty had been
killed by her husband, when tho truth was
that tho real criminal was a negro, who was
subsequently hangod for tho crime. It Is
far bettor that tho pollco should frankly
confess their Inability to discover tho
criminal than to aocuso any ono of a ruur-d- or

upon Inadequate proof.
At tho Coroner's Inquest ln this remarka-

ble- caso at Trenton, ono of tho most Im-

portant Inquiries will relate to tho means by
which death was produced. Most of tho
accounts agrco in tho statement that tho
odor of chloroform was distinctly porceptl-blolnth- o

room ln which tho murder viae
committed, but It Is also asserted that tho
physlolans are not satisfied that Mrs. Knit-fi- n

herself with a revolver, which sho kl't
under her pillow and which was found tlVro,

fully loaded, aftor tho murder. It Is strngo
that, aftor thoy heard tho burglaretry- -

lng to oiiect nn entranco into tnoroom,
noither Mrs. Kniffk nor Miss Pubccl at-

tempted to uso a weapon so nearithand
nnd which ought to havo proved nnfloctual
defonco under tho circumstances. TBut per-
haps this, and many other Interesting ques-

tions connected with this most mysterious
murdor, will bo answered by theivldonce at
tho Coroner's Inquest, tho Intorjfet in which
Is by no means confined to tho itate of Now
Jorsoy.

Tho Coming, Census nnd tho Now Ap-
portionment

Tho eloventh census of tro United States
will bo token next Bummir. Estimates of
population mado In odvthco of tho actual
count are necessarily irporfect, but they
aro often found not to yry much from tho
figures afterward ofllclaay obtained.

A fow days ago tho tfradesman of Chatta-
nooga published figures compiled by tho
Governors of tho twaVo Southern btates in
answer to a query, rtid from thoso figures
It appears that tho "presont population of
the Southern StaUs Is 19,189,150, against
14,C3S,9SC in 1880.

In tho twolvo States mentioned below tho
customary decennial enumeration was mado
In 1833: Colorado. Florida, Iowa, Kansas,
Massachusetts, Jllchlgao, Minnesota, Ne-

braska, Now Jersey. Oregon, Bhodo Island,
and Wisconsin. Thereby tho present rate of
Increase was ascertained.

In tho four ijow States of South Dakota,
Washington, Montana, and North Dakota,
tho vote lately cast for Congressmen indi-
cates pretty closely tho present population.

Thus from!8of tho 42 States which now
composo the Union approximate figures aro
at hand. Concerning the othor States, there
Is on file la tho offices of tho respective
Secretaries of State information showing ln
round numbers tho probable sizo of tho pres-
ent population.

Tho Fronted Kniasculutlon of tho
Sufflragc.

Ono poUt most strenuously Insisted upon
by tho bus ballot roformers, who proposo to
rovolutmilzo politics and regenerate tho
franohso by a system of booths nnd cross
markIs tho need of additional secreoy In
votlifc: andln tho paper which thoy havo
preared to send to Albany appears tho
blowing: "Only official ballots shall bo

vftcd. Tho voter shall bo guaranteed abso-

lute privacy In preparing his ballot, nnd tho
ecrooyof tho ballot shall bo mado compu-

lsory."
Their Idea is, that If n voter can only bo

shielded from scrutiny ho will cast a puro,
patriotic, disinterested, and Intelligent voto;
and that, if tho composition of Ills ballot bo
known, ho will cast a corrupt, Injudicious, or
sordid voto, Imperilling tho Institutions of
tho Government. 'Ihls Is a now phaso of tho
ballot question, and from shoer novelty has
attracted many who aro affected by anything
out of tho ordinary, without bo much as in-

quiring whother It bo doslrablo or not.
This idea of compulsory privacy having

nothing to support it, has proved most
to tho reformers; but despite nil their

clamor, notono argument lnltsfaorhasyot
appeared. Wo havo yot to bo Informed how
nny real gain to honest nnd candid voting Is

to bo obtained by putting a premium upon
cowardice. In tho conduct of tho solemn
nnd Important functions of our law courts. It
has not been discovered that truth and vo-

racity oro bettor obtalnod by witnesses testi-
fying covertly bohlnd an lncloauro. On tho
contrary, it is found that tho best and
surest way of getting at tho truth Is to
throw open tho doors of tho tribunal.
Tho man who would not othorwiso bo be-

hoved Is hardly to bo credited becauso ho
is ensconced within a woodon booth. Simi-

larly all tho patriotic statesmen of the post,
and all the clear-heade- d leaders of tho
present, ln overy political party, havo united
ln favoring tho most candid and manly ex-

pression of party spirit and conviction. In a
busy Presidential contest wo aro accustomed
to witness tho spectacle of thousands of
earnest, honest, and enthusiastic men rally-

ing to the call of their respective parties,
marching by thousands ln tho streets with
emblems whloh attest their 6ontlments.
Publlo meetings, held In city, town, or
cross roads, gather hundreds of cltlzons to
greot their political leaders and favorites,
and to testify to tho strength of tholr politi-

cal convictions nnd their party faith. At
ordinary meeting places, ln clubs, on street
corners, in social gatherings, and in family
and friendly reunions, tho citizens are
never reluctant to speak with courago and
candor respecting sentiments they feel, and
concerning tho candidates thoy favor or op-

pose. It is well that this is bo. Theso mon
constitute the overwhelming body of voters

probably 95 ncr cont. of tho wholo num-

berand they aro not ashamed to walk erect
to tho voting placo and glvo testimony to
tho sincerity of tho views which they aro
known to entertain.

On the other hand, there aro to bo found ln
ovory community a few forlorn nondoscrlpts
or iloaters, who havo no political ideas,
and disavow any interest in tho affairs of tho
Government. It is to their level that tho
bogus oleotoral reformers soek to reduce tho
great body of the electorate, by emasculat-
ing tho American Buffrago system bo that
the highest attainment of an elector shall
bo tho ability to voto for a candidate whom
ho has not tho courago openly to advocate,
or for a party to whoso membership ho has
not tho manhood to ndmlt that ho belongs.
Very llttlo lnlluonoe would be exorcised
ln publlo affairs by a party leador
ashamed, by his own admission, to declare
his sentlmonts publicly to tho voters, and
who rolled upon anonymous communications
Bent to them under compulsory secrecy.
Llttlo confidence could bo entertained In tho
ability, Integrity, or courago of a legislator
who, on important publlo questions, Instead
of voting openly, should wish to dellvor his

ueninu (t bu iuiii, uuiuiurV01O Bcroen, uibcuji-stituent- s,

his colleagues, nor tho gonoral
publlo would bo ablo to know where ho
stood or how ho had voted.

What tho bogus ballot reformers oro real-
ly seeking is not compulsory privacy, but a
compulsory educational test. That secured,
thoy want a property qualification, and. ul-

timately, an overthrow of universal suffrage
bo that tho llch nuy vote and the working-ma- n

bo disfranchised.
And the Democracy will crush tholr con-

spiracy and defeat them.
