L. M. Bar-
low, 1 Madison avenue, and tha store of unique
and valitablo ourlos that Is being brought to
light from negtocled oornera of cabinets and
sholves Is astonishing those In chargoot tha
work, while tho supposed value of the collec-
tion Is being greatly Increased by the Judg-
ment of the experts who And In comparatively
nnthought-o- t and unheard-o- f pleoos which Mr.
Barlow obtained long ago for small prices,
articles that are now among tho most valuable
la tho wholo oollectlon, Tbo whole number of
pleoes to be catalogued Is about 1,000, and
thero Is scarcely on of them that Is not of
merit Many, like tho $ano dsbatuvase. have
been famous tor n long time, and bidding for
them will doubtless run up to sensational
figures. Tho most Interesting feature of the
sale, however, will bo the opportunities It will
afford for the fixing of values upon articles
that have not been put up for publlo competi-
tion for.so long that estimates of what they are
now worharemere guesswork. Mr.Barlowwaa
a collector of curios all his life, and he plokod
up a largo part of his store In odd corners of
tho world, and often tinder circumstances that
made the prlco which he paid tor them bear
llttlo relation to their actual value. Otbor
articles he got from friends as gifts or from
persenswhomhehad placed under obligation
to him In a business or social way. and
who testified their gratitude by the pres-

entation of something odd or curious,
knowing his fondness tor such things. There
are llkoly to bo many surprises when theso
comparatively unheard-o- f treasures oome to be
put up at auction. On tbe other hand, many
articles for which Mr. llarlow paid a high price
at times whou they wero tho rage aro likely to
go now for less than they cost Mm.

Tbo department of ooramtcs In tbe oollectlon
Includes several hundred npecimens of a soora
of different norts of waro. and will bo the most
conspicuous feature of the salo. Of course tbo
greatest piece, or, at leaBt the most famous
ploce. Is the J any dn bmiysso, which Is a re-
markable examplo of that uniformity of color
and richness of tone that makes old Chinese
ware so valuable. It Is Pi Indies high by 8 In
diameter, and. as Us name Indicates, Is of a
dnrkredbue. Its shape Is that of a nearly round
bulb sloping to a narrow and graceful neck, and
It Is entirely without decorative feature either
In form or color. Its simplicity is Its chief In-

trinsic charm. It was a famous piece of waro
In China long before It caruo to this oountry
and into the possession of Mr. Barlow. Us his-
tory so far as known Is that In 1344 a Chinese
merchant In Canton became embarrassed, and
was helped out of his difficulty by Paul 8.
Forbes, who was then at the head of tho firm
of Russell it Co.. In Canton. How Uua. tho
merobnnt, desired to oxoress In some way bis
appreciation of Mr. Porbes's kindness, and en-

deavored to give him many valuable presents,
which were all refuBtd. Jb'fnnlly, however. Mr.
Forbes, to avoid Injuring tho leollngs of tbe
merchant, consented to accept from him a
vase.

Its beauty made It famous
throughout the wholeemolro. and even now its
fame Is familiar to the Chinese. Tha Minister
from China to tbl country, when. In tho courso
of a visit to this olty some time ago. he saw tbo
vubo, went nearly beside htmvelf with delight,
and fondled It as though It had been a long-lo- t

son.
Among othor valuable vases In tho collection

aro twolarge and beauttlul Sevres vases which
wore purchased at the Duo de Perslgny's salo
In 1856. and a curious vase of an ovoid shape,
of elaborately painted porcolaln mounted In
bronze nnd ormolu, that was secured at tbe
sale of the collection of the King of Holland In
185). A pair of large majolica vases are

MrDDLETOvru, Jan. 9 A larre nnd notably-Intelligen- t

body of milk producers, represent-
ing many ot tho principal milk shipping sta-
tions ot Now York, Now Jersey, Pennsylvania,
Connoctleat and Massachusetts, met in tbe
Court House at Goshen y under a call
issued by the Executive Committee of tho Cen-
tral Milk Producers' Union. Tho call specified
the purpose of tho meeting to bo to discuss
and formulate some plan ot action by the union,
either through the formation of a joint stock
compuny or by some other means, for reliev-
ing the producers from the unjust exactions ot
tho New York Milk Exohango and other middle-
men, nnd the delivering of tbe milk produced
by tbe members ot tho union dlreotly to tho
consumers.

Walter B. Pierce of Chenango Forks. N. Y
chief organizer of tbe Central Union, reported
that the work of organizing subordinate unions
was proceeding with remarkable enthusiasm
and succoss. He said that branch unions had
beon fully or partially organized at '200 of tho
250 railroad and river stations from which milk
Is shipped to New York: tbat 6.000 producers
wero already enrolled as membors. nnd that
the work of organizing tho producers at tho
remaining stations will be completed within
thirty days.

A resolution which was Introduced by tbo
Executive Committee was adopted unani-
mously and read ns follows:

Whmot, U has come to the knowtedre nf your
Executive Committee that the .New York milk dealera
are trylna to make contracts for the oomlng rear. sub.
jectto prices Miedby the .New York Milk hicliarwe;
therefore, we recommend that all producera refuse to
sign suoh contracts for further delivery.

The session of the convention was largoly
devoted to the discussion nf plans and meth-
ods ot future action as suggested by tho call,
prominent dalrymon from all tho flvo States
Interested giving their vlewe. The prevailing
sentiment favored tho organization of a joint
stock company, composod exclusively of
farmors belonging to tho union, and with a
capital stock ot $100,000 to t20O,U00. which
should lease or buy depots In New York city
nnd suburbs, and receive thero and doliver
directly to tho consumers In tho company's
wagons the milk produced by the mombors ot
tbo union.
