John Kuhnt, who
murdered bis w and warm porsonal
friend. William Christen, in a cheese factory in
Primrose, this county, on Dec. 12, 1888, and
then fled to England, wbore he was arrested,
pleaded guilty y and was sentenced to
State prison for life A confession he recently
mado bas just becomo public Ho says that
for some months previous to the murder he
and Christen bod boen together ot the faotory.
They woio friendly, except that Christen was
in tho habit ol ridiculing religious matters,
thus causing Kuhnt much annoyance.

On Doc. l'j Kuhnl road a chaptor from the
Bible about David, and Christen revllod the
Hebrew King. Then ho went to bed and fell
nsloep, tho men having joined In a drink " to
restore peace." Kubol I egnn to reflect that
his companion being vary wicked, would be
bettor dead than alive Tho moro bethought
ol this tho moro Urinly he was convinced that
Christen ought to die. Ko at 10 o'clock he got
out of bed, went Into the room whero tho stovo
was and seized a hci.vy stick ot wood with a
sharp knot on one end.

He then retur ied to the bedroom andbrought the bludgeon down on tho victim's
face. Chrlbten sprang out of bed and endeavor-o- d

to defend himself, but tbe billet of wood de-
scended again, this tlmo on his skull, and he
fell hack. Kubn udmlnlstered several more
crushing blows, beating tho life outrf his vlo-tl-

Then bedrnggou tbe body Into the col-
lar, whero he cut the head off with an axe.

Taking out bis knife he began to cut up tho
body with tho vfewot seeing whother Chris-ten'- s

heart was black. He succeeded In re-
moving tbe organ, and declares that it had In-
deed begun to turn black. He also removed
the lungs and other organs. Thon be put the
body In a suck and bnrled It. Tho heart he
placed In another grave, after which he knelt
and prayed that Christen might be mercifully
dealt with In another world. Ho also prayed
to be forgiven hlmsolf it he hod acted wrong-
fully.

He huriod the heart separate from the body
beouuso, ho said, he thought If the heart should
go to hell the body would be safe from suoh a
fnto. The head, liver, and othor organs were
put into another bag and thrown Into tho
bugar Itlvor. whore they were found by boys
Ashing. He spent Thursday In clearing up tho
traces of bis crime nnd on Friday lott tbe
country.

Kuhnl Is believed by his attorneys to have
been influenced to commit the crime through
religious zeul. and yet they think him ontlrely
responsible for his deed. Kuhnl is about 24
years old.

ENDS ALL LITIQAXIOK

Jndce ntltoa Kateaaaa a Claim for About a
Million, the Cathedral Hart Be Carried
Oat. and the Hnrplua Distributed Under
the Terms of Mrs. Stetrart'a Will.

After nearly three years of HUcatlon, tho
Stewart estate, valued at $12,000,000, according
to the lowest estimate, was finally settled yes-
terday by tho signing of an agreement between
the heirs and the executors. At 8 o'clock yes-
terday afternoon William O. Ohoate, Joseph H.
Choato, and Charles K. Butler of counsel for
tho contestants, and Iloraco Kusssll. Leslie W.
HassolL. Ellhu Itoot. and Daniel O. Rollins of
counBol for the executors, appoarod in the Sur-
rogate's Court with an order for the discon-
tinuance, of tho suit begun by Rosalie Rut-lo- r

for tbe revocation of the probato of the will
of Cornelia M. Stewart. Mr. Joseph H. Choato
announoed that all the parties interested
had oame to an agreement and petitioned the
Court to admit tho will. Mr. Leslie W. Russell
made a similar statement for the proponents.
Surrogate Ransom looked over tho order and
signed It Then the counsel called on Judge
O'Brien In Suorome Court Chambers, and ob-
tained his signature to an ordor discontinuing
the suit of Mrs. Sarah N. Smith against Judge
Hilton. Printed copleB of tho agreement
whloh had been arrived nt wero furnished, and
show that all publlshod guesses were wide ot
the mark.

The agroemont as explained by n formal
statement ot tho counsel, was ns follows:

Whon Tna 8Urf, on Oct. 24 last, prlntod ex-
clusively tho newa ot the close tralflo oompact
botween tho Union TacUla and the Chicago and
Northwestern and allied lines, It also fore-
shadowed the collapse ot the Intor-Btat-o Com-
merce Railway Association, and announced
that it was only a question of time when sov-er- al

of the important railway companies that
aro parties to it would withdraw from it as
ovory member can do by giving thirty days'
notice. Since thon matters have rather drifted
along until this week, and now It any ono
doubts that the Jnter-Btat- o Commorce Rail-
way Association has become moribund he
has only to road the report ot Chairman Walk-
er, reviewing the first year's work of the as-

sociation. As copies of that report are not
readily available, a few sentoncos from
it will suffice to show how Chairman
Walker feolB on tbo situation. Afterrevlowlng
tho worx done, he said: "Unfortunately, bow-ovo- r,

elements ot disintegration have been at
work in various directions which havo Im-

paired its fthe association's usefulness, aud
which threaten presently to strip it ot all sub-
stantial value." Mr. Walker admits that tho
association was at bestexporlmontal, and snys:
"Practical difficulties lwo arisen with which
tho present form of organization seems incom-pote- nt

to cope efficiently." Mr. Walker euumor-ate- s
tho twelve arbitration cases that havo

been submitted to him, and In ovory ono ot
whloh bis ruling was disregarded, andoon- -
oludos on that point as follows: "It will bo
seen that the provisions for arbitration havo
become practically nugatory."

Mr, Walker's roport reveals ono point that
should recelvo general attention. It has boon
tbe custom ot the Executive Committee of tho
association to report to tho Inter-Stat- e Com-
merce Commission all Its findings on alleged
violations of tho Inter-Btat- o law. Tbo Com-
mission acknowledged tbo receipt of tho last
ono as follows: "Wo do not understand that
in transmitting tbese statements it Is your
purpose, elthor on behalf of your association
or any of its mombors, to complain ot any
alleged violation ot tho act to reguliito

To this Mr. Walker replied: "Tho
question of subsequent proceedings is intend-
ed to bo placed In thu bonds ot tho Commis-
sion without reservation." As Mr. Walker
was once an Intor-Stat- o Commerce Commis-
sioner, his opinion that the lunctions of tbo
Commission in tho promises nre "Inno respect
judicial. Put Durelv administrative ." is entitled
to serious consideration.

Uls opinion relative to the Union
alllnnce will result In tbe prompt

withdrawal of those companion from the asso-
ciation. Mr. Walkor took tbo viow that thosecompanies bad violated the spirit of the asso-
ciation agreement, though ther hadllvedup to
all of the rules of the organization, hocausothey had disturbed or changed the "autonomy
of the situation." That Is equivalent to saying
that they should not have made their alliance
because It changed the situation. The olllcors
of the Union I'aoiflo and Northwostern
Companies take the view that tho con-
ditions of trnfllo were suoh that they
wero compelled In the interest of
their patrons and ot their stockholders
to make their ten years' contrnot ooverlncthrough business. Tboy regard Mr. Walkor's
deolslonas adverse to progress and uncalled
for. especially as they havelivedup to all thorequirements ot the Inter-Stat- e Commerce
Associations and conducted tholr trafllo ac-
cording to Its rules and those of tha auxiliary
association that it has nominally supervised.
Consequently thoy aro going out of whatevermay be left of tbe Inter-Btat- o Association, and
will at the same tlmo give tholr competitors to
understand tbat any reorganization ol ths
association will have to recognize tbo change
in the "autonomy" aud any further changes
that may take place.

Thero 1b a wide difference of opinion as to
whother the oommtttee appolntod at Tuesday's
