No othor Chinnmnu could be found
yesterday who would say n word about tho
mattor. or who would admit having board any-
thing about It. The chinamen InNewirk
nre few If any of them day laborers, in tho
ordinary acceptance of tbe term. None of them
works with pick and shovel or carrleB a hod.
Thousands of Chlnnmon on the raclllo Slopo
do toll In ditches and cellars, and It Is said they
nre efllclont workmen. But they did not dis-
place Caucassinn laborers whon they ontored
tho Hold thoro. They have for Tears dono work
which thero.wore no others to do.

Lion Chlen declares that ho can readily sup-
ply all tbe Chlneso laborers that work can bo
provided for. Ho says thoy will work more
faithfully and for loss vv ages than tho Italians,
lrlshmou. Hungarians, und Swedes now em-
ployed. It the demand should be great Lion
Cblon intimated with a contemptuous sniff that
the act would not prove tho
slightest bar to Importing as many mon as
there was work for. He said that a "street
contractor" had agrood to glvo tho olght mon
a two weeks' trial, but ho rofuBod to natno the
contractor.

Two or three bosses who omnloy larce gangs
of street laborers said yesterday that thoy
know nothing about a movement lor the Intro-
duction of Chlnoso labor.

Went and Won Faai and Fortune.
Athjukn, Jan. 18. Word has beon received

hero of the death of a former resident of this
city. Robert M. Howland of Ban Francisco. Ho
died of typhoid fovor on Tuesday, while so-

journing In New Mexico, whero he bad mining
Interests.

Thirty years ago " Bob" Howland was In tho
employ of Harden & Lotohworth of this city.
He was a member of the first organized fire
company, and, in recognition of his bravery
at tbe burning of what was then known as the
American Hotel, he was nrosonted by tho citi-

zens' with a beautiful silver trumrot As a
business man young Howland waB a total fail-
ure. Ono day he entered the Btoreof hlslem-ployer- s,

and astonished them hy saying he wns
going Vi est. Some ol bis friends, he said, had
loaned him sums of money, and he declrod (10
to swell the amount to $100. Byron C. Smith,
now Secretary of a branch ol the Brush Elec-
tric Light Company here, and who at that tlmo
was Identities with the llavden A Lotchworth
business, loaned young Holland the $10. None
of those who loaned tbe money expected to see
It again, but It was all returned within ono
year.

In tho West Howland began a career which
was ono round of adventure and In whloh his
bravery was olten tostod to Its utmost. His
energies were principally devoted to mining.
This led him to travel oxtenslvoly throughout
tho PaclQo slope, even as fur north as Ahiska.
During his travels ho fell in with Samuel Clem-
ens, better known as "Mark Twain." Howland
and Clemens "rougbod it" together in the
wilds ot Nevada, living lu tbe same cabin.
A strong frlei dshlp sprang up be-
tween them, which continued throughout
their later lives, 31 r. Hon laud occa-
sionally returning eastward and visiting
his old friend. "MarK Twain" told a prom-
inent citizen of this plato that ho considered
Itobert Howland one of tbo bravest men ho
ever knew, lie recited nn incident which il-

lustrated this trait of character his arrest of a
noted desperado, who hud beoome tho torror of
Nevada because of his many und
murders. Howland was the only man who
dared attempt the arrest, and he succeeded In
accomplishing it--

While visiting "Mark Twain." not long ago.
Howlund presented tbe humorist with a d

cano, tbe stick of which was carved
from wood taken from the flagstaff whloh had
supported the colors over their cabin In the
wilds of Novnda.

Howland was at one time Wardon of tho
Nevada Stato Prison in Carson City. In min-
ing matters ho was an ex i vert, and became
widely known on tho Pacific slope, ills wealth,
though not fabulous, was comfortably largo, all
of which be leavos to his wife and two daugh-
ters, who live in San Francisco.

But the wholesale butchors are uneasy
and doubtful about tho issue ot tho conflict.
They hope, however, that tbo chlof rabbi will
bo boaten.

Tho City Drossod Beef Company of Forty-fourt- h

stroot and tho East lllver is master of
tho situation so far. It has made a bargain
with the chlof rabbi which enables It to say to
all the vvholosale butchers that If thoy want to
sell tholr meat as kOBher to Hebrews tbey
must get plumbes or leaden tags certifying
that the moat has boon approved by the cblef
rabbi from the City Dressed Beef Company.
The oompany requires the payment of twenty
cents for each head of cattle slaughtered. To
lnsuro payment, the oomuany stipulates that
tbe wholoaalo butchors shall give a bond for
f 1,000 that they will ua plujnbaaar leaden tags
on all kosher meat The wholesale butchers,
among whom are Lehman Samuels, William
Blumenthal's bons, Julius Frank.

Strauss,
Samuel Gugconbelm. Jacob Loewol, L. t J.
London, Stepel it Adelsdorfer. M. Uellman, ami
Lewis bamuols unite In denouncing this com-
bination of tho chief rabbi and the City Dressed
Beef Company.

Iror. Hartelle, tbe Illnalonlat.

Ltnn, Mass., Jud. 18 Sovoral weeks ago
an illusionist billed as "Frof. Sartello," and
performing at a dlmo museum horo, was
fatally shot by what is known as the " bullet
trick." usually a harmless thoueh mystifying
deception. Tho maslolan loads tho sun and
bands it to any auditor, requestinc the latter
to aim direct for bis mouth. After the smoko
clears away the performer exhibits the bullet
between his teeth. In Bartollo's case the
auditor did as requestod, and was shocked to
see the Professor fall to tho etace doad. A
police investiBatton failed to reveal the cause
of tbe catastrophe, and tbe auditor, who had
been arrested, was discharged. It has since
been asserted tbnt negligence on the part
of somebody In the audience led to the fatal
result, or else that Hsrtelle meant to kill hlm-sel- f.

though there Is no evidence to support the
latter theory.

A perfi rmer who knew Sartelle intimately
has since made his appearance, and has glton
this Interesting and enlightening explanation
of the Illusionist's method of doing the trick.
"Sartelle," says this perl ormer. "had a small
gun, which be loaded at the muzzle. In full
Uowot the audience, and dlsobarged by the
use of oaps. lie would first put In somo pow-
der, thou chew up xomo paper, and put that In,
and llnally ram It all down with a small ram-
rod He would then put In a ganulno lead
bullet, also In plain sight of the speotntor. and
with the same ramrod jam that down. Itow,
on one ond of this ramrod was a small hood,
wnlch &ttei exactly oer tbo bullet, so that
when he withdrew tbe ramrod it would con-
tain tbe bullet. Thus he know to a certainty
beforehand that no bullet was in the gun. lie
would next put on a worthless oap and ask
some man to stand In the back of the hall and
lire at him Of course, thrre would be no ex-
plosion. Tbe rrofessorwould thon muke some
remark abont tho cap. ask the man to bring
the gun to him, and replace tbe bad cap with a
good ono.

"Then the man would retuin to the renr of
the hall, and Bartolle. still holding the bullet
concealed In his band, would sart'Uotery
oaretul not to hit my moustache when you flro:
it's the only one I have, and I'm ver proud of
It,' During his talk he would stroke bis mous-
tache, and at the same time deltlyBlIp the bul-
let In his mouth. lie would then count three,
tba man would fire, and when tbe smoke
cleared away Uartella could be seen holding
the bullet In his teeth. I saw him do tho
trick night after night, and his method ue or
varied in the slightest. At I.ytin he must
have failed accidentally to withdraw the bu-
lletthough be couldn't hae helped noticing
the error or, as is muchl mors probable, ho

left It In thegun with sub Idal Intent,Furposely that any one in tbe audience
which is allowed to t tbe gun could bat e
tampered with the weapon."

'ihls explanation Is tbe first which throws
definite light on a mystery that has not only
interested Lynn, but the entire profession of
magicians and Illusionists In this country.
