to this country from Russian Poland three
years ago, attempted suicide at 7 o'clock yes-
terday morning at 92 Rivlngton street by stab-
bing himself in tbe neck with a tailor's ontter.
Dav Id and his brother Max llvod in a front
room, whloh they rented from Mrs. Jacob
Llebman, whose husband is a tailor.

Tor tho last three months tho brothers have
been out of work, and have been unable to pay
their board. Mrs. Llebman supported them.
Last Monday Bavld obtained work cutting
children's clothes, and thought tbnt he would
bo able to ropay Mr a. Llebman. On Thursday
his employer found fault with bla woik. una
tho young man went to bis room, think-
ing that be had been discharged, lie
was very despondent dutinc the evening, and
said that it waa uaeless for him to attempt togot out of dubt .Ills brother had no work, andnow bo had lost his situation.

Tbe brothers Blent In separato beds In tbe
front room. Max got up at C:30 o'clock yester-
day morning to attend the synagogue, out his
brother said bo was ill. aud viould not get un.
An hour later Mr. Llebman found Dai Id
Hhaplro unconsolouson the bed with the blood
flowing from a deep cut In bis peck. Besideblm on the bed was a tailor's cutter, with asbaro blade about tlx Inches in length. On the
table was a note, in which be said that bo badbeen Insune for four weeks '

It ncems Hint tlicro la considerable dllTor-onc-e

between tbe original bill, which wns pre-

pared by tho Legislative, Committee of tho
Wbrld's Fair in Now York In 1692 for Introduc-
tion Into the State Legislature, and tho bill as
It has been amended and was Introduced Into
tbe Legislature yoeterday. The main feature
of tbe bill which seoks to bond New i'ork city
In $10,000,000 to help the Falrrdmalhs prastl-call- y

unchanged.
Most Important perhaps Is the change In tho

original bill pertaining to the oloslng'of streets,
the original bill proposing to close tbo streets,
tho amendod bill limiting tbo powers of the
Commissioners, The new ccctlon describing
those powers Is ns follows:

The Board of Street Openlnc and Improvement may
authorise the Board of rommleslonsrs, upon sueb terms
and for each polled as tbe Board of street Openlns and
Improvamsnt shall specify, to snolose snob portions of
anr streets or avenues In the city as may bs bounded on
either side by lends aoqulred either In fee or for a term
ofyetrsundsr the provisions of this actor tuauseot
whloh ts bersby authorised, and to use and smploy the
same dorlnc snch period for lbs parposte of this aet.
Should tbe Board of Commlislonsrs determine that any
portion of the land lueluded wltbla anr street or
avenue should be pcrmansntly saksn for the purposes
of this act ench land alisll be Indicated upon the maps
authorised to be made and (lied under the
sixth seotlon of this act and npon the oonsem thereto
o( the Hoard of street opening and improvement betas;
first alien, all the rKht tills and Interest In, upon or
ovsr the same other than that of the Mayor, Alder-
men and lommntialiy of tbo Hit of New York, may
be acquired in any procredlnrs taksn to acquire title to
lands onoer the provisions vt this act and npon such
ruhl. title and tntereet be Ins so acquired somoebof
said street or avenue as assctsd such land shall there-
upon be ctoeed and dlscouUnned.

The new bill also describes mlnutoly tho
coursn to bo followed in appointing tbe Com-
missioners. It says that upon application by
the Commissioners for plots of land tbe Cor--

oration Counsel shall present to the Supremo6uort petition Klgned and verilled by Chairman
of tho Hoard of Exhibition Commissioners, or
by ono of tlio offloert thereof designated by tbe
Hoard for tbafpurpose according to the prac-
tice of tbo court setting forth tbe no, ion
theretof oro taken or the Hoard and the filing of

goneral description of all tho real estate to. in,
or oxer whloh any title, term of years or other
lntere,.t Is sought to be acquired for tbe said
city lor the purposes or this act, each parcel
being more particularly described by a refer-
ent o to tbo number of said parcel as given on
the maps, aud the title, term of roars, or other
Interest sought to be aciiulred to.

This road
was one of the first of Holllns's enterprises
alter he went Into business for himself. F. E.
Qreon was apparently the promoter of the road.
Ho was a olork in Holllns's oflloe.nnd when tho
organization of tbo company was completed
Ilolllns wns electodPtesldent Tbo main line
of tho rond was to bo but six miles long, run-
ning from Araboy, on tho Wost Shore road, near
Syracuse, to Baldwlnsvllle. This was in 18B3.
In tho fall ot that year, according to the min-
utes of tho railroad company, the ProBldont
notified tho dlreotors tbataman named Powell
of Brooklyn would build the road and take as
payment tbe entire Issue of bonds, amounting
to $160,000. and some ot the stock. Tho dlreo-tor- y

guvo the contract to Powell, and tbe road
was built. Train bouan to run early In 18B7.
A year later the bonds were dofaultod, and a
tocelvor was appointed.
