A JWAKKJiAb'S FKAUFVL MOOT.

Held for Honrt TJelwecm Bunvers by Bis

Elmiiia, Jan. 20. Getting-- caught between
the bumpers of cars while coupling them to-

gether is the commonest of mishaps to rail-
road mon; but James McCann. a brakeman in
tho employ of ths Western New York and
Pennsylvania Railroad at Olean, was made the
victim of the bumpers on Thursday night In a
manner which is unparalleled In the history of
railroad mishaps.

The engineer, not
knowing that anything was wrong, pulled
away bis locomotive, being a switch engine,
and its work being finished with tho backing
down of the cars to tha one McOann was to
couploto. The cars wero on tho outskirts of
the yard, where they wero to remain until the

McCanu was 'pinned fast between tho two
bumpers, and toeztrlcato his hand, which was
crushed to h pulp, was impossible. He shout-
ed tor help, but no one board him. The agony
be suffered from bis mangled hand was Inde-
scribable, ror throe hours he was held be-
tween tho cars, when ho beeamo unconscious
from the effects of his injury and exposure to
tho cold. Soon after midnight a night track
laborer who was returning homo from his
work passed near tbp cars wuero McCanu was
a prisoner, and hearing moans, discovered the
Injured and freezing trainman. The laborer
sutnmoned help, and the cars wore prlod apart
and McCann was removed to the station. lie
was badly frozen, and his band was so terribly
manglod that it had to be amputated.

A care-
ful Inspection of the colloge premises was
made at the time, both by tba college officials
and by tho officials of the State and local
Hoards of Health, and nothing, bos, been dis-
covered upon the college premises which ctuld
justly bo considered even a suspicious source
of the disease."

The Secretary has also drawn the attention
of the State Board to the prevalence of the dis-
ease known as la grippe, and the Board
authorized him yesterday to employ some
oaoablo person ln every part of, the Stato to
collect facts about the disease, with the view ot
ascertaining what organs ore most liable to
attack and what the offer effects are, ta
grippe bos been very disastrous to life in
hfa Htnto.

por cont, of their not oarnlngs for that year, as
n sinking fund Tor the ultimata liquidation of
their subsidies, except that out 'of this 25 jior
cont. an amount oqunl to one-ha- lf tho earnings
TromQovernment transport atlonistoboapplled
imaediataly to tbo paymontof the lntorost as
It falls due. This sinking fund is to be invostod
in the bonds of the United States, and this had
beon done to a considorablo amount. 'When tho

Jias already modo some small provision for
meeting that portion of the subsidy debt for
which it is liable, by sotting aside annually the
Bum ol $730,000, which It invests and holds as
a sinking fund of Its own. Kono of the otbor
subsidized companies, bowerer, have done
anything ot this .kind, nnd what thoy in-
tend to do bns not yet beon announced.
Plainly, neither tbey nor the Union Pa-clf- lc

Company can possibly pay in caah
the immense sums which will beuome
due fromtbem to tbo United Statos by Jan. 1.
1899, and, bosides, they will havo among them
$64,623,512 of their own first mortgage bonds to
takecaro of. Their only resourro will bo to
make a new issue ot bonds, nnd the quostian
is wbethor ther shall negotiate thom in the
open market or, so far as respoots the dobt duo
to the United Statos, to obtain a loan from the
United Statos itself In tho form of an extension
ot tho timo of payment

Two measures have beon proposed, and are
now before Congress, granting the companies
an extension of time on their debt One is
known ns the Outhwaito bill and the other as
the Omnibus bill. Tho two agree in the prin-
ciple of dividing tho total amount of tho debt
which will bocomo payable by eaoh company
Into installments otsuch amounts ond payable
at sucli dates as will give to the United States
its whole claim with interest lor tho delay in
paymont. but tho Outhwaito bill mnkos tbo last
Installment due In CO years and the rnto ot
Interest allowed ou the deferred payments 3
per cent, wboreas tho Omnibus bill makes tho
lost Installment payablo 125 yoare bencoand
tbo rate of interest IU per cent. The Outh-
waito bill came very near passing the House of
lloprosontntlvos two years ago, but was
shelved by filibustering, and both bills are now
undor dlsausslon In commlttoo.

I think that my readers will agree with me
that it would not only be genorous. but good
policy in Congress to oxtond the tlmo of pay-

ment of tho railroad subsidy debt Tho rail-
roads, for tbo construction of which tho subsi-
dies wore grantod. have produced nil tho
benefit to tho country that was expected from
them. Thoy bound together the Atlantio and
the Pacific States at a time whon a disruption
between the two was threatened: they have
put an ond forever to Indian hostilities on tho
Wostorn plains, and thus saved the Govern-
ment an incalculable expense, and they have
brought about tho settlement and cultivation
of an lmmenso amount of wild land previously
inaccessible. Tholr owners are. iborof ore, en-

titled to favorablo oonsldoratlon. The United
Statos on Its part does not need money, but,
on tbo contrary, Its revonues exceed Its ex-

penditures. If it should get the $110,000,000
due to It from the railroad companlos it would
not know what to do with it It is driven now
by its Increasing surplus Into redeeming its un-

matured debt at a prlco Which yields only3
per cont per annum on the Investment, and to
add to tbo amount that ot Its enormous rail-

road claim would ombnrrass it still more. No
savings bunk, trust company, or large prlvato
capitalist would besltato for a moment in
granting an extension ln such circumstance.
.Tho only Question would be aa to thef terms.

Here, aitor all. Is the knot ot the difficulty of
the matter. The representatives of the Union
Taclflo Hallway Company nro willing to pay 3

per cent, por annum on the extended debt, and
to pay it all In llfty years. Mr. Huntington, for
tbo Contrdl 1'aolilc. told tlio House Committee,
on Tbursdriy, tbnt his company could not

to pay more than lf por cent Interest and
wanted 125 years' time. His arguments, as I
road them In tbo newspaper reports, seemed
to mo not only unsound, but to be based upon
a misconception of bis position.

Mr. Huntington, unless I misunderstand
blm, asserted that thojnost the United States
could do ln case of the of tho
subsldr debt of the Central Pacific ltallroad
Company, when It matured, would be to take
possession of the compauy'b main line and sell
it Tho line, ho nuid, would not bring enough
to pay the dobt, and then tho company would
parallel it with a new line, which, with the
present branches, would enable it to do all the
business it doescow. No similar threat has
beon made brtbe Union raclflo Hallway Com-

pany, but some hasty Congressmen have as-

sorted that it has the same resource ln
cane of need that the Central raclflo baa.
Hut both thoy nnd Mr. Huntlnaton overlook a
little but importnut provision In section Cot
the act of July 1, 18C2, by which, as I have
already mentioned, the subsidized companifls I

each and all of them acoepted their subsidy I

Theoretical legal rights are, however, ono
thing. And working thom out to practical re-

sults quite another. For tho United Statosto
foreclose Us lien upon tho subsidized railroads,
sell their main linos, girt judgment against
thom for the doflclency, if nny. and then proceed

against the rest of their proporty by exe-
cution, would bo a tedious nnd difficult job.
and would result disastrously, not only to tbo
railroad companlos. but to tho whole popula-
tion dependont on tho working of their linos.
The case Is ono for compromise, beyond all
question, and that It will bo compromised
somehow, nobody can doubt

What Congress noods to do, as I vlow it Is.
first to ascertain Just what cachet the subsi-
dized companlos can reasonably do, nnd then
to mako llboral terms with it If, asltr. Hunt-
ington eontends on behalf of the Central Pa-
cific, any company Is roallyunablo to pay moro
than lie pereont Interest on its total subsidy
debt, nnd noodB 120 yeara't lmo.lt hat tact should
bo decisive.
