Lord Balisbury has
deolined all disrussion on the general question
until he shall have recelved pronof that tha
Portuguoss have carrled out the nroposed
evacuation of the Bhire Highlands and Upper
Zamnes! distrieta. In Portugal the nowspa-
pers are dolog thelr beat to fan the flame of
anti-Fagllsh hatred, and with some amount of
puccess. The latest proposal (8 for n national
eompact pledeiog every man not to defls him-
pell by abaking an Englishman's hand, and
every lortuguess woman not to dishonor her-
polf by listenlng to the addrosses of an Eng-
Link lover. Hare s o mpecimen from the Lis-
bon newspapors:

“Itis our firat duty to our children to teach
them to hate the mocursed spawn of Norman
and Saxon pirates, and to grow up to avevge
the affromt miven to their fathera, Viilalns,
wlliains all; and I & squadron of these
wretchos dare entor our Tugus to affront us
for belng poor in wur ships and to threaton us
with tueir guns, lat people, without hesitation,
make vrisonors of the whole English colony,
soaring nelther women nor children, and tell
the Admiral that i one bombshell falls in Lis-
bon every one of thess hostages will be put to
death without an hour's delay, The wretches
may then do thdir worst. Lisbon will not huve
died without wreuking vengeance,”

Patrlots are contloually reminded that no
judge or jury would convict them for any
offence committed agalust an Englishman,
Nevertheless not a single British throat has
yot bean out. and thers has been soarcely o
slngle instance of aotual maltreatment.

Meanwhile the sympathy and assistance of
which the Lisbon newspapers confidently as-
sured the people has aspumed no tangiole
shaps. Prince Blamarck remalns dumb. The
Austrian forelgn office has formally taken
England’s side, and the American evolutionary
squadron which Portugal belleved mixht have
protected the Tagus agalnst the Dritlsh war
vessals has gone to Toulon Instead.

This woeek the Bchool Board for London, an
Important body whieh looks after the sduca-
tlonal peeds of the children of over 5,000,000
poopla. passed by a large majority a resclutlon
in favor of free education. The Liberal party
bas been for some time past pledged to the
pame policy, apd there (8 reason to
belleve that the Government, yleldlng to
the pressurs of thelr Unionist allles, have de-
clded to bring In a bill durlng the coming ses-
sion abollshing sohool fees. To-day'a Stan-
dard, \he able organ of old Isshloned Torylsm,
bas an editorial bewalling with comical pathos
the demorallsing tendency of modern legisin-
tion. Why, it sska, should the working classes
bave free eduoation any more than free food,
clothes, or lodgings; and It warns Tory par-
esons, and the upper classes genorally, that the
pew system will inevitably prove the ruin of
denominstional schools, which are regarded
by bundreds of thousands of ploos Con-
servatives as the strongest barriers to
the flood of atheism and anarchy which
threatenas to overwhelm this realm. It
In cartaln, therefore, that should the Gov-
ernment persist In ocarrying out the [nten-
tion attributed to them they will alienate a
large number of their rank and fla, unloss, In-
dead, they should have thelaudaclty to provuse
the scheme giving the chureh sohools State as-
sistance without the corollary of Htate con-
trol. The Literals Insist that avery school re-
volving Btale moneys sball be ecountrolled by
vopularly elected bodles, und if the Govern-
