The Revolution In Parllamentary Pro
eodure.

An oplthet l= not an argument, and ought
not to disturb the equipoiss of judgment, yot
in parlinmentary history thero have been but
tow examploes of the coal unconcern with
which Speakar Begn onvounters oo storm of
excerntion.  To the charge of usurpntion
and tyranny he responds with a smile, and
adbores unflinehingly to his predetermined
COuran. 'l‘u.t_mlml with the ineomslstency of
his present rullige with his Tormer duelnra=
tlons, he virtually replies that 1t s n man's
business to be not conslatent, but tene to his
nctunl convietions, and that being now
convinead of lils  constitutional  power
to  eount members physieally  present,
anid tothus make up o quornm, he §s not
to b debarred from exerelsing such a power
Ly Wls previous fullure o vightly construe
the law, The cogeney of this rejoinder L8 50
obvious to men like Mr. Carrisuy and Mr,
Curst that they have Inid, it will bo noticed,
but little stress upon the dempgogic hnputn-
tion of inconsistency, nnd hinve Indulged
vory sparingly In vituperative adjectives,
For that very renson thoir protests against
e innovation In parliamentary practice fde-
perve to be welghied, and are wolghed, enres
lully and even anxiously by [aic-minded
mon. It s recognized as a question of deep
momant to this conmtry whother—admitting
tor tho moment that somoe technioal warrant
may Lo found in the Constitution for the
Speaker's assumption of authority -guch as-
sumption s not extremely lnexpediont, a8
tenidlng to frustrate the primary purposs
and thwart the fundnmental functions of
the House of Ttepresentatives.

One of our Republiciin contemporarios, de-
feuding the Spenker's conceptlon of his
powers, taltes a po=ition which it Imagines
unaesailablo by asserting thal the Lusiness
of a logislature 15 to leglslate. To which
wo might rejoln that the husiuess of a
deliberntive nssembly s Lo deliberite, The
primary purpose of the House of Repre-
sentatives, ns of every other body to which

tho lnwmaking fonction is intrusted, s
dellberation,  Legislation s ouly conterns
plated  as  the  ultlmate  and possible
outcoma of mitnre  reflection aml ex-
bausiive  discuszion. The  system  of
papresentative  government  w il be
worsa  than a  fuallupe, it would be a

ealnmnity, if delibaration were not acknowl-
eilavid to be alegleinture's parmnount duty,
of which the enactment of laws ks only o ein-
tingent and ocessional result. 1 the law-
making powers that residein the whole pwos=
phtare delegated to oortain fndividaals, it is
with o view to the enutious nnd candil ex-
amination of two questions - first, whether
pny legislntion 8 needed, and secondly,
what kind of Ingisiation Is most expedient,
The purpose 4 to Insure and fucilltate, not
to nbirldge and Bloek debnte, Were It not so,
the safely of the commonwenlth would re-

quire us  to provide  outside of Cons
goovs gunpantors of digcussion. nnteee-
dent  or  subwequent o the formula-

thonm of laws,  We should e driven to himposs
am onr repreaciatiantbaes definite struactions
from whose tenor thoy could not by a lair's
Lreudthy sworve, of else wo should hinve. to
make the valldity of Inws depend on their
contltmuation by the people fespodingg to a
direct appent, as in the eitse of the seealled
wofeveydune which plays so dnpge o edlein the
polity of the Swiss Confodarntion, Undder
our s aem u pledgoe teseok enlightennient
o detiberation s opliod In the mecept-
anec of the power to leglstate, The imoment
the pledige Is Lrokon by an individunl or Ly o
purty, the right to reprisent thie wishes, the
opinions, nl thie conseinnee of e coms
ity I8 forfeited,

In o word, whnt wo eall the rights of
minoritios are the =% tuards of the neopla,
It s always ot wagiven evksis to the mifnoeity
that the peaple potst ook for an s wrtion
of tho fundimenital doty of adalibeent
gomblies—Lor a vindica! lon of the naaluliess
of delay, of dobate, wd of senreling e
quiry before a profeot Is suffered 1o nssume
the form of law. The vitul need of a com-
munity 18 often nut lejrilation, but the pro-
wvention of legislntion, and in such o case
recourse to flllbusioring, o the url of par
Uamentary obstruetion, ls dicaated by the
fnstinet of soif-prosorvation,  fven whore
pot the rejectinn, bt the eriticlsing or
adapting of 4 legilitive project is des
glred, It Is plalu  that  olstructive  taoe
tics, the Intreduction of dilatory motions,
and n refusal to furnlsh the wvoles
peadad to make up o quorum, ars not only
Justifiable but indispensable to secure time,
which I8 the conditlon of close gerutiny and
full Wummination.  Nor huve the paople, a8 &
whole, reason to fenr jnjury to sny of thelr
fmportant interesi= from parlismentary obe
struction, Asa rile, thav engioe of retarda.
tlon and resistunce is not resortad to exoept
in regard to questions oconcerning which
publio oplaion is pretéy evenly divided—tho
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vory questions, obviously, whoss declsion
needs the utmoss solieltude and clrcumapee-
tlon. Tt hing boon aald that the obstruetive
tactios pursucd by the Parneliite party In tho
House of Commonda almed to dislocats
the whole machinery of Ieglalation, snd
to render government impossible, o long as
Ireland should e foreed to submit to union
with Geent Beltadn, The repronch wns not
{n ouk opinion desorved by tho Parnellites;
Init however that may e, no suell charemn
hins ever boen devellidd  agalnst any of tho
gront politenl parties In the United Siates,
W hen dlitory or ohstructive measures have
toen employed by a minorty in one of the
branches  of our Foderal  Congrods,  they
v been ctiployed for purposes  anlvers
s lle deemed Tegitimate, such purposel s
thin postponomoent or defeat of » particular
Wbl o resolution.

It s nlan o by noted that Lthe injury in-
fietoid on the peopla through the Infringe
ment and minlmlzing of the rlghts of ml-
noritios s not casily romedicd.  The people,
Iniloed, am apt to seck o rude sort of redresy
ky transforming what was oneo o atifled
minority Ito o clamorous and rampant ma-
jority.  Uhe victhns of yesterilay are et
eartidin to bacoma the tyrants of to<day, and
the ultimnte safferers by such vindlotive
alternntions nev the votors who lose the safes
gonards opninst evinde nad hasty leglslatlon,
and who soo what they meant tobeon deliber-
ative assembly converted Into amachive for
promprly gratifying tho jgreed or the rancor
of o politleal party. It is notthe Demoeracy
thint will experience any permanent damnge
from tho gag applied to s representatives
in Congress by Speaker Bewn, The muzzlo
that they now wenr will tn all Hkellhood bo
coon transferrad to the Republicans.  But
the peaple of this country may have eausoe to
run the doy when, throngh the recont Inno-
vattons in  parliamentary procedurs, the
manutneturing of Federal legislation shall
have been mude an ensier, o quleker, and o
far morv veckless businesa than it is now.

Revising the Presbyterion Creed,

Seotel Chureh in West Fourteenth streot,
the New York I'resbytery hoas agricl to
take a vote on the question of reviding its
Confession of Faith, The Prosbytery doclded
Inat November to report to the Genernl As- |
sembly that it desireid some kind of revision, |

The Confession of Falth of the Presty-
terians of thle country I8 enbstantinlly the
deovument draws up by a convention of
divines which arsembled ot Westilngter in
the year 1644, and completed its Inbors in
1047, The portlons of it which are now un-
der considerntion are, prineipally, the third
chapter, * Of Gop's Eternal Decree,” aml the
tenth chapter, 00 Effoctual Calling.”  The
goctlons of the tlird chapter over which
thore I8 controversy, reid as follows:

A Code of Game Lnws.

Mr. Conoestaatn has introdueed in the
State Seriate o b toprovids for the revision
anid codifieation of the lawa for the protee-
tlon and presorvition of tlah, shelltish, birds,
and quasdrupeds in this State. Tt eontem-
plates the appointment of n Commisslon,
conslsting of three porsons: One to be chosen
by thn Attorney-tGeneral from nmong hin
digptles, another by the Commissioners of
Fishorios from among thele number, and the
third by the New York Soclety for the Pro-
tection of Gaimo from nmong tho members
of thit hinly. Thest gentlemen are to revise
and codify the game Inws of thia State, nod
roport the resilt of thelr labors Lo the Legls-
Luture on or befare Jan, 15, 1801,

Tho revizion and codilicntion thus pro-
posnd wonll bea very oo Lthing 1T it wero
not for the extraordinnry tendeuey of the
Legisinture to altor and smend the game
lawa,  New statutes relating to the preservie
tion of fleh and birds ave paagsed every year,
and  frequently sevoral laws on the same
subjeet nre enaetod ot o single sesslon of the
Legislnture, the lnst one being an amend-
ment of others passed only a fow weeks be-
fore, The now codo of game Inws will cost
£5.000, for thnt iz the s approprinted by
Mr. ConaESHALL'S DI for the expenses of the
Comnilsston, nnd it is Wlerably cortein to b
exhnnstod by the tine the work s done. Ir
thers wias any prolability that the eode when
Foported anil adopted would remin i forae
eveny In sulstintinlly the sune fovin for nny
conglderitblo longth of thme, 1k might Le

worth while tospetd this amonnut of money; |

but In view of the probabiidty that in the
eouree of a year itwillbo amended to such an
extent ns to leave ita oviginnl form unrecog-
nizable, wo doubt the wisdom of the pro-
posedd expenditure.
