Indieations that Congress Will Memove It
~The Commitiee's Action,

Wasuisaron, Feb. 14.—For more than a
weak post lmportant cooferences linve been
held by the Kopublican mowbers of the Wayas
and Means Committes and leading men in the
party In and out of Congress on the subject of
the make-up of tho Tarlff bill. The groatest
difficnlty that hos been encountered is thes
arrangement of tho sngar tex, but this matter
is now being brougnt toaboend Itis mow
gonorally known that Beerotary Mialne's
deop interest In tho questlon arises from
his noxlety to throw a bait to the South Ameri-
cans in the shape of the entire removal of the
sugar tnx. Mr. Blatno has held several con-
ferencos with Mojor MeKinley and other le-
publleans on this subject. Mo gives ussurances
thot If the concession of free sugar Is given to
the South Americans, they will roturn the
favorin kind and exteud to Americans trads
wdvantagos of diflerent sorta  bdevernl wein-
bers of the Ways and Means Comuities uio
inelinod 1o folluw the advice of Mr, Diaine, hut
the influsnce of tho Loulsisne planters wod
‘h‘- wrcbitlous farmern of hunens sl othier
Vostern Stiies s bolog brought Lo bear to
biuve the duty roetained. The affer of a
bounuty dues not sesm to tompt thoss sugiar
ralsors, and they are insisting on at least some
Mieusure of rruleel.lnn on their produots. It ia
sile to Hey that u majorlly of the Ways und
Meane Cotnmittes are willing, and even mux-
lous, o remove the sugar duty nltogetlher, do-
nFlm tho protests of the sugar furwers.
