Very often the angler's comupanion isato
pour water on the reslinas continuous stream
toprevent the friotion of the outgolng line
from burning the bearings, and the reel itself,
if it In of rubber. the most expensive resls being
of that materinl, Conrov's sllver king muitl-
plying recl ia favored by mapy anglers as ore-
ating the greatest straln on the line with the
lenst offort to the angler,

The sias of the line varies; It is usnally of 23-
lino linen thread, but (€ (s often used as swall
s 15-line theand, or even 156-line throad.
