Iings & ton, 1s now worth twenty-elght shil-
lnge to thirty shilllngs, Deliverad at fur-
paces (L bas boen sold at thirty-two shilliings
to thirty-five abillings, and for export at
forty shillings, At the samoe thne the best
qualities of Comberlnnd ores, which In 1883
wero ten shillings nnd twelve shilllings and
slxpencs, ate now o= lilgh ns twenty-four
shilllngs to twenty-six shillings, and quite
pearce at thnt.

Thesa changes have lLeen Lrought about
in a groat mmonsure by tho greater depth at
whioh conl now hns to be mined In England,
and the Increnssd expensn of bringing it to
the surfacr; whenco the extriordinary ins
epoase in the price of coke. Thig fact, com-
biosd with the present searcity and expens
glveness of iron ores, hns ralsed the value
of Iron In Puropean marketg to such nn
extent that the cost of producing lron there
I8 quite equal to 18 cost In this country,
notwithstanding the circumstancs that lnbor
thero ls pald one-third leas than here,

This ronders It quita probable thut Eng-
land und indesd nll Euvope have ronched thes
point whers they can no longer produce
cheap Iron; aml, should this prove to be
positively the case, It will open up for the
fron producers of the Unitad Statez an era
of unexpretad actlvity, Thls (= the only
ecountry which pugasazes un [rimetse stock
of fron and conl, and (L1 now cupplying the
entire domestic demand.  With the new
planta which aro everywhero in process of
construction, wo shiall goon be in a condition
to supply an lmmenses export trade also,

No Induetry his been so rapldly deyveloped
an that of lron and coal In this country,
Twenty years ngo |t was comprratively un-
fmportant, but in 1509 we shall produce more
tons of steel'thnn any other natlow,

Spain Ahead of Chicago!

What, hins Ueeoma of Spain’s ConuvMpus
celebration 2 When the Seunte of the United
States hegan tn talk of honoring CoLuMnurs,
under stimulus from the Hon, WILLIAM
MeS, Evanrs and the Hon. Groroe Frisnie
Hoan, both of whom remember the great
pavigator well (wo guspect Hoan galled with
him in disgulso upon Lis first voyage), the
Government at Madrld was notified.

Hu Spain hud her plan and scope, If not her
Bite and guarantee fund, nearly thres yoars
ago; and not only the Councll of Minlsters,
but aleo Conumpus's helr and most legiti-
mate representative, the Duke of VERAGUA,
wors at that Lime preparing to take the in-
itiative in the perfurmance of the plous duty
which the Ilon, Aprar E. STeEVENsos and
Chicago's most legitimate representative,
Mayor CREGIER, have now assumed with so
muoh energy and such large promlses, put
2o little money.

Yet we have falth and hope toward Chi-
cago, after all, It Is & glorious and cul-
tured town, though somielimes rather pre-
vious.

support of the distranchising scheme of the
Republican managers, [t seems, on the con-

stantlally to unite the Democrpls through-

In
Alnbnma Seay ran ahond of CLEVELAND by
riot legs than 38,653 Demoeratic voles,

CLEVELAND'S volo in Arkansas was 85,967,
At the sume election the total Demuocratic
vote for Congressmen in Arkansas was
E3,070.

In Maine, Gnovir CLEVELAND had 50,481
Democratio votes, or just 10,864 fewer than
his friend " MLL® Porsas recelved for
Goveropor [n September of the snme year.

In that event the Judge, Mayor, or
Preslilont {8 empowerod to appoint a com-
mission of not less than three citizens, ** who
shall be prominent and reputable resldents

It will bs notlced that the three cltizens
who are to verify or correct the vole must
be not ouly reputable but prominent. Prom-
inent for what? We ventures to say that
this is the first time that any distivetion of
the kind indleated by the word prominent
hns ever even been suggested In legislation
in this country.

Another Interesting provision of this bill
I8 thnt which prescribes the qualifications
of voters. * Persons nbove the nge of twenty-

lved there ten years,

It
provides that a Board conslsting of the Secre-
tury of state, Becretary of War, and the Post-
waster-Genornl, ehinll onuse 1o be built or
shall buy Hires of tolograph where, In its opln-
lon, such are needful, 1t shall be the purposs
of the Governmwent that theso Government tel-
egraplis sliall yield no earnings beyond the
coat of operating the same, und at all times to
keap the outgo and income ns noarly equnl na
mny be. To this ond, as soon an may be,
tho Postmnstar-fieneral shall nnme such rates
ntwhich tuss-nges niny be =ent s shall Keop
the toial earnings and expenses A8 nearly
eiqunl Aas moy Lo, or as shnll make tho lines
soll-sustnining amd the Postmastor-tienernl
shiall from thme 10 Ume so chknges the rates
thiut they shall conform to this requirement.
