After a discussion marked by several in-
teresting incldents the House of Commons
mocepted the report of the Pamxern Com-
mission, and declined to censure the London
H¥mes for lmputing the authorship of the
FieorT letters to the Irish Nationalist
leader. The position tuken by the Govern-
roent was assalled, not only by the Glad-
stonlan and Parnellite Opposition, but by
Mr. Caxxe, a Liberal Unlonist, and by two
Conservatives, Lord Raxporpd CHEURCHILL
end Mr. Louis J. JenxmNos, So well dis-
glplined, however, are most of the Minlstry’s

pporters, that oo the final division thelr

ty was not seneibly impalred.

Of all the speeches reported lu the course
of this long debate, by far the most weighty
and moet striking was made on Tuesday by
Lord Baxporra CHURCHILL, Not even Mr.
GrapsToNE has lald bare so distinetly the
fundamental wrong lnflicted on the Par-
nallites by the creation of an snomalous
Commission. Lord Raspornru showed that
while Mr, PARNELL'S request for & commit-
$ee of Inquiry respocting the authorship of
pertain letters was justified by parlismen-
tary precadent, the Government's rcourse to
snsw judiolal tribunal to sscertuln the truth
of broad oriminal charges egalnst its polit-
foal opponents was unconstitutional, In its
tesire to damage the Parnellites It had thrust
psida the ordinary law of the Jand. It had
forced political opponents to trial ou chargea
of criminal cousplracy, and at the same
time had deprived them of the protection
derivabls from a jury. Then agaln, although
the members of the extraordinnry tribunal
were Invested with the powers of a jury,
they wers appolnted Ly the Government,
the accused belng allowsd no volee In select-
fng or challenging. It would be, Lord Rax-
DOLPH argued, absurd to describe the tribu-
pal a8 & court of arbitration, when one party
to the sult was not permitted to share in the
cholece of arbitrators, Finally, Lord Baxs-
»oLFE pointed out thst by subjeoting the
Parnellites to the expenses lncldent to thelr
defence befors an anomalous Commisslon,
the Government had wirtually used thelr
power to infliot & peouniary tine of nearly
9200,000 on thelr political opponents,

All this, when stated, msy sesm obvious
enough, but although the Commiasion has
been so frequently discussed In and out of
Parliament, Lord RANDOLPH CHUECHILL 18
tha firat to demonstrats with adequats clear-

and emphasis the Injustice of trying to
home a charge of criminal conspiracy
to men stripped of the safeguards and guar-
mntess belonglng to regular judiclal proceed-
ings. The House was also reminded by Lord
RBawporrn that the Commission bill, al-
fthough subversive of the constitutional
hts of Britleh subjects, was driven

Prof. CoPr has suggested that
at the ptart the union be limited to five
years, 2o that by sctual trial the parties
can tind out whether they are sulted to each
other. Mlss BopmworoN would reguire at
lesst & year's notlos of an intention to end
the coutract; and Mrg, CAIRD alséo advises
that * a certaln time shall be spscitied which
shall elapse before application s made for
divoree or separation,” or before winding up
the partonerslip. "The contract system,”
she thinks, *would glve rellef In most casea
whera the union ought to be dissolved.”

But all this is a very uselesa sort of dis-
cusslou. The proposed plan ls not feasible,
and nlnety-pine out of & hundred women
would be dead agelnst making the experl-
ment. When they are marrled, they want
to be marrled for good and all; and they are
very sensible In go thinking, for they know
very well that, howsver it might be with
the husbands, the limited marriage part-
nership would work badly for the wives.
Mrs. MoNA CAIBD, oo, discusses the subject
only theoretically, and uses imaglnation
rather than study of actunl experiencs
In its treatment., She herselfl Is a very
beautiful and a very happy wile, with
no desire for bresking up ber marrlage con-
troct; but, as often happeos, slie Imagines
that her good fortune io matrimony ls ex-
traordinary. 1t is usual for young lovers to
puppose that nobody bLefores loved as de-
votedly as they luve; and that they have en-
tured into a hitherto undiscovered region of
the realm of romunee, In reality the grest
muss of marrled peopls get on togethoer
much better than Mra, Carep lmagines, and
especially when the wives are of u tempera-
mont as lovely as her own., No other social
{nstitution works so well. Goveruments are
overthrown, Churches ars rent asunder, and
soclety 18 revelutionized, but the conjugal
relation remalns unimpalrad,

Therefora we listen with far more pleasurs
to Miss JENNESS talking sbout the practical
and useful subject of developing the physl-
cal strength aund Increasing the grace of
movement in women. Nor do we fear that
women will sulfer Lo thelr souls becauss they
pay attention to the enhancing of thelr per-
sonal attractions. Thelr beauty and lovell-
ness constitute the greatest joy of existenoce,
and they are false to their birthright and
recreant to what I8 so often callad thelr
mission if they neglect the cultivation and
the preservation of thelr chiarms physleal,
no leas than (ntellsctual and splritual, The
healthler they are the happler they will be,
and the happler will be the human raoce; and
the more beautiful they are the greatar the
galo of mankind,

Therefore we prize Miss JENNEsS'S leo-
fures a8 among the most valusble of the
Lenten discourses,

Ivory Ralding on the Congo.

While tho Arab slave trade coptinpes to
inflict Its atrocitles upon Africa, & new
method of lntensifying her horrors has been
disoovered. The lutest crimes against the
natives are promoted by white merchants
who are penstrating to the very ceatre of
the continent Ln quest of (vory,

The recent large axports of Ivory from the
Congo basin have been Leralded os gratify-
ing proof of the wonderful growth of legitl-
mate trede In thatreglon. A despateh to ths
Congo Goverpment the other duy an-
nounced that over forty tons of Ivory, worth
in Europe sbout $240,000, Liad been purchased
by trading companles on the upper Congo
within two months and were then on the
wuy down the river, Within the past few
months nearly $1,000,000 worth of Cougo
Ivory has beon sold in Antwerp.

This {vory s purchased by trading steam-
ers that are pushed as for lnlend as Stanley
Fuolls, A emall part of the lvory is bought
from the uutives, but by far the larger part
of It comes from the Araby of Btanley Palls
and the Lomami River, who are straining
every nerve to meet the sudden and unex-
peocted demand that, to their great delight,
has arisen at their very doors.

The methods that have Leen stimulated
by the new euterprise of white men are
described in one of Mr. BTaNLEY'S lelters,
spd also by Mr, Hnsent Wakp, These

gentliemen say that Ivery ralding s now a

tions with the peopls whom they have driven
into the woods.

They sand word to thess fugitives that
their women will bs restored to them for
the prios of a tusk of ivory aplace. The
patives then go on elephant hunts or open
thelr hidden stores, and salowly the women
are redeomed, The Arabs thus sscurs a rich
supply of ivory to sell to thelr whits friends,
and finally depart for the river, leaving be-
bind them a reglon turned into a waste,

The new phase of Ivory ralding s really
not & whit better than alave trading.

Fres Reading for All

At a mosting at Chiockering Hall the other
day in behalf of the Free Olreulating Library,
Mr. CLEVELAND uttared thess pentimanta:

*Tasohing the shildrem of our land to read Is but ke
first step inthe schems of oreating geod altisens by
means of fres loptruction. We tesah the young to
read, 2o that both as ohildren atd As men and womea
hey may resd "

Nothing ocould be truer. If peopla are
taught to read when they are children they
will know how to read when they are grown
men and women, and then they can read
when they are so disposed. If a boy lsarna
how to skats, to walk un stilts, to spin a top,
or to ride on & bieyole, the knowledge of tha
art will remain with him when he has be-
coms & man, He may get out of praotics,
but he can easlly bring back his old pro-
flolency. That I8 the great advantags of
education in youth. As the twig ls bent so
is the tree Inclined.

It is true that there 18 an affection of the
brain which may oblitarate all knowledge so
acquired. A man who has read all his life
may, by reason of such calamity, become as
fgnorant of letters as & baby. But, fortu-
nataly, it Is & very rare diseass, and what
Mr, CLEVELAND sald may be Iald down as
an aphoriam. The art of reading, once
learned In youth, is not forgotten; and
happy it s for teachers and puplls that It Is
8o, and that 1t does not have to be learned
over again.

DBut Mr, CLEVELAND made another re-
mark to which we camnot giveso full assent:

“Aan or womans who never reads and s aban-
doned (o unthinking torpor, or who allows the entire
mantal Lifs te be bounded by the narrow iines of = dally
recurring routine of effort for mers axistence cannod
etcape a condition of parrenosss of mind whish not
ooly causes ihe decay of lndividual eenteniment and
tappiness, bat whish falls to yisld to the Btate ita juatly
expecied reiurn of usefulness o valoable service and
wholesome polltical astion.”

Wa doubt very much whethar activity of
thought promotes bappiness and content-
ment. Oftantimes the stimulation of thought
certalnly produces the contrary result, A
man who may have remainsd happy and con-
tented in the stats of lutsllectual torpor of
which Mr, CLEVELAND spoke, may become
restloss under his conditions when therange
of hisknowledge ls extended by reading and
thers 18 opened up to his lmagination a
bigger fleld for possibls effort.

But that |8 not a cause for lamentation.
The world would make no progress f soclety
shuuld remaln in stagnation, If everybody
was happy and contentad. Moreover, as the
universe (s construoted and the mind of man
shaped, happiness and contentment are im-
posgible to the human raoce. They do not
exist in any bresst emoept asa momentary
sensations. Therefors the whole world I8
struggling to Letter its condition, to attain
the unattainable goal of earthly bliss and
contentment ; and things go on chaoging
and improving. The sadvancement of
poclety depends on ita discontent.

But Mr. CLEVELAND could not have spoken
In bebalfof & more useful and more generally
praiseworthy institution than the Free Oir-
culating Library. It I8 ocoupying a field
which before was not fllled in New York.
We have saveral other olroulating libraries,
but they are not frea to everybody, and
thoso which are open to the publio generally
are reference lbraries, from which boouks
cannot be taken to the homes of the readers.
The Free Circulatiog Library, too, has been
conducted on sound princlples. It bagan In
a small way in order to test the demand. and
as the great extant of that was proved, pri-
vate benefaotions enabled it to extand [ta
facilitles by lncresslog the number of (s
books and scattering branch repositories for
them in different parts of the town. If any-
body is disposed to give money for the pub-
lic benotit, he will find few objects for his
munificence more worthy of conslderation.,
His liberality will be sure to bear good frult
thera. We think the more of the lostitution
because {4 has not been an importunats beg-
gur at the doors of the munioipal treasury,
but s got along almost wholly by itaslf,
and becauss Ita unquestionable merits have
commandsd private support.

Its experionos bas proved that the peopls
muy ba trusted with books loaned to them.
The number of books lost has been small,
both proportionately and sctuslly, and the
quality of the literature most {n demand is
better than the average supplled by llbra-
ries of much groater pretensions, Thoere-
fore, even it the Free Circulatiug Library
does not nud eannot abulish unhepploess
and diseontent, it yet serves to Induce psopls
to turn thelr restlesanses Lo & good purpose.

THE BALLOT REFORM HUMBUG.

Heow ta Fettora the Cha ® of the Democ-
racy in Ehode Inimnd,

Provipexcr, March 13.—Democrats are
now appoealing to tho General Assembly to res-
cuse thelr party from the disastrous muddle in
which {t Is plunged by so-called ballot reform.
It Is obvlous that In Providenos and other pop-
ulous centres large numbers of the working-
men, who are mostly Democrats, will not have
time or opportunity to vots, for the reason that
the intricacles of the horse-stall business will
not permit all the volers tu ol access to the
polls. And pow It Is propotied to extend the
hoors of voting far into the night {n order that
woary Demoorats may rob themselvas of sloep
to answor the exigencies of ballot reform.

Of coursathe eltuation {2 very satisfnciory to
the Republicans, and It s (nteresting to note
that a good many who, s pretended frisnds of
the Democracy. advocatad the antipodal sys-
tem of voting, are ehuckilng over the expected
defeat of the party., The Republicans. who are
in control in almost every clty and town, hiave
slmply Incorporated the Australlan system
a5 a part of the party machinery, glving
thom a firmer grasp upon theele¢tion than
they had under the old American system of un-
dirgulsed and open balloting, to whieh nil par-
tles had asccess. The eupervisors mre llepub-
lioan tools, aud no one s sppointed to that
offica who {s thoughbt likely to interfere with
Hepublican plans

Under the systom of voting whieh had pre-
vailed in the Buate for generstions, or ever
since freemeon ceasad to send their voles by
proxy, the Lomocrats of late were steadlly
gainipg, and undoubtediy this spring would
witnesa majorities instond of pluralitisas but
for the difficulties thrown in the wuy of electors
by the adoption of & method forelgn to Amori-
can prinoiples and boru under ths shadow of
monarchy, The Democrats may win the elec-
tion: but if so the victory will bo twice as
hardly won as if the votlug had been froe and
unfettered.

Thers s & striking analogy in the political
eonditions of Mr. Van Buren and Mr. Clave-
land, thongh In polnt of character and conduct
they were radically different  The former was
an able. astute, and thoroughly trained publio
man, who may be described ns a great politi-
clan in the trus and large sense.  Hoolally and
otherwise be waa distinguishied for high quall-
ties and geotle broading.

The latter s known as a man of coarss Nibro,
with low taates, possessed of a consuming
vanity combined with a dominsering dlaposl-
tion, and wholly destitute of ths virtue of
Rratitude or fidelity to professed friendship
His well-seeking Las Leon conspleuous for
vears, and, in fact, aver sinoe the ahaptar of
Recidents favored hia riss In publis station
from obsctre and elouded beginnings.

When Mr, Van Buren waa elacted I'realdont
In 1606, favared by his closs relations to Gon.
Juckson ntid the prestige of the Iatter's great
popularity, the opposltion wasa distributed
among W, H, Harrlson, Hogh Lo White, Dantsl
Webstor, and W, I, Mangum. It was an easy
vietory, Tbe fnanocial disasters of 1237 broke
out soon alter he entered tha White Houne,
and became & wource of merious trouble, so
that Mr. Van Buren called an extra session of
Congrass the following Septembar,

In e midst of the panic groat efforta were
made to Induce him to favor the redstablish-
ment of the national baok, agalvsat which
Gen, Jackson hud made bis famons erusade,
Mr. Yan Buren stood firm (n the faith, and the
Bub-Treasnry saystem was created, and has on-
durad with small changas,

Though smbarras«ed by the continued war
with the Indians in Florida, which largely ang-
manted the publio expenses. the Adminlaira-
tlon of Mr, Van Buren was In the maln no-
coptuble 1o the country. and might be called
populur., He was strong with hﬁ. ATLY. Die-
