rules and regulations an shall compel the com-
panies to wproperly construct snd malntain
their plants and adopt such precautions as are
rejuired to Insure safety to the publie, The
oxperiance of New York olty with subwars hina
removed all doubt regarding the successiul
ornrutlo? of underground oconductors, ln
alties and towna of under 125000 [(nLabitants,
whate the utrosts nre s« crowided, ntiid whoare
ovorheud telsphone and telegraph wires aro
loss nuwerous, aloctrio light wires may bo ovur-
ated with salety, provided proper precautions
are taken, fut even o cltles of less than
‘lzﬁ.nlnl Iuhabitanta, the committes bolisve the

nterest of the publie would bae sbest erved by
placing elrotrle tleht wires in the oriucipal
Blrsots under ground,

Taeatimony, incluilng that of reprasantativoa
of the Now York Bouord of Flre Undorwriters,
Ahows that the fire risk In connection with
elociric lghting Is so greator than In the use
of gns, Il ne great, The testimony showa that
both the high and low tonslon systems enn be
made oqually siie tolife nnd._i:rnpul.r by the
use ul proper safoty devices, The testimony of
expurts s to tha effect lhnl; the couvertnr rya-
tew, involving the uso of the high-tenslon al-
ternating eurrent lo street maing alfords &
systom whlol s, I properly susrded, fres rom

nngoer to elther lfe or property, It s there-
ore the oplnlon of the cotnmittes that it would

o unwlse wnd unjust to the publie to reatrict
by legislation the daoger from high-tension
eurrents usod in lighting, but the wires carry-
fng them should bo it out of reach of the
publie, a8 should street wires under the cou-
ductor sy<touw,

The committes do not think It possible for
tho Lox|sinture to form satistactory rules and
regnlations for npr}lvmlon to an dndusiry
which is not only highly teclinleal, Lut con-
stautly developing and presenting new con-
ditions, rendering the rales propar this year
Eonnlblr ubaolete next year. Thore shouid,

owever, e some [orm of supervision by prup-
erly gquislfled State or local authoritios over
the commertal use of electricity unulogous
E-ollilm supervision now exerclred over steam

olura,

ALBANY, March 27.—-The Sonate Com-
mittes on Rallronds this alterncon desided to
report favorably Mr. Fassett's Rapld Traosit
blil, with many important amendmonts, while
Mr. Iven's Hapld Tranait bl will be reported
advarsely. The Fausett blll as ths committes
will report {t. provides that there shall ben
Hinte Board of Rapld Transit Talirond Coms
missloners, to connist of elght members, who
ehall be appointed by the Uovernor and cons
firmed Ly the Sennte. Four of the Commis-
sloners ara to be Demoorats and four Hepub-
llenne, and they are to hold offles for slx yeara.
They are to have juriadiction over all
eltles  having & population exceeding
100,008, und In  all such efties, when
the Noard In eonsidering rapid tranait
routen for such citles, the Mayor of the ecity
shull be for the timie belng an ex-oMelo memn-
ber of the Doard. Hix membera shall consti-
tute s quorum. Upon the request of the
Mayor, or of any 500 resident fresholders of
any such ¢liy, aueh Comlssioners shall con=
slder the question of establishini rapid transit
roads lo such city, They 'sball make out &
plan for a rond, and they may lay out routes
over, nnder, or through all strests, avennss, or
Iands in such eltion, Inecluting Llocks hetwesn
sireets, with the ccnsent of the loeal authori-
tios, and with the consent of one-linll of the

roperty holders, or the determination of the
f‘mumin-lnut‘rn appointe by tho Hupretus
Court in llou of the cousont of the proporty

olders,

The publie parks, grounils, and bulldings of
any olity, orof the Siate, or of the United Stute
are oxproscly exempted from the provisions o
the acl ns are also Filih sveuus, Fourth avoe-
nue above Forty-sscond sireot, Madikon ive-
nue, and lirondway south of Thirty-third stre
it Now York city, und every stroot vl BVenie
now w'tunlly occupied by an elevatod strie-
