Noarly el the trades
and industries nre reprasontad, Cranks tako
their turn ot the Congreasman, and the tov-
erament departments overwhelm him with
statistics, astronomical news, entomologlonl
stud{en, botanieal disquisitions, and nothropo-
loglenl Information.
