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put falrly Into oparation, T expoct 1o sea a fur-
thor rise In the price of the metal, and I can-
not noo why it should not go to at least §1.25
per ounce within o year.

Other kinda of morohandiss, as well assilver,
will also rise in price, though not to the same
extont, because they will not be made artifl-
clally soarce as silvor will be. They will only
profit by the (ncrosse in the volume of our-
rency, resulting from the lssue of Government
notes ngainst the sliver purchased, and this
eauso will work very slowly. Etill, In the end It
fa sure to tell. Money is & commodity as mueh
as the commodities for which It Is given In ex-
change, and an Inoreass In the supply of It can-
not {all to lowor its exobangeable value. Every
salo of goods for money la at tho same timo a
sala of money for goods, and the more money
there in In the market, the less it will bring.

Ultimntely, too, the amount of silver storsd
nup In the Treasury and the quantity of Gov-
ernmont notes Iasued against It will bsoome so
large In proportion to the stook of gold In the
oountry that silver will take the place of gold
as the standard of value, and prices will be
massurad in sllver as they are now measured
in gold. Ezxactly how soon (his result will be
renched, it is not ensy to say. The natlon is
growing In population, wealth, and business,
and it therefore will need for circulation a con-
tinually Iborenalog quantity of money,
Industry aod Ingenuity are also steadlly
tending to Incrense the produsction of
all sorts of commodities and thus to
diminish their price. Besldes, the natlonal
pank ciroulation is gradusily dissppearing and
making room for money of another kind. But,
sooner or later. we ahall arrive at a condition
of things In whiech prices, measured In our
monaey. will be higher here for most commodi-
tins than thoy are In other parts of the world,
oand then the rest of the world will strive to
profit by tho difference. Europe particularly
will send Ite products here for sale, and, slnoe
wold will bs the chenpest thing that It ean get
in exchange. it will take our gold and carry It
home, Whenever this happens, gold will

conks to be with wus a measurs of
prices, and will become mere merchan-
dise, as sllver bulllon hes been for

the past few years. In lts place sllver will be
our solo standard of value, ss It now Is in
Mexlco, Bouth Ameriea, Austrin, und Indla, Of
course, Il, at an earlier perlod, the sllver men
succeed In oponing our mints to the fres and
unrestricted colnage of sllver under the law as
itstood previous to 1878, we shall reach the
silver basis so much tho sooner. Whenever the
owners of sllver all over theworld can send [t
bore and get for sixteon ounces of It an ounce
of gold. they will do it to the utmost possible
oxtont. Wo shall take their sllver and they will
take our gold.

I know very well that the advocates of the
free colnagze of silver contend that because
Germnny and the Latin Unlon malntaloed for
years the rotlo between gold and sllver of 15%
to 1, wo shall still more easlly maintaln the ra-
tloof 1 to 1. My answer is that the mainte-
nance of the ratio of 15% to 1 in Europe lasted
only so long as the relative supply of the two
metals made It possible, and that as soon as
the diminlshing supply of gold materially
changed the ratio of its market value to that
of nsllver the Latln Unlon hed to stop
colnlng sllver, and has never slnce dared
to resume (. At the same time I froely con-
cedo that whenever this country discards gold
and nceepta sllver (o Ite place, It will throw up-
on the European market such an enormous
mass of gold that it will fall conslderably in ex-
changeable wvalue, and that then our silver
dollars, lurtead of belng worth as bulllon, say,
"5 conts in gold, may be worth 60 cents or
more in gold, But this, too, 6 & polnt that the
future aione can settle, and I am not dispoged
to dogrmatize upon it. I inslst only that the ef-
foct of the impending rllver blll will be to
ralse the prices of eommodities eonsiderably,
and in this 1 understand that most ellver men
agroe with me,

The truth s that, as I haveoften polnted out,
the clamor for the restoration of sllver to its
place as money st the valustion of 16 to 1
arises chleflyslrom producers who are at the
anme time debtors, and who expect by the in-
eroansd price which thelr produocts will bring
undor a sllver standard to discharge their
debts with n smaller ousntity of such producta
than is pow required for the purpose. The
Western farmers and Bouthwoestern planters
particularly, who bought their lsnd and mort-
gaod it bafore the commencement of the pre-
valllng orn of low prices, are anxious for a res-
toration of high prices to relieve them of the
inoreased burden which the decline has fm-
posed upon them. From this quarter comes a

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well arounded and permanent. A bond pare
able, principal and interest. in a deprecinted
ocurrancy s worth no more in that eurrency
than it was when the currency was more valu-
able, Nor will the ineremse in the supply of
ourrency lower the rate of interest and thus
tend to raise the value of investmonts mado at
the rates mow prevaillvg. The demand for
money. and. consoquently, the rate of Interest.
is reguiated by the quantity needed for the
uses to whioch money can be put, aud when
pricon riso the quantity of money needed for
the same amount of business rises with it. Bo,
too, unless an incrensed volume of curreney
and bigher prices so stimulate business that
tho rallronds will enrn more money than they
aro now earning and pay largor dividends,
there in no renson why rallroad stocks should
advance. Ferhaps manufacturing stocks will
be more (avorably affected, but they will have
to contend with higher raw materials, higher
wagos, and largoer expenses generally,

The effoct of the measure whioh will be
reanched last Is a riso in the prios of labor,
When food has ricen, and with it clothing and
fuel and all other artleles of general copsump-
tion, wages will have to rise, too, aud this rise
will again react upon the cost of productlon of
other things, and tinally complete the estal-
llshment of the pnew level of money values
This was the way that our deprecinted paper
money worked during the war, and the depre-
clation of the money standard now proposed
must necessarily do the sama  The laboring
man will get more dollars for his labor and will
pay more dollars for llving expensos, and he
will thus be ncither better nor worse off than
be was before.

To sum It all up: The first effect of the Im-
pending sliver inflation will be, as I showed
last Monday, to rafso the price of sllver: next
to raise the price of nll kinds of other com-
modities, beginulng with whent; then, In &
measure, to put up stocks, and, inally, to rales
wages, While the process s going on it will
mako it essler for debtors who own property to
pay thelr debts, and It will correspondingly
doprive croditors of a portlon of what s now
owing to them, The miners of silver will also
temporarily profit by the artifloinl demand for
their product ereatod by the Government pur-
chasasol (t. but after s while the Inerensas of
woges and supplies wlll neutrallze this advan-
tage, and for them and for everybody else
things will come back practically to where they

The more the rupee Is
worth in gold the fewer rupees per bushel will
the Britlsh consumoer pay for Indian wheat.
and, since all debts and taxes In Indis are pay-
able In rupess, the whent growers of that coun-
try will, like our Western farmers at present,
fnd wheat less profitable to them than it was,
and will take to raleing other cropa. Thus the
Britlsh market will be freed from a ecertain
smount of competition which now interferss
with the eale of Amerloun wheat. and our
farmors will got highior prices for thelr prod-
vot, Icannot belp suspecting that the extent
to which this result will be secomplished Is
muoh overrated, but many sensible people are
econvineed that it ls not, and I will not say that
they are wroog. If wheat abould, na they ex-
poot, rise In the Britlah market as a conse-
guence of the rise n sliver, our other food
products oannot fall o rise somewhat also,
and thus the Lesefit of the lmprovewent will
be generally diffused
